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l. General data about the doctoral student and the procedure

The procedure has been opened and is being carried out in accordance with the requirements of the
Law on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, the Regulations for its
Implementation and the Internal Rules for the development of the academic staff in the South-West
University "Neofit Rilski". By Order No.2711/29.10.2025 of the Rector of South-West University "Neofit
Rilski" Prof. Dr. Nikolay Marin, | have been appointed as a member of the scientific jury, and by a
decision at the first meeting of the jury, | have been assigned to prepare an opinion. All the required
documents, the abstract and the dissertation were submitted within the legal deadline.

Ms. Vilma Musta obtained Bachelor's Degree in Public Sector Law at the University of Elbasan,
Albania, and subsequently a Master's Degree in Public Law at the Faculty of Law at the University of
Tirana, Albania. She worked as a lawyer at Brunes Ltd. in Tirana during the period 2018 - 2023, and since
November 2024 she has been a legal consultant at the Directorate of Public Procurement of the
Municipality of Tirana. Since March 2021 she has been enrolled as a full-time doctoral student at the
International Law and International Relations Department at the Faculty of Law and History of South-
West University "Neofit Rilski". During her studies, the doctoral student has successfully completed all
the activities provided for in the individual curriculum. In accordance with Art. 6, para. 3 of the Law on
the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and Art. 27 of the Regulations for its
implementation, the dissertation must contain scientific or applied scientific results that represent an
original contribution to science and show that the candidate possesses in-depth theoretical knowledge



in the relevant specialty and abilities for independent scientific research. According to Art. 27 (2) of the
Regulations to the Act, the dissertation must be presented in a form and volume corresponding to the
specific requirements of the primary unit in which the doctoral student carried out the research. | note
that these legal requirements have been met.

A declaration of originality and authenticity is attached to the dissertation. The abstract gives a
true and accurate idea of the presented dissertation, including relevance, methodology, scientific
novelty, practical significance; includes a brief presentation of the content of the work by chapters, as
well as a description of the contributions to the dissertation. There is also a reference to the publications
presented by doctoral student Vilma Musta - a total of 4, two of which are printed in proceedings of
international scientific conferences held in Albania, and two - in the International Politics journal - an
edition of the Faculty of Law and History, all of which are on the topic of the dissertation. The scientific
production reveals the ability of the dissertation candidate for independent scientific research and
shows her creative potential.

Il. Relevance and significance of the researched problem

The chosen theme of the dissertation is topical and the main content of the work fully
corresponds to it. It represents an independent and in-depth study. The presented dissertation consists
of an introduction, a main part divided into three chapters, and a section including a conclusion and
recommendations. The total volume of the work is 191 standard pages. 15 Albanian-language sources,
86 foreign sources and 30 Internet sources were used. The text includes 5 tables. The dissertation is
accompanied by 1 appendix with a total volume of 6 pages. The scientific apparatus is sufficient and is
proof of the doctoral student's research qualities. The methodology used is appropriate and includes a
historical, normative, comparative law and statistical approach.

The dissertation examines the right to life as a fundamental human right in the system of public
international law and the law of the Council of Europe, focusing on its legal, ethical and social
dimensions in Albania. It is reasonable for the author to believe that some aspects, in particular
regarding abortion and euthanasia, represent two of the most sensitive and insufficiently studied areas
in Albanian law. The study aims to improve the understanding of national policies related to the right to
life; to identify shortcomings in the Albanian legal and institutional framework; and to compare national
practices with international standards, such as those established by the European Convention on Human
Rights (ECHR) and UN instruments. The relevance of the work is also evident in the analysis of Albanian
legislation and the recommendations for its improvement. At the European level, the ECtHR has already
developed a dynamic understanding of the right to life. The analysis of cases such as Pretty v. the United
Kingdom and Vo v. France illustrate the balance between individual rights and state obligations, often
influencing national legal reforms. This contextual background provides a prism through which to assess
Albania's progress and shortcomings.

The conclusion that, despite some limitations, the Convention remains the most effective
regional human rights instrument, balancing state sovereignty, individual dignity and the idea of
collective peace and security, can also be defined as a scientific novelty. According to the author, the
evolving interpretation by the ECHR, in turn, ensures that the right to life remains a living, adaptive
principle that is central to the European legal order.



Another essential characteristic of the presented scientific research is its interdisciplinary
nature, implying a good knowledge of various legal branches and subbranches - international law,
constitutional law, the jurisprudence of the Council of Europe, etc.

lil. Evaluation of the candidate's results and scientific contributions

| share the assessment of the doctoral candidate for most of the scientific contributions
reflected in the presented report. Some of them supplement and clarify existing theoretical positions,
others draw conclusions and proposals de lege ferenda, distinguished by scientific courage.
Undoubtedly, in certain parts of the presentation the analysis is distinguished by its original character
and represents a contribution to the specialized Bulgarian scientific literature on certain aspects of the
right to life in international law.

The author's scientific courage and the very choice of this extremely complex, delicate and
ambiguous issue, related to individual aspects of the right to life such as abortion, the fetus and
euthanasia, already have a contributing character. Despite the fact that the scientific research task is
formulated quite boldly, whichis inherent in every young author, doctoral student Vilma Musta
demonstrates in-depth knowledge and qualities of a researcher.

Among the more significant scientific contributions of the dissertation work can be mentioned
the comparative study of the national and European legal frameworks on some aspects of the right to
life. A comparison was made of how selected European countries, including Albania, interpret and
implement the right to life in relation to abortion and euthanasia, identifying differences and trends in
harmonizing Albanian legislation with the standards of the Court in Strasbourg. The text related to the
systematization of the case law of the Court in Strasbourg is also distinguished by originality - the study
categorizes and systematizes key decisions of the ECtHR on abortion and euthanasia, offering a
structured overview useful for lawyers, scholars and politicians.

The work represents a contribution to the academic and legal discourse in Albania - the
dissertation introduces a rarely researched topic in the Albanian legal literature, contributing to the
understanding of bioethical and human rights challenges through the prism of European case law.

The methodological framework developed for the analysis of human rights cases is also a
valuable contribution. A research model combining doctrinal, comparative and jurisprudential analysis
has been established, which can serve as a starting point for future doctoral and legal research in the
field of international human rights law.

Nevertheless, some recommendations can be made to the dissertation work with the best
intentions, such as avoiding certain repetitions in certain parts of the presentation and etc., which
should be corrected upon future publication of the dissertation as a monograph. | would venture to
believe, however, that the weaknesses mentioned are excusable and are definitely not sufficient to cast
doubt on the overall good quality of the work of the colleague Vilma Musta.

IV. Conclusion



The dissertation "Standards for the Protection of Human Rights in the Practice of the European
Court of Human Rights (Some Aspects Related to Article 2 of the ECHR)" contains summaries of a serious
scientific problem, and represents an original contribution to science. It meets all the requirements of
the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (LDASRB), the Regulations
for the Implementation of the LDASRB and the Internal Rules of the South-West University "Neofit
Rilski". The presented thesis shows that doctoral student Vilma Musta possesses in-depth knowledge in
the field of international law, demonstrating qualities for independent scientific research.
