Relations)

The reason for presenting the review is my participation in the scientific jury for the
public defense of the dissertation according to Order Ne 2712/29.10.2025 of the Rector
of South-West University “Neofit Rilski”

1. Information about the candidate

Petko Palazov graduated from the Faculty of Law of Sofia University "St.
Kliment Ohridski” in 2012. In 2014, he obtained a Master's degree in European Union
Law from the same university, and since 2020 he has been enrolled as a doctoral student
at the South-West University “Neofit Rilski” - Blagoevgrad. He has participated in
training in the field of sustainable development, is a certified expert in the prevention

of money laundering. In the period 2013 — 2018, the candidate held an expert position



at the National Revenue Agency where he prepared opinions, represented the NRA in
legal proceedings and enforcement proceedings, etc.

Petko Palazov worked as a senior expert at the Ministry of Economy and as a
legal advisor (2017 — 2022) at BNP Paribas. From 2022 to the present, he has been the
chief legal advisor at Netcredit OOD. The candidate’s acquired education, his
achievements in the scientific field and his practical activities testify to his lasting and
profound interest in the subject of European Union law, in the financial and tax issues
and in the development of legal means for combating money laundering. He speaks

English, Spanish and Russian.

2. General characteristics of the dissertation work

The dissertation submitted for defense is dedicated to the analysis of EU law and
policy in the field of measures to prevent and combat money laundering and their
impact on the development of the regulations and interactions related to the free
movement of capital in the EU internal market. Analyzing the free movement of capital
and measures to counter money laundering, the candidate deduces the restrictions on
the movement of capital and the consequences of the implementation of measures to
combat money laundering.

In pursuit of the objectives of the dissertation, the author conducts an in-depth
study of the specific aspects of the interaction between the free movement of capital
and anti-money laundering measures and draws conclusions about the need for a
balanced development of the Union legal framework in the field of combating money
laundering, so as not to adversely affect the free movement of capital, while ensuring
sustainable economic growth and the security of the financial system. The rich set of
scientific methods is impressive, which includes the methods of induction and
deduction, the comparative method, the critical-analytical and interdisciplinary
methods, the historical method, and some sociological methods.

The dissertation work is 333 pages long, of which 276 represent the scientific

research, and the rest contain appendices. The structure of the work includes an



Introduction, three chapters, a Conclusion and three appendices. The scientific literature
used contains 69 publications, 45 of which are in Cyrillic and 24 in Latin. 354 footnotes
have been made. In the Introduction, the author defines the subject, the goals and
objectives and the methodology of the study and formulates the main research thesis.

The first chapter traces the development of the free movement of capital in the
EU, examines the economic nature of the movement of capital and contains an analysis
of primary and secondary law and the case law of the Court of Justice of the EU in the
field of the free movement of capital. The possibilities for imposing restrictions on the
free movement of capital are examined. The second chapter focuses on the analysis of
the socio-economic basis of money laundering and anti-money laundering measures in
Union law, including the legal acts adopted in 2024. An assessment has been made of
the potential for anti-money laundering measures to negatively affect investment in the
internal market.

The third chapter is focused on the study of the consequences of the
implementation of anti-money laundering measures on the free movement of capital
and certain measures are identified that, according to the author, have a high potential
to adversely affect and restrict investments within the internal market. The impact of
individual instruments and acts of EU law is analyzed and on this basis the author has
made an assessment and has formulated conclusions and recommendations. In support
of his theses, the author has conducted, processed and presented the results of an
interview, which was conducted with 21 respondents - specialists from practice. The

final part contains a summary of the conclusions made by the candidate.

3. Evaluation of the scientific and scientific - applied contributions of the
dissertation

The dissertation work is an original study of current issues in European Union

law. Although the free movement of capital has been the subject of research in our

scientific literature as an element of the internal market, the analysis of the impact of

the norms governing the measures to combat money laundering on the movement of



capital in the EU represents a scientific novelty and contributes to the enrichment of the
Bulgarian legal literature.

The dissertation is distinguished by a number of contributions to the
development of theory and practice. Among them, the in-depth analysis of the socio-
economic basis and the development of anti-money laundering measures and the
regulatory framework in EU law can be highlighted. The simultaneous tracking of the
evolution of both phenomena allows the author to make substantiated proposals on the
weaknesses of the current framework and on the possibilities for overcoming them. The
analysis of EU law for determining the forms of free movement of capital that allow
money laundering and the proposed classification of measures that have the highest
restrictive potential on this basis are also contributions.

