. Summarized data about the Doctoral Candidate

Based on the submitted documents, it is evident that he possesses the necessary
research qualities and meets the requirements for the acquisition of the
educational and scientific degree of "Doctor" (PhD) in professional field 3.6. Law,

scientific specialty "European Union Law".



I1. Evaluation of the scientific and practical results and contributions of the

submitted dissertation

The dissertation presented by Petko Plamenov Palazov on the topic
"Restrictions on the Free Movement of Capital in the Context of Money
Laundering Prevention" is both timely and significant. The subject is suitable for
a doctoral study and addresses the free movement of capital and anti-money
laundering (AML) efforts, specifically focusing on the interaction between the EU
regulatory framework regarding capital movements and the combat against

money laundering.

The dissertation comprises 333 standard pages. The structure includes a list
of abbreviations, an introduction, three chapters, a conclusion, a bibliography, and

appendices.

The Introduction outlines the relevance, significance, object, subject,

research thesis, goals, objectives, methodology, and limitations of the study.

Chapter One, titled "Free Movement of Capital within the meaning of Art.
63 et seq. of the TFEU," presents the free movement of capital as a fundamental
freedom of the EU internal market, tracing its development, nature, and
limitations. Particular attention is paid to the material and territorial scope of Art.
63 of the Treaty on the Functioning of the European Union, as well as the relevant

case law of the Court of Justice of the European Union.

Chapter Two, "Anti-Money Laundering Countermeasures in EU Law,"
provides a historical overview of the phenomenon of money laundering, its nature,
and an analysis of the evolution of the EU legal framework for anti-money

laundering measures.

Chapter Three is titled "Conflict between the Free Movement of Capital

and Money Laundering Prevention within the EU." It examines the correlation



between the free movement of capital and the risk of money laundering. An
assessment of the effectiveness of anti-money laundering measures is also

provided.

The Conclusion summarizes the findings, results, and recommendations.
The fulfillment of the set objectives facilitates the achievement of the research

goal and confirms the research hypothesis.

In full compliance with the requirements, Petko Plamenov Palazov has
submitted an Abstract of 31 pages, which provides a general characterization of
the dissertation, highlighting its main content and the achieved results. The
publications related to the topic are noted, and the scientific contributions

identified by the doctoral student can be considered well-founded.
I11. Critical remarks and recommendations.

My critical remarks do not concern the fundamental qualities of the
proposed dissertation. My recommendation is for the study to be published to

ensure the wider dissemination of its results.
