the Ministry of Justice - Sofia and acquired legal capacity. In 2014 he received a Master's

degree certificate in "European Union Law" from Sofia University "St. Kliment Ohridski".

In connection with the presented dissertation work in a volume of 229 pages, divided into
Introduction, Chapter One. The free movement of capital within the meaning of Art. 63 et seq.
of the TFEU; Chapter Two. Measures for compating money laundering under EU law: Chapter
Three. Competition between the free movement of capital and the prevention of money
laundering within the EU; Conclusion: Contributions; Publications related to the dissertation
work, I express the following opinion:

1. RELEVANCE AND SIGNIFICANCE OF THE RESEARCHED PROBLEM IN A
SCIENTIFIC AND SCIENTIFIC-APPLICABLE RELATIONSHIP

Petko Palazov's dissertation work is the first in Bulgarian legal literature to comprehensively
study the relationship between the free movement of capital and the counteraction to money
laundering. The relevance of the study is justified by a number of factors related to the active
legislative activity of the European Union (EU) to overcome the identified weaknesses in
overcoming the different national approaches in relation to the free movement of capital and

the prevention of money laundering and terrorist financing.

The significance of the free movement of capital is determined by the need to make investments
with high returns and increase the socio-economic development of the EU member states. On
the other hand, there is convincing evidence of increased activity of criminal groups, as well

as new typologies of money laundering, which threaten the EU financial system.

The presented dissertation fully meets the requirements of Art. 6, para. 3 of the LDASRB. It
contains scientific or applied scientific results that represent an original contribution to the
science of European law. The dissertation demonstrates that the candidate possesses in-depth

theoretical knowledge in the relevant specialty and abilities for independent scientific research.
2. JUSTIFICATION OF THE GOALS AND TASKS IN THE DISSERTATION

The dissertation clearly sets out and justifies the goals and tasks pursued by the author. The
main goal of the research - to study. identify. systematize and define the specific aspects of the
interaction between the free movement of ca'pital and measures to combat money laundering -
has been fully achieved.



The dissertation advocates the thesis that a thorough analysis of the relationship between the
free movement of capital and the prevention of money laundering is a necessary condition for
ensuring sustainable economic growth and guaranteeing the security of the EU financial

system.

A number of research tasks have been formulated to defend the above thesis, including a study
of the liberalization of capital movements: a study of the development of the free movement of
capital in the EU: clarification of the limitations of the principle of free movement of capital
and prevention of money laundering; analysis of the definitions. methods and practices for
combating money laundering; as well as a study of the effectiveness and efficiency of the
regulatory framework for combating money laundering in the EU.

3. CORRESPONDENCE BETWEEN THE CHOSEN METHODOLOGY AND METHODS
OF RESEARCH AND THE SET GOAL AND TASKS OF THE DISSERTATION

The methodological basis of the dissertation is a complex of traditionally used general scientific
and special methods for conducting legal scientific research. The methods of interpretation in
law and overcoming gaps in law were also used. The key facts, dependencies and hypotheses
are based on the ascertainment-analytical, evaluative, statistical and empirical approach,
including the conduct of in-depth interviews.

The dissertation demonstrates a good knowledge of the dynamics of international relations and
the ability, through the use of the critical-analytical method. to identify weaknesses in the legal
framework and propose ideas for its improvement.

It can be concluded that there is full correspondence between the chosen methodology and

research methodology and the set goal and tasks of the dissertation.

4. SCIENTIFIC AND SCIENTIFIC-APPLIED CONTRIBUTIONS OF THE DISSERTATION

I would not like to comment on all the scientific contributions in the dissertation, but in general
I can note some of them, which in my opinion are of significant importance for the theory and
practice of EU law:

* The dissertation is the first systematic and comprehensive study of the issues of the interaction
between the free movement of capital and anti-money laundering measures in the EU.

* A thorough analysis of the current regulatofy framework and an assessment of the future
development of the two topics-subject of the dissertation, both separately and in their

interrelationship, has been carried out.



* The analysis of the legal forms of capital movement used for money laundering is original,
as is the classification of measures with the highest restrictive potential.

* The analysis of the effectiveness of the anti-money laundering regime is provided by
examining the current legal regime and available empirical data, which contributes to creating
a clearer picture of the extent to which the measures used achieve their objectives and what
their impact is on the free movement of capital.

* The author has presented his definition of the concept of "money laundering”, viewed as an
abuse of the freedom of movement of capital and emphasizing the close relationship between
the two phenomena.

¢ The freedom of movement of capital is reasonably associated with a number of advantages
‘and rights for individuals and legal entities, among which the opportunity to freely invest in all
Member States, including their capital markets. stands out. On the other hand, this freedom
also raises significant challenges related to financial stability, regulatory sovereignty and the
prevention of financial crimes, including money laundering.

The criticisms and recommendations made de lege ferenda undoubtedly deserve high praise:

- overcoming the fragmented and inconsistent implementation of money laundering prevention
measures;

- optimization of the due diligence regime by introducing more flexible risk assessment
mechanisms and abandoning the approach of in-depth monitoring of all transactions:

- compliance with the principle of proportionality at each stage of the process, including by
obligated persons, in order to avoid de-risking and financial exclusion as side effects of the
implementation of anti-money laundering measures.

5. EVALUATION OF PUBLICATIONS ON THE DISSERTATION

The results of the scientific research (theoretical positions. summaries and conclusions) have
been presented at national and international scientific conferences, and subsequently published
in collections of scientific reports. It is striking that the scientific results from the cited articles

and reports are systematized. enriched and summarized in the dissertation work, and they do
not duplicate the scientific contributions in it.

6. OPINIONS, RECOMMENDATIONS AND NOTES

I have no significant critical remarks regarding the candidate's scientific publications. I would
like to make some recommendations, which, however. in no way belittle the scientific
contributions he has made.

A certain consistency in the structuring of the dissertation work could be recommended. Below
are some examples:



- The title page of the dissertation work does not include the necessary elements, as follows:
scientific institution: Southwest University "Neofit Rilski"; author of the dissertation; title of
the dissertation work: scientific specialty; scientific supervisor; place and year of publication
of the dissertation.

- The use of some full names of terms and the corresponding abbreviations is not consistent.
Thus, the List of abbreviations used does not include European Banking Authority (EBA),
European Central Bank (ECB), and Anti-Money Laundering (AML); once introduced, the
abbreviations should be used consistently in the text of the dissertation. This is not the case
with the terms free movement of capital (FMC), anti-money laundering (AML), small and
medium-sized enterprises (SMEs) and some others.

- In some places in the dissertation, there are complicated and unclear phrases, for example,
the first paragraph on p.81; the middle of p. 83: the first paragraph on p. 92.

The above examples are difficult to reconcile with the otherwise well-founded impression of a
rich and precise scientific language used in the dissertation and other publications by the
doctoral candidate.

The dissertation may be published as a separate monograph. which would be of interest to both
a specialized audience and a wide range of readers.

7. CONCLUSION

Based on the above. I categorically give my positive assessment of the dissertation work and
propose to the scientific jury to award the educational and scientific degree "doctor” to Petko

Plamenov Palazov, for which I will vote with conviction. A
