I. Brief biographical data of the candidate

Asst. Prof. Yoanna Tsvetanova has been a lecturer at the Department of
Medico-Social Sciences within the Faculty of Public Health, Health Care and
Sports at South-West University “Neofit Rilski” since 2014. Prior to this, in the
period 2009-2012, she completed her doctoral studies in Social Pedagogy,
culminating in the successful defense of a dissertation entitled “The Training of
the Specialized Educator in France” and the acquisition of the educational and
scientific degree of PhD.

During the period 2009-2014, Yoanna Tsvetanova was engaged as a part-
time (adjunct) lecturer at South-West University, teaching courses such as
History of Social Pedagogy, Comparative Education, Religion and Education,
among others. Since 2014, as a doctor of social pedagogy and after taking the
position of assistant professor, Yoanna Tsvetanova's teaching focus has been
more narrowly focused on the field of social work. Since 2017, she has held the
position of Assistant Professor, and her academic profile and development have
been clearly outlined and consolidated within specific areas and thematic
content in the field of social activities. Assistant Professor Yoanna Tsvetanova
delivers lectures, seminars, and practical classes in courses including

Organization and Management of Social Activities, Social Work with Adults and



Persons with Disabilities, Palliative Care, and others. Her professional
biography also demonstrates research experience through participation in
scientific and applied projects, including projects funded by programs and funds
of the European Union.

1. Characteristics of the Candidate’s Scholarly and Research-Applied
Output

Assistant Professor Tsvetanova participates in the competition with the
monograph submitted as a habilitation work, “The Technological Environment
as a Contemporary Resource of Social Work”, published in 2022 by the
University Publishing House “Neofit Rilski”, ISBN 978-954-00-0322-1, with
two academic reviewers and a total length of 191 pages. Also submitted is the
book “Professional Profile and Training of the Specialized Educator in France”
(2022), published on the basis of the defended doctoral dissertation, ISBN 978-
954-395-299-1, likewise with two academic reviewers and a total length of 222
pages.

In addition, 17 articles and conference papers are included. Of these, 1
article is published in a journal indexed in Scopus and Web of Science (Social
Sciences Citation Index); 10 articles are published in peer-reviewed periodicals;
and 6 are published in edited volumes of articles and conference proceedings.
Article No. 3 is co-authored, for which a statement of individual contribution
has been provided. Article No. 16 is co-authored without an accompanying
statement of individual contribution and therefore cannot be evaluated within the
framework of the competition. All remaining 18 publications are accepted for
evaluation in the present review.

The habilitation work “The Technological Environment as a
Contemporary Resource of Social Work”™ can be described and qualified as an
in-depth study grounded in both theoretical analysis and empirical data,
addressing a topic of growing importance and increasing interest in the search

for scientifically substantiated applied solutions to support the organizational



and methodological resources of social work. The topic of the monograph
corresponds to the field of the competition.

In my assessment, in her habilitation research the candidate, Assistant
Professor Tsvetanova, PhD, convincingly demonstrates skills in structuring and
conceptualization, as well as in the construction and consistent application of a
clear research methodology, objectives, and research trajectory. The analysis
and theoretical generalizations are based on literature sources and regulatory
documents in the social sphere that are representative of the topic and the
scientific field. The detailed clarification of the essence and components of
digital competence is linked to the competency profile of the social worker. The
results of the field-based experimental work and the empirical study have
indisputable evidential value. The interpretation of the empirical data also very
clearly reveals Assistant Professor Tsvetanova’s clinical knowledge and
expertise in the field of clinical social work.

Alongside the habilitation monograph, a number of the published articles
are closely aligned with the profile of the competition (information technologies
and digitalization in social work). In these publications, Assistant Professor
Tsvetanova presents scientific results from her ongoing research work (these
include articles No. 5, 9, 10, 15, and 19). Other studies and publications address
pedagogical and social-pedagogical topics with implications for issues in social
work, such as social factors in education, as well as analyses and interpretations
of the roles of the social worker and the functional capacities of the profession
for achieving social change through the lens of pedagogical concepts (Article
No. 4).

Research interest and corresponding publications of scientific results are
also evident with regard to specific problems in the field of clinical social work.
This category includes several publications by Assistant Professor Yoanna

Tsvetanova, PhD, foremost among them studies on the role of social work in



palliative care (publications No. 6, 11, 13, and 17). Another study with a clinical
profile concerns the effectiveness of occupational therapy (Article No. 14).

Issues related to social work education, in particular practical training,
competence formation, and the provision of supervision, are also addressed in
the scholarly and publication activity of Assistant Professor Tsvetanova
(Articles No. 6, 7, and 18). A study of social work in a historical and
comparative context is presented in the article devoted to social work in France
(No. 12). Another study, conducted by a research team with the participation of
Assistant Professor Tsvetanova, arrives at empirically grounded conclusions
regarding the personal experiences of the surveyed individuals within the
spectrum of discrimination phenomena in the context of social work
(Publication No. 3).

