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General characteristics of the dissertation work.
The dissertation work proposed for opinion is structured in an introduction, an exposition in

seven chapters and a conclusion. The total volume of the study is 216 pages and consists of an
introduction, 3 chapters, a conclusion. Additionally, a bibliography, appendices, a self-
assessment of the contributions in the doctoral dissertation and a list of publications on the topic
of the work are attached. The author has indicated 140 sources as a bibliographical basis for his
work, of which 28 are in Hebrew, 112 in English. The scientific problem considered by the
dissertation is topical and affects various social and sociological aspects (a society with cultural
diversity, religious and ethnic identity, socialization, social differentiation, educational
institutions, etc.), to which the necessary research influence is allocated in the text of the
dissertation. The abstract is constructed according to the requirements and accurately and in
detail conveys the content and structure of the entire dissertation text. The doctoral candidate
has attached a list of four publications (in English) on the topic in scientific collections or peer-
reviewed periodicals. Some of them are co-authored, and additional separation protocols are
available, formatted according to the requirements. The publications follow the topic of the
research and testify to the doctoral candidate's lasting interest in his research topic. Thus, all
requirements - formal and substantive - for admission of the dissertation to public defense and
for the acquisition of the educational and scientific degree ,,Doctor/PhD “by the candidate

Content, relevance and main scientific emphases of the study.

The main subject of the dissertation text is the bilingual school "Hand in Hand" in Jerusalem -
a pioneering institution in egalitarian bilingual education in a complex social framework, which
is the social picture in this city of centuries-old religions, peoples and cultures, sometimes in
harmony, but sometimes facing contradictions and even conflicts. The school as an educational
institution is gaining significant international attention due to its ambitious but thoughtful
efforts to serve as a place of understanding and to its establishment as a space for
communication in the conflict-ridden and somewhat unstable context of the social situation in
contemporary Israeli society. The main approach of the school as an educational institution is
the emphasis on promoting equality between Jewish and Arab students through a carefully
structured educational framework. The work also has a personal context, since the author is a
school counselor at the school and this suggests that the results of the study will also have strong
practical significance. Thus, one of the main goals of the dissertation is to explore and
substantiate a sociological and educational model through which the bilingual school “Hand in
Hand” can fully fulfill its social and educational role.

Regarding the methodology, “the qualitative ethnographic method ... due to its comprehensive
research character” is preferred (p.7). This method is aimed at creating an opportunity for
teachers in the school to integrate diverse cultural perspectives and promote open dialogue,
cultivating mutual respect among students as bearers of the respective culture. The main thesis
of the doctoral student is to show, through the conclusions of his research, how inclusive
education can reduce wider social inequalities and serve as a model for a diverse learning
environment, offering practical guidelines for education specialists and even politicians.

The work is structured in seven chapters, which, at least in my opinion, is unusual for the
structure of an academic work with such a goal. On the other hand, the parts are logically
connected and they consistently distinguish the stages of solving the main research question.
The first two chapters are introductory and in them the author explores and explains the social,
cultural and educational context of society in the State of Israel, with which contexts the
research goals, approaches and methods are taken into account. “Israel as a whole has become
a highly inegalitarian country, with one of the largest gaps between rich and poor in the
developed world. There is a strong correlation between ethnicity (Jews, mainly Ashkenazi Jews,
Sephardim, Mizrahi and Arabs, predominantly Muslims — N.M.) and wealth...” (p. 17). The

doctoral student establishes how this peculiar form of inequality is also reflected in the subject
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of his work — the educational and social relations in the bilingual school “Hand in Hand”. It
arises through the idea of an inclusive and egalitarian education based on the principles,
understood as a shared institutional space. “An educational strategy known as inclusive
education promotes a learning environment in which all students can participate meaningfully
and feel valued as members of the wider society” (p. 23). Chapter three is devoted to the
methodological approach and the research tasks it solves. The presentation demonstrates the
good understanding of the mechanism and dynamics of the chosen method by the doctoral
student. Chapter four is devoted to the interviews conducted within the framework of the study
— a study with 16 school staff members, 10 parents (p. 42) and eight graduates. Representatives
from both the Arab and Jewish communities were selected. The interviews are extremely
meaningful and rich in data, both for subsequent sociological analysis on the topic that the
doctoral student is researching, and for more general conclusions about the specifics of society
and its dynamics in the state of Israel, for example, about the attitude towards women as a sign
of achieved social solidarity. “The pedagogical basis of the school is bilingual education, which
seeks to establish an educational and ethical basis for the existence of a democratic society
shared by Jewish and Arab citizens of Israel, and to develop a dialogical discourse based on
cultural diversity among the partners.” (p. 71).

This is an original setting and research approach to the institute of education, in which this
institute, in addition to providing important knowledge and skills, is called upon to achieve
social stability by cultivating norms and values related to the affirmation of cultural diversity
and social integration. I will not dwell in detail on the rest of the dissertation work, but it
continues with the same system approach (comprehensive, as the doctoral student expresses it)
and skillful highlighting of the accents in the topic, logically reaching important and relevant
generalizations. The goal of the overall research effort is “in the largely segregated general
Israeli educational system” (p. 195), in relations between Arabs and Jews, education is also
used as an opportunity for integrative social interaction, to engage in the development of
relations between the two national communities in the country. The doctoral student's own
research position is that in every region of Israel there should be a bilingual school as an
alternative for parents and children, and every school, even if it is mono-national, should deal
with the issues of shared life in a multicultural society. Education can be a powerful social tool
for shaping the perceptions of ordinary people and for promoting dialogue and discourse. I
would add a means of social control, ensuring the search for mutual respect and acceptance of

different traditions and cultures.



Evaluation of the obtained scientific and applied scientific results and contributions.
Regarding the scientific achievements of the dissertation research, I can point out the relevance
and originality of the topic, the successful formulation of the goals, objectives and the main
hypothesis of the dissertation work, as well as the importance of the reasoned conclusions and
generalizations for other societies divided by ethnicity or religion. The educational approaches
used by the doctoral student are valid even during periods of intense conflict and political
polarization, which we observe not only in the society of the State of Israel.

I accept the self-assessment of the contributions of the dissertation work formulated by the
dissertation student, they have important theoretical and practical aspects. Important in practical
terms are the recommendations for key factors for the success of the educational environment,
which the dissertation student makes from his position as a practitioner with impressive
experience in the field of education in a complex social environment.

Conclusion.

The dissertation work, which was presented to me for an opinion, has important theoretical
significance and practical value and contains important research that proves the capabilities of
the doctoral student. The colleague demonstrates enviable bibliographic awareness, as well as
unquestionable abilities to conduct independent research. I confidently propose to the esteemed
members of the Scientific Jury to confer to AMIRA BAR SHALOM the educational and
scientific degree ,,Doctor/PhD “in professional field 3.1.
