regarding the scientific works submitted for participation in a competition for the academic position
of “Professor”
in professional field 7.4 Public Health /Speech Therapy/,
announced in the State Gazette, issue 82 of 7 October 2025,
with candidate Miglena Ivanova Simonska-Tsatsova.

1. Compliance of the procedure and the submitted documentation with the current
regulatory framework

This review has been prepared in accordance with an order of the Rector of South-West University
for the appointment of a scientific jury. For this purpose, I received the competition materials in
electronic format. There is a single candidate for the academic position of “Professor”, namely:
Assoc. Prof. Miglena Ivanova Simonska-Tsatsova. The submitted materials comply with the
regulatory requirements for this category of competitions — number of publications, supporting
evidence, citations, self-assessment, and curriculum vitae.

2. Compliance of the candidate with the requirements for the academic position of

“Professor”

The candidate meets the requirements for acquiring the academic position of “Professor”
because:

* She has accumulated more than the required 430 evaluation points — the candidate has 1,476

points;

e She has defended a doctoral dissertation;

e She has a habilitation thesis;

¢ She has a sufficient number of publications in both scientific and popular science journals;

e She has very active educational and socially beneficial activities.

Assoc. Prof. Miglena Ivanova Simonska-Tsatsova has extensive professional experience in
the field of Public Health /Speech Therapy/, both as a university lecturer and as a practicing speech
therapist. She is thoroughly familiar with and proficient in the theoretical and practical requirements
of speech therapy science — educating speech therapy students, training practicing specialists,
organizing actively functioning speech therapy practices, and successfully managing and developing
a university department of speech therapy.

3. General biographical overview of the candidate (education, qualifications,

professional experience, etc.)

A review of the candidate’s biography illustrates an active professional path combining
education, practical professional work, and scientific research in the field of speech therapy. In
practice, her professional career 1is closely connected with South-West University
and the development of the specialized Department of Speech Therapy, as well as the highly effective
team of professionals working within it. After completing her secondary education, she worked as a



speech therapist at Hristo Botev Secondary School in Blagoevgrad for two years.
In 1999, she won a competition and was appointed as an Assistant Lecturer in Speech Therapy in the
Department of Speech Therapy at South-West University. She gradually progressed through all major
stages of academic and professional development — Senior Assistant, Chief Assistant,
Associate Professor (in 2014), and in 2015 she became Head of the Department of Speech Therapy.
From 2019 to the present, she has been Dean of the Faculty of Public Health, Health Care and Sports
at South-West University “Neofit Rilski”. Throughout this academically defined period, Miglena
Simonska has consistently completed 14 certified training programs, thematically related to both
speech therapy theory and practice — including therapy and early diagnosis of stuttering in different
age groups, voice disorders, oromyofunctional therapy, motor skills in individuals with Down
syndrome, quality management and evaluation in internal audits, and others. These trainings were
conducted by internationally recognized universities in the USA, Germany, France, and Bulgaria.
Of particular importance and high practical value is the course on mastering a childhood stuttering
therapy method developed by the Australian researcher M. Onslow.

4. Public, professional, and organizational activities

Dr. Simonska has very active public engagement related to various aspects of the development
of speech therapy. For example, she is a member of the Management Board of the Public Health
Association, Director of the Speech Therapy Center at South-West University, where diagnostic and
therapeutic work with patients is carried out, as well as practical training of students. In addition, she
is a faculty Erasmus coordinator. The candidate is a certified trainer approved by the Ministry of
Education and Science for continuing professional development of speech therapists. She is a member
of eight different organizations related to the development of speech therapy, including the World
and European Public Health Associations, and a member of the Management Board of the Bulgarian
Public Health Association, among others. Dr. Simonska participates in the editorial boards of six
periodical publications, including the journal “Special Pedagogy and Speech Therapy”, the journal
“Science Bulletin”, and others.

5. Project activity

Particularly beneficial for the academic development of speech therapy education is her active
participation in various projects. She has participated in eight international projects — including
Erasmus programs (USA), European organizations related to speech therapy education
(IALP, CPLOL), and others — as well as in 21 national and regional projects, in eight of which she
served as project leader. The involvement of a large number of students in these projects is especially
impressive and demonstrates the candidate’s strong abilities in both student education and preparation
for professional realization as speech therapists. The candidate has excellent command of English
and Russian and is proficient in working with all well-known computer-based data processing tools,
including Scopus, Web of Science, EBSCO, and ScienceDirect for searching and analyzing scientific
sources, as well as specialized speech therapy and educational software. In conclusion of this section
of my review, the candidate is a highly active, well-prepared professional working for the
development of speech therapy, whose academic career is closely linked to education at South-West
University.

6. Teaching activity

I examine the teaching activity of Assoc. Prof. Miglena Simonska in three aspects.
First, within the educational process of the Department of Speech Therapy at the Faculty of Public
Health and Sports, where she has taught disciplines covering a wide range of topics related to speech
therapy diagnostics, therapy, theoretical foundations, and ethical standards of the profession.
These disciplines are fundamental to the professional training of speech therapists. Examples include
courses on communication disorders resulting from neurological impairments in childhood, diagnosis



of stuttering in preschool age, evaluation of the effectiveness of speech therapy work in voice
disorders, introduction to speech therapy, phonation disorders, and others. In practice, Assoc. Prof.
Simonska has developed curricula and course descriptions for lectures, seminars,
and practical training in the core disciplines of the department. Second, her teaching activity includes
supervision of four successfully defended doctoral dissertations and five doctoral candidates currently
in progress. In addition, she has supervised 18 successfully defended Master’s theses and nine
Bachelor’s theses. As already noted, the strong involvement of students in the candidate’s research
projects and publications makes a particularly strong impression. Third, I would like to highlight with
pleasure her teaching activities related to speech therapy at several foreign universities.
She has delivered lectures at Angelo Giovanni University and Fan S. Noli University in Albania,
Lodz in Poland, Michigan Technological University in the USA, Belgium, and on several occasions
in Limassol, Cyprus. The topics are usually related to her research work — stuttering, early diagnosis
and therapy, and motor speech disorders in childhood.

