This evaluative opinion has been prepared on the basis of Order No.
2919/01.12.2025 issued by the Rector of South-West University “Neofit Rilski”.
The review of the submitted documentation confirms that the competition
procedure has been conducted in full compliance with the requirements of the Act
on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, the
Regulations for its Implementation, and the additional requirements stipulated in
the Ordinance on the Development of the Academic Staff at South-West
University “Neofit Rilski”.

The announced competition includes a single candidate — Assoc. Prof.

Miglena Ivanova Simonska-Tsatsova, PhD.

I. Summary of the Scientific Qutput and Academic Activity of the
Candidate

For the purposes of the competition, Miglena Simonska has submitted all
required materials in both hard copy and electronic form. The documentation and
scientific works fully comply with the regulatory requirements for holding the
academic position of Professor. The submitted materials provide the necessary
evidence across all indicator groups in accordance with the national academic

standards.

The candidate’s scientometric profile comprises one single-authored
scientific monograph entitled Spontaneous Recovery and Therapy of Stuttering
in Childhood (University Publishing House “Neofit Rilski”, 2025), 11
publications in peer-reviewed journals indexed in internationally recognized

scientific databases, and 21 publications and conference papers published in non-



indexed but peer-reviewed journals or edited collective volumes.

All scientific outputs meet and exceed the quantitative and qualitative
criteria established by the Act and its Implementing Regulations, as well as the
minimum national requirements for habilitated academic staff in Professional

Field 7.4. Public Health (Speech and Language Pathology).

I1. Evaluation of the Scientific and Practical Results and Contributions

The scientific contributions of the candidate are based on a total of 33
publications, including 12 single-authored and 21 co-authored works. Seventeen
of these publications are indexed in major international scientific databases such
as Web of Science, Scopus, CEEOL, and ERIH Plus. A substantial portion of the
research findings has been presented at prestigious national and international
scientific forums (38 participations), as well as through teaching mobility within
the Erasmus Programme (10 lecture courses). The publication record and citation

impact demonstrate sustained international visibility and professional recognition.

The scientific and clinical contributions of Miglena Simonska are situated
within the field of speech and language pathology and encompass a broad range
of research areas, including fluency disorders (stuttering), language functioning,
neurogenic communication disorders, dysphagia, and the application of assistive

technologies in speech and language therapy.

Particularly significant are the contributions related to the habilitation
monograph Spontaneous Recovery and Therapy of Stuttering in Childhood. In
this work, the author develops an algorithm for speech and language therapeutic
intervention in early childhood stuttering, building upon an original diagnostic

model that incorporates differential diagnostic criteria for distinguishing normal



developmental disfluency from pathological stuttering. The monograph offers a
concise yet comprehensive theoretical overview addressing the prevalence, onset,
development, and symptomatology of early stuttering, grounded in both classical

and contemporary scientific models.

Of high scientific value are the analyses of current longitudinal and
systematic studies on the mechanisms of spontaneous recovery, which
substantiate the need for similar research within the Bulgarian context. As a result
of original empirical research, a clinical model identifying factors associated with
recovery without therapeutic intervention is proposed for the first time in national
research practice. An additional important contribution is the model for active
parental involvement aimed at optimizing parental attitudes and behavior toward

children’s speech production.

A separate section presents original empirical studies focusing on the
effectiveness of therapeutic programs for stuttering. For the first time in Bulgarian
speech and language therapy practice, a systematic, evidence-based analysis of
the effectiveness of the Lidcombe Program in childhood stuttering is provided.
The findings are based on a four-year follow-up period and are further validated

through comparative analysis involving an additional cohort of children.

On the basis of her comprehensive research activity, the candidate
formulates an innovative approach to the prevention of communication disorders,
aimed at preventing disordered fluency and improving the quality of life of

children who stutter and their families.



III. Conclusion

Assoc. Prof. Miglena Ivanova Simonska-Tsatsova, PhD, is an established
researcher with indisputable scientific contributions, a highly qualified university
lecturer, and an academic with proven administrative competence. Her overall
research, teaching, clinical, and public engagement activities provide a
compelling justification for her appointment to the academic position of Professor
in Professional Field 7.4. Public Health (Speech and Language Therapy) at South-
West University “Neofit Rilski”.
