I. Biographical information about the dissertation.

The author of the dissertation, Adiel Shoshani, was born on January 22, 1979
in Israel. He has a pedagogical education and pedagogical realization and management
activity in an educational institution. Since 09.05.2022, he has been a doctoral student
in independent training at the Department of "Philosophy and Political Sciences" of
the South-West University "Neofit Rilski", and in 2025 he was discharged with the
right to defend.

According to the data presented, Adiel Shoshani meets the minimum national
requirements of the Law.

I1. Data about the dissertation and the abstract.

The dissertation is 197 pages long and consists of a table of contents,

introduction, 3 chapters, conclusion, cited literature and appendices.

89 sources in English and Hebrew were used to develop the dissertation.



The author has appropriately defined the purpose, tasks, subject and object of
the study, outlined the relevance of the topic, indicated the methodological approaches
that he used in the study, and formulated his hypothesis.

The object of the study is the various trends in public education in Israel, and
the subject of the study is the influence of ideology on their formation and
implementation in educational practice.

The topic is extremely interesting - to see the influence of ideologies in the
educational system - in educational programs, in the nature of educational structures,
in the behavior of teachers, etc. The doctoral student has experience in managing a
school institution and this implies a certain convergence of his theoretical knowledge
with his practical experience within the framework of the dissertation.

The purpose of the study is to reveal the educational ideologies of the various
currents in Israel and to examine their influence on the curricula in schools in practice,
to examine whether and to what extent they have changed in the everyday life of
educational institutions.

The tasks to achieve the purpose, according to the author, can be summarized
as follows: First group: Conducting a textual analysis of political documents and
ideological development; Second group: In-depth interviews with officials and
decision-makers.

Regarding the formulation of the first task, it can be said that it could be
formulated better, for example: To analyze the historical development of ideologies
and how they are embedded in management documents and educational policies; and
the second task could also be formulated in a different way, for example: To examine
the opinion of management personnel on the issue. And in the text about the methods,
it should be said that for these purposes content analysis, the interview method, etc.
will be used.

The methods used in the study of the topic are inductive method, analogies,
secondary method of analysis, including analysis of documents, monographs, studies
and events, analysis of research, conducting interviews, which, by virtue of the role of
the author of the dissertation as a school principal, include managers and officials in
the Ministry of Education, district administrators, political leaders, school principals
and educational experts representing the different streams in the system.

The author sees the relevance and significance of the problem under consideration in

the fact that during the creation of the young state of Israel, four main ideological currents



collaborated in its establishment. Each ideological current had unique schools and curricula,
adapted to the specific nature of the current. Over the years and with the cultural changes and
challenges of the time, the curricula in the schools of each current have been changed and
adapted. And a key question in the study is to what extent people participating in the learning
process are aware of and accept these changes.

The main hypothesis is that when the Ministry of Education “loses” its power to dictate
the ideology of the schools themselves and shows a willingness to open up to the unique
ideologies of the new communities, the ideas of the founders of the state return to be
implemented in schools.

Adiel Shoshani carries out the examination of the hypothesis in the three chapters of the
dissertation. An ideological-historical mapping of the development of educational ideologies in
Israel is made. A certain gap between declarations and actions is identified. Decentralization
trends are established with the transfer of ideological power from the central ministry to
communities and schools. And the author approves of this trend.

The study reveals that schools with greater ideological autonomy manage to create a
more authentic connection with the core values of Zionism than schools implementing uniform
policies. The study identifies new models of integration and bridge-building, especially in
schools that integrate religious and secular education, offering a new synthesis of ideologies
that were previously separate.

In Chapter One, “Value, Ideological and Management Foundations and Principles of
the Educational System of the State of Israel,” the dissertation examines the ideological currents
in the initial period of the development of Zionism and the establishment of the Israeli state. It
presents prominent figures whose worldview had a significant impact on the worldview of the
people and the development of Zionism. The chapter consists of seven paragraphs.

This chapter shows that the early development of the Israeli educational system is
directly related to the pioneering spirit of Zionism. For the national identification of the
population, the revival of Hebrew and the stimulation of such literature and arts that would
contribute to the creation of the “new Jew” with the necessary connection to the land and
psychologically committed to collective ideals became particularly important. These are
necessary elements of the new statehood and national identity and can be drawn from the ideas
of Zionism.

