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1. Relevance and significance of the research problem
The topic of the reviewed dissertation is relevant and significant for Israel’s
specific education system, with its distinctive historical, cultural, and social
characteristics. Moreover, education systems worldwide are currently on the
threshold of serious structural changes. The high speed and multidimensional
effects of the contemporary technological era are transforming societies - their
social structure, culture, and values - making them increasingly diverse and
dynamic. In addition, due to the tectonic geopolitical processes of the past 35
years, many states from Africa through the Middle East and Central Asia to
Europe face the task of nation-building and consolidation.
Within this multilayered context, the problem of a new paradigm for
contemporary education - and how it can effectively accomplish its crucial
tasks of shaping national identity and cohesion while preserving the principles
of pluralism and democratic self-identification is a major scholarly challenge.
Adiel Shoshani addresses this challenge in his dissertation research.
He not only identifies and substantiates the factors and conditions
necessitating change in the education system, but also develops a practical
model for its governance, balancing community-ideological autonomy with
national cohesion.
Therefore, the topic of Adiel Shoshani’s dissertation unquestionably has the
potential for high theoretical as well as practical value and significance,
convincingly substantiated by the doctorial candidate.

2. Assessment of the scientific results

The submitted work is a completed, independently conducted scientific study,
presenting its author as possessing in-depth knowledge and practical
experience in the management of educational processes - two factors that
have undoubtedly contributed to the achieved scientific results.
The bibliography includes 89 current and relevant sources on the topic, in

English and Hebrew. All of them have been genuinely used and cited in the



dissertation text, which makes it possible to distinguish the author’s
contribution to the research.

The dissertation totals 168 pages, plus 26 pages of appendices.

The study is very well conceptualized. The object and subject of the overall
analysis are correctly defined. They are directly and immediately linked to the
stated goal of the scientific inquiry, formulated as two consecutive research
stages: (1) to develop a taxonomy and present the main ideologies in Israel’s
education system and (2) to examine, in practice, their influence on school
curricula. Thus, already at this stage, Adiel Shoshani establishes the applied,
practical orientation of the work - an aspect I highly appreciate.

In both parts, this goal has been convincingly achieved through the successful
completion of the two broadly defined main research tasks. This result is also
due to the precisely selected research methodology, combining quantitative
and qualitative approaches - normative analysis, comparative analysis, content
analysis, survey research, and others.

The chosen structure of three main chapters is appropriate and allows (within
the given constraints) a full presentation of the topic’s content.

The first chapter is foundational for the study. In this part of the exposition, I
positively assess:

e The definition and analysis of the permanently relevant problem of the
place and role of ideologies and values in the educational process. |
share the doctoral candidate’s conclusion that the essence of the
problem is not “whether,” but “which” and “how.”

e The mapping, based on combining historical and logical approaches, of
the development of educational ideologies in Israel, from the founding
of the state to the present.

As achievements of the analysis in the second chapter, I identify the following
two results: (1) The presentation of the national ideology typical of Israel’s

education system in the 20th century. (2) The identification and analysis of



the effects on the education system of the State Education Law (1953) from
the perspective of the balance between centralized control and local
autonomy, and between Jewish identity and democratic principles.

The most substantial practical and applied potential lies in the results of the
third chapter of the dissertation. As achievements here, | assess:

e The identification, structuring, and substantiation of the current (for the
2020s) challenges to Israel’s education system, arising from growing
pluralism, the rise of identity politics, and societal diversification.

e The argumentation of the factor “a long-term political solution to the
Palestinian issue” as highly significant for the design of Israel’s
education system.

e The convincing demonstration of the thesis that schools creating new
models of integration, combining religious and secular education and
offering a new synthesis of ideologies, ultimately create a more
authentic link to the core values of Zionism than schools implementing
uniform policies.

e The definition of the “inclusive education” model not only as a working
approach to overcoming contemporary educational challenges, but also
as effective in addressing the deep fractures within Jewish society.

As a result of the successful completion of the research tasks in the three main
parts of the exposition, the working hypothesis has been convincingly
confirmed.
3. Assessment of the dissertation contributions

In his doctoral work, Adiel Shoshani summarizes his achievements in five
contributions. I fully accept his self-assessment, finding that they are correctly
formulated and reflect genuinely achieved scientific results. The most
significant among them is undoubtedly the proposed practical model for
managing change in the education system, balancing community-ideological

autonomy with national convergence.



The doctoral candidate’s personal contribution to obtaining the results in the
dissertation is clearly and precisely identifiable. I accept that the scientific
achievements defined in the work are his own.

The abstract correctly and fully presents the results of the dissertation
research.

On the topic of the doctoral work, four scientific publications are indicated in
the abstract, providing the necessary public visibility for the achievements
and contributions of the research.

4. Statement regarding the presence or absence of plagiarism
Within the scope of my competencies and the sources available to me, I do
not identify plagiarism in the submitted publications.

To my knowledge, during the procedure no non-anonymous, reasoned written
reports of plagiarism have been received.

5. Critical remarks and recommendations
I have no critical remarks that would alter my unequivocally positive
assessment of the work.

6. Conclusion
The submitted dissertation meets the requirements of the Academic Staff
Development Act in the Republic of Bulgaria and the Regulations for its
implementation.