Among the main contributions, which has both scientific and applied
significance, is the candidate's comprehensive and in-depth analysis of the effectiveness
of anti-money laundering measures provided for in the acts of secondary EU law, as
well as the case law of the Court of Justice of the EU in the specified area, on the basis
of which the impact of the anti-money laundering regime on the free movement of
capital in the internal market is assessed.

The contributions of the work also include the formulation of an original author's
definition of the concept of "money laundering", the determination and classification
of restrictions on the free movement of capital and the interrelationships between
money laundering and making investments in the internal market, the proposals made
by the candidate for optimizing the complex inspection regime through the introduction

of flexible assessment mechanisms, etc.

4. Evaluation of the publications

The candidate has submitted six publications, four of which are in peer-reviewed
editions — collections of scientific conference papers, and the remaining two are
published on an online platform. Two of the reports are in English. The reports in

Bulgarian are presented at scientific conferences organized and held by the Faculty of



Law of the VFU “Chernorizets Hrabar” (2021) and by the Institute for the State and the
Law at BAS (2023). They are dedicated, respectively, to the historical analysis of the
development of the free movement of capital in the EU law and to the tracing of the
emergence and development of EU legislation in the field of measures against money
laundering.

The two reports in English are published in proceedings of scientific conferences
in 2021 and 2022 and are aimed at analyzing the impact of the risk avoidance strategy
on the free movement of capital and on the restrictions on the movement of capital
affecting third countries. The remaining two articles concern the expected results of the
establishment of the European Anti-Money Laundering Authority and the issues raised
by the EU list of high-risk third countries. Although they possess the qualities of
scientific publications, the articles that are published in an online platform without
scientific review should not be considered as such. Nevertheless, the remaining four
publications of the candidate meet the requirements of the law. They are entirely on
issues from the topic of the dissertation and demonstrate the candidate's high ability for

scientific discussion.

5. Evaluation of the abstract

The abstract includes a general description and presentation of the content of the
individual parts of the dissertation work. The subject, the goals and the objectives of
the work and the methodology used are stated. The summary presents the content of
each of the chapters and of the Conclusion. The contributions of the work are pointed
out and a list of the candidate's publications on the topic of the dissertation is presented.

The abstract meets the established requirements. The scientific and scientific-

applied contributions of the work are correctly reflected by the candidate.

6. Remarks and recommendations
Along with the many merits of the dissertation, some recommendations can be

made to the author. There are gaps in the layout of the work. The content of the



dissertation does not indicate the pages where the individual parts of the presentation
begin, and this significantly complicates the handling of the text. Schematism of the
presentation is observed on p. 58, p. 39, p. 117, 121, 122-125, etc. There are repetitions
(p. 63 and p. 68), as well as citations without indicating the source (p. 95, p. 115), etc.

The title does not accurately reflect the content of the work. The analysis of
measures to combat money laundering is not limited to the prevention of this
phenomenon, but is significantly broader in scope. The author criticizes the use of
directives as a legislative instrument and emphasizes the advantages of regulations, the
norms of which have direct effect, justifying that in order to more effectively achieve
the objectives of Union legislation, regulations must be adopted. In this regard, it should
be noted the independent role and importance of these two acts of secondary law, and
that regulations cannot achieve certain results, nor the necessary harmonization of
national legislation.

The analysis of the impact of the application of the Union legislation in the field
of measures against money laundering on the free movement of capital cannot be
completed without the analysis of the area of freedom, security and justice and of
judicial cooperation in criminal matters in the EU, which are the legal basis for the
adoption of measures to combat money laundering. | believe that this needs to be done
in the author's future research in order to achieve full clarification of the issues raised.

The remarks and recommendations made do not change my overall positive

impression of the presented dissertation.

7. Conclusion

The dissertation work on the topic “RESTRICTIONS IN THE FREE
MOVEMENT OF CAPITAL IN THE CONTEXT OF PREVENTION AGAINST
MONEY LAUNDERING" with author Petko Plamenov Palazov represents an original
scientific study, which has many merits and contributes to the development of the legal

science. The work meets the requirements established in the Act on the Development



of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and in the Regulations for its
implementation and should receive a positive assessment.

Based on my overall impression of the qualities and merits of the work, |
confidently propose to the scientific jury to make a decision to award Petko
Plamenov Palazov the educational and scientific degree “Doctor” in professional
field 3.6. “Law”, scientific specialty “International Law and International

Relations”.