The review of the published studies demonstrates Assistant Professor
Tsvetanova’s command and use of a diverse range of research methodologies
and instruments, including literature review, theoretical review, critical analysis
and systematization; experimental research; collection of primary data through
tests and questionnaires; statistical methods for data processing and analysis;
tabular and graphical visualizations, and others.

| would note as characteristic of the candidate her ability for precise
conceptualization: Assistant Professor Tsvetanova’s approach to the scholarly
clarification of the issues under study proceeds through careful conceptual
delineation, review of positions and contradictions, precisely structured
presentation of the text, systematization and synthesis, as well as methodological
clarity and rigor.

The design and analysis in the research conducted by Assistant Professor
Tsvetanova are grounded in an interdisciplinary framework. As a scientific
approach, this is inherent and necessary in social work. In the reviewed

publications, we find an integration of theories and references to studies from



the fields of social sciences, pedagogical theories, the humanities, as well as
socio-cultural, medico-social, and psychosocial perspectives and interpretations.

The publications of Assistant Professor Tsvetanova have gained visibility
and scholarly recognition, a conclusion supported by the citation data. Evidence
has been provided for five citations in journals indexed in Scopus or Web of
Science, as well as twelve citations in other peer-reviewed publications. Among
the authors who have cited Tsvetanova's publications are both foreign and
Bulgarian scientists from various universities.

The evaluation of the publications submitted for participation in the
competition leads to the opinion that, in the course of her scholarly work,
Assistant Professor Tsvetanova has investigated significant topics and problems
within the field of social activities. In this process, original data and authorial
results concerning the application of information technologies in social work
and the processes of digitalization in the sector have been obtained and
published. Scientific results have also been achieved with regard to other
theoretical issues and applied problems (clinical, medico-social, and social-
pedagogical) related to the theory, history, and practice of social work, as well
as to the education of students and future social workers. I highly value the clear
tendency in Assistant Professor Tsvetanova’s research to skillfully integrate
theory and empirical evidence, to seek and identify proof through empirical
means, and on this basis to formulate her scientific conclusions and results.

1. Main Contributions to the Candidate’s Scholarly, Research-
Applied, and Teaching Activities

The submitted works demonstrate clear scholarly contributions. These
contributions have been made by the candidate, Assistant Professor Dr. Yoanna
Tsvetanova, and are contained in her authored publications. The principal
achievements of the habilitation monograph (1) consist in the conceptualization
of the technological environment as a resource in social work. The constructed

and articulated conceptual framework is entirely aligned with the theoretical and



applied profile of social work, which lends specific and original value within the
field and the narrow specialty of the competition. This specific alignment is
expressed in the following aspects: the applicability of traditional and
contemporary models and standards of social work in a technologized
contemporary context has been analyzed and assessed; the place of digital
competence has been structured within the constructed professional profile of
the social worker; the effect of using digital products for the purposes of social
work with users from a vulnerable social group has been empirically
demonstrated; and the conceptual model, as well as the methodology for
collecting empirical evidence, can be used and replicated in the future in
addressing other theoretical and practical tasks in social work.

Contributions with regard to student education and the training of social
workers are also contained in the candidate’s works. Through her published
studies, Assistant Professor Tsvetanova has contributed to the updating of the
competency profile of the social worker in the following aspects: digital
competence (1, 5, 9, 10, 19), through the development of a reciprocal framework
and direction for the development of digital skills in the education of students in
social activities (15); the knowledge and skills required for the provision of
palliative care (6, 11, 13, 17); and ethical competence and sensitivity (8, 9).

The studies on palliative care contribute to the theoretical clarification and
applied consolidation of this field within clinical social work. Here, the
interdisciplinary approach is very strongly manifested, along with Assistant
Professor Tsvetanova’s corresponding skills in constructing a model applicable
to social work for the philosophical, psychosocial, value-based, methodological,
and professional-personal development of a “palliative space” for support and
care (6, 11, 13, 17).

IV. Critical Remarks and Recommendations

The review and evaluation of the scholarly works and results did not lead

me to any critical remarks. The candidate’s demonstrated ability to write in a



systematic and methodical manner gives me reason to recommend the
development of publications in the form of educational and instructional
literature for students or methodological guides for practicing professionals.

V. Conclusion

In conclusion, and based on the submitted documents and scholarly
publications, | consider that the candidate, Assistant Professor Yoanna
Tsvetanova, PhD, meets the requirements of the Law on the Development of the
Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (LDASRB), the Regulations for the
Implementation of the LDASRB, and the additional internal requirements of
South-West University “Neofit Rilski”. The minimum requirements are fulfilled
in all groups of indicators, even exceeding the required number of points (a total
of 637 out of the required 430). The submitted works contain original authorial
scientific results and contributions, obtained through research and based on
evidence. The candidate has demonstrated experience as a lecturer, researcher,
expert, and project participant. On this basis, | give a positive assessment of the
candidacy and support the decision of the scientific jury to propose to the
Faculty Council that Assistant Professor Yoanna Vasileva Tsvetanova, PhD, be
elected to the academic position of Associate Professor in Professional Field 3.4.
Social Activities (Digitalization in Social Work) at South-West University
“Neofit Rilski”.
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