7. Research activity

Factual overview

A total of 44 scientific research publications have been submitted for review and analysis.
Of these, four are monographs — two authored independently and two edited by other academics.
Of the remaining publications, 21 are in Bulgarian, with the candidate being sole or first author in 16
of them. Nineteen publications are in English, with the candidate being sole or first author in five.
She has 54 citations in scientific publications by Bulgarian and foreign authors. More than 19 of the
original scientific works have been published in renowned international and national peer-reviewed
journals and in conference proceedings. Some publications are indexed in Web of Science, Scopus,
and CEEOL. They include scientific articles in peer-reviewed and indexed journals, including
international journals with impact factor, such as “Folia Phoniatrica et Logopaedica” and “Social and
Behavioral Sciences”, indexed in Web of Science, Scopus, CEEOL, and ERIH Plus. In addition,
Simonska has very active participation in scientific conferences — with papers and presentations at
21 national and 43 international scientific forums.

8. Content analysis of the submitted scientific works

The scientific output of the candidate focuses on several key topics important for speech
therapy. First, childhood stuttering — its most common etiological factors, characteristics of clinical
manifestations in early childhood, and methods of therapeutic intervention. For example, in the
monograph ~ “Spontaneous  Recovery and  Therapy of  Childhood  Stuttering”,
the author provides an extensive analysis of the characteristics of this communication disorder in
early childhood, the variety of factors leading to its onset, and the dynamics of different clinical
manifestations depending on age and gender. The main research studies and scientific publications
on the topic are presented, covering diagnostic and differential diagnostic methods as well as diverse
therapeutic approaches. The author presents two individual clinical cases with long-term follow-up,
including education, social functioning, professional realization, and the dynamics of stuttering
symptoms. Such longitudinal monitoring of therapeutic effect is unique in Bulgaria and represents a
highly effective and illustrative method for studying communication disorders in children.
In the same monograph, the Lidcombe Program for spontaneous recovery and therapy of childhood
stuttering is presented in detail, adapted and studied under Bulgarian conditions.
The program emphasizes work with parents and is structured in 12 therapeutic sessions.
It begins with thorough preliminary training of parents, followed by a second stage focused on
maintaining fluent speech and continuous evaluation and self-evaluation.
While the methodology includes elements known from other therapeutic procedures,
Onslow systematized them into a clearly structured program. As a suggestion for future research
rather than criticism, I raise the question of bilingualism as an increasingly observed etiological factor



in the occurrence of stuttering and its relation to spontaneous recovery of fluent speech.
Observations and international research indicate that stuttering often occurs when languages are
mixed, rather than when two languages are used consistently. This topic represents a promising
direction for future studies. A noted shortcoming is the absence of Bulgarian authors in the
bibliography, as there is extensive local literature and therapeutic programs that could be included for
comparison.

9. Other significant research topics

The reviewed publications also address fundamental speech therapy topics such as:
“Childhood Speech Apraxia: Definition and Main Manifestations”, “Quality of Life in Children with
Cerebral Palsy”, and “Application of Specialized Technical Devices for Diagnosing and Improving
Speech Breathing”. Two publications are particularly impressive due to their innovative approach.
The first is “Orofacial Myofunctional Therapy in Dental Occlusion Disorders in Childhood”,
published in the journal “Health Policy and Management”. For the first time, the author presents a
speech-therapy-led myofunctional therapy program that precedes orthodontic intervention,
demonstrating innovative and highly practical value. The second publication is “Clinical
Competencies of the Speech Therapist in the Diagnosis and Therapy of Dysphagia”.
This comprehensive and practically useful review fills a significant gap in Bulgarian specialized
literature by clearly defining the role of the speech therapist in dysphagia management.

10. Scientific and applied contributions
The scientific contributions of Assoc. Prof. Simonska can be grouped into the following
areas:

¢ Childhood stuttering;

* Neurogenic communication disorders and dysphagia;

* Phonological development and disorders in childhood;

* Application of assistive technologies in communication disorder therapy.

For the first time in Bulgaria, the Lidcombe Program has been applied, evaluated, and adapted
under local conditions, with emphasis on the role of parents in spontaneous recovery.
Innovative diagnostic and therapeutic technologies have been introduced, including FDA-2, Sona-
Speech 11, developmental apraxia diagnostics, and interactive computerized systems for cognitive
rehabilitation. An assessment toolkit for early diagnosis of phonological disorders in childhood has
been developed, significantly contributing to both speech therapy theory and practice.

11. Personal impressions

I know Assoc. Prof. Miglena Simonska from our meetings at scientific seminars, conferences,
and professional events. She consistently leaves a very positive impression with her professionalism,
intelligence, collegial attitude, and dedication to mentoring young academic staff.

Conclusion

My assessment of the candidacy of Dr. Miglena Simonska-Tsatsova for the academic position
of “Professor” in professional field 7.4 Public Health /Speech Therapy/ is entirely positive. I propose
that the respected scientific jury vote in favor and submit her candidacy for approval by the Academic
Council of South-West University.