According to Shoshani, pioneer poetry plays a very important role in this regard.
Important poems such as the three poems "Amal", "Bezdolna" and "Here, in the Land of the

Fathers" play an important educational role within the educational system. They are a typical



example of the way in which pioneer poetry has shaped the foundations of Israeli education.
These and other songs are an artistic expression of the pioneer experience and have become a
powerful educational tool that has shaped the consciousness of generations of Israelis.

The main ideas in these poems about historical continuity, the relationship between man
and the land, about labor and creativity, about the relationship between individualism and
collectivism, about the role of language in the building of a nation, about the role of tradition
and the need for their modernization became basic elements of Israeli education at the beginning
of the state development of Israel. They are the basis for shaping the curriculum, teaching
methods, the learning environment and, most importantly, the image of the ideal graduate,
which is the goal of the educational system.

The creation of the new state, although secular, requires a special attitude towards
religion as a means of shaping national identity within the new state. And this religion is at the
heart of the Zionist movement as the core of Jewish identity. It is rightly argued that “the myths
of the ‘few against the many’ and the ‘return to Zion’, as in the days of the Bible, serve as
powerful tools for building a shared national identity.” To these are added many more stories
and legends that change and adapt, influencing the revival of Israeli society in its land. It is no
coincidence that later religious political entities are so strong on the Israeli political scene.

Over the years, the Israeli education system has undergone many changes. But there is
continuity and impact of these principles. “The emphasis on knowing the land and the annual
journeys, the strong connection between education and national identity, the complex
connection with Jewish heritage, and the perception of the teacher as a moral educator, not
simply as a transmitter of knowledge — all this is part of the educational legacy left by the
pioneer song.”

The dissertation gives a correct positive answer to the question of whether values can
be educated. But this education must be consistent with the past, present, and future, with
ideological heritage and contemporary reality.

The second chapter of the dissertation, “Zionist Ideology and Educational
Ideology during the Establishment of the State of Israel,” traces the development of ideological
changes and dominance in the educational system of Israel. The chapter consists of eleven
paragraphs.

This chapter examines the regulatory framework in Israel as the basis of the educational
system in the initial stage of the development of the new state, as well as the Zionist ideology
as a foundation. The different views on the development of the educational system of different

social groups in this fundamental period for the state are analyzed.



The regulatory framework is debated, to what extent and how it should be in unison
with the imposition of democratic political regimes; to what extent it should ensure equality of
different strata and respect for their values and views; to what extent it should strive to establish
common national values; to what extent the model should be centralized and to what extent it
should rely on local autonomy as an expression of the unique customs and characteristics of
different communities; what should be the ratio between secular and religious education.

The dissertation analyzes the interaction and confrontation between different
educational philosophies and their influence on the formation of state educational policy.

The third chapter is called “Evolution of the educational ideology and system of Israel.
How are Zionist ideologies expressed in Israeli schools in 2020?” The chapter consists of nine
paragraphs.

This chapter examines a number of changes in Israeli educational policy in different
periods of the development of the Israeli state. The analysis is based on a series of interviews
with principals of various schools.

The author establishes a common ideological denominator among educational policies
in Israel: pluralism, differentiation and coordination. At the same time, he establishes the
presence of both structural changes - the awakening of communities and parent committees to
create new schools, and ideological changes - the presence of new ideas and ideologies in the
educational system. The changes, according to him, have cultural, religious, social, geopolitical
and technological reasons.

The degree of continuity in ideological terms and the degree of contradiction between
new and old ideologies are sought. It is found that “the development of ideological educational
currents in Israel reflects deep social processes: the rise of pluralism and individualism, the
erosion of a unified national narrative, and the strengthening of group identities.”

The author suggests that perhaps the key lies in models such as inclusive education,
which are characterized by a new paradigm: not enforced uniformity and not complete
separation, but rather a shared space that allows for the expression of different identities while
constantly searching for common ground. The challenge facing the Israeli education system is
how to reconcile multiculturalism with the preservation of national identity and unity.

In recent years, “Zionist ideologies have continued to be expressed in Israeli schools
through various channels: teaching the Bible and history, performing national ceremonies, and
connecting with the land through field trips and environmental education initiatives. However,
these expressions have become more complex, nuanced, and contested in response to changing

social and political realities. The big question that hangs over Israeli society is what is



“Zionism”? And is it possible that it has done its job? Or maybe it has changed its goals?»
Contemporary problems in Israeli society related to relations with Palestinian society are
another important question that needs to be answered in Israeli educational policy.

The author problematizes the fact that the teaching staff in Israeli educational
institutions must respect traditional Zionist values, take into account modern ideological
challenges, as well as the diversification of Israeli society.

It can be said that the study confirms the hypothesis that when the Ministry of Education
gives up its power to dictate the ideology of schools and shows a willingness to open up to the
ideologies of new communities, the ideas of the founders of the state return to be implemented
in schools.

The abstract meets the academic criteria in Bulgaria for obtaining the degree of
“doctor”. It consists of 30 pages, follows the presentation in the dissertation and correctly
presents the main points in its content. The conclusion of the abstract summarizes the results of
the dissertation research and formulates its contributions, which faithfully reflect the
achievements of the peer-reviewed work and can be accepted as an achievement of its author.
Publications in scientific journals, which are based on the main theoretical theses of the
dissertation, are also indicated.

ITI. Assessment of scientific and applied scientific contributions

Based on everything noted so far, it is possible to systematize the contributions
that also have their applied dimensions. The author has formulated S contributions
that rightfully reflect the achievements of the dissertation.

First. A comprehensive study of the history and main streams of ideologies in
the State of Israel has been carried out, their influence on the establishment,
development and current state of public education in it has been studied, described and
analyzed in detail, and an attempt has been made to outline future opportunities for its
improvement in unison with the conditions in the modern world.

Second. A dynamic “mapping” of educational ideologies in Israel has been
made. While previous studies have focused on static descriptions of ideological
streams, the study offers dynamic mapping, showing how ideologies change, evolve,
and influence each other over time, which is an innovative methodology for
understanding ideological changes in educational systems.

Third. An analysis has been conducted, including on the basis of empirical
research, of the relationship between changes in the power structure and ideological

authenticity, deriving new manifestations in this relationship with respect to the power



structure in the educational system (centralized - decentralized) and the authenticity
with which ideological values are applied in education, which is a new angle for
understanding the dynamics of educational ideologies.

Fourth. A paradox has been identified in the relationship between the central
authority and the core values of the educational system of the State of Israel. The
study presents an innovative view of the seemingly paradoxical fact that precisely
when the central authority of the Ministry of Education in dictating a certain ideology
weakened and opened up to a diverse community of ideologies, an authentic return to
Zionist core values occurred. This is a formulation that challenges the conventional
assumption that the decentralization of power leads to the weakening of a shared
national ideology.

Fifth. A practical model for managing a pluralistic educational system is
proposed: Based on the results of the study, as well as the author's shared personal
experience, a new practical model for managing an educational system is presented,
which balances between community-ideological autonomy and national cohesion. This
can be a significant contribution not only to Israel, but also to other countries with
multinational, multiethnic and multicultural foundations of their state system.

In the dissertation and the abstract, as well as in the presented publications
related to the topic of the dissertation, I did not find any plagiarism.

The publications on the topic, which are part of the legal requirements for
granting the higher scientific degree, according to the criteria in the Republic of
Bulgaria, also meet the necessary indicators.

IV. Conclusion

In conclusion, I express the opinion that the scientific jury can award the
educational and scientific degree "doctor" in the scientific field: 3. Social, economic
and legal sciences, professional direction, 3.3. Political Science by Adiel Shoshani. I
believe that the deposited scientific materials, the dissertation on the topic "Impact of
Ideology on the Different Streams in Public Education in Israel" meet the
requirements of the Law on the State Education of the Republic of Bulgaria, the
regulations for its implementation, as well as the regulations of the South-West

University "Neofit Rilski" and can be submitted for public defense.
