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1. General Presentation of the Doctoral Candidate and the Dissertation

Adiel Shoshani was born on January 22, 1978. He holds a Bachelor’s degree in
Education and Pedagogy from Herzog College and a Master’s degree in Jewish Studies from
Lander Institute. Shoshani has completed various professional development and training
courses, including: Teacher Training in Video Pedagogy — Branco Weiss Institute (2010—
2012); School Leadership Course — Avnei Rosha (2014-2015); Personal Coaching Course —
David Yellin College (2021); Practical Course in Artificial Intelligence — Beta Teachers,
Jerusalem (2021).

Adiel Shoshani’s professional experience in the period 20222025 is diverse. Some of
the educational positions he has held include: Teacher for grades 10—-12 — Boyar High School,
Jerusalem; National Literature Teacher — Pedagogical Secretariat; National Teacher for
Integrated Schools — Heritage Department; Leadership Mentor — “Restart” Program,
Jerusalem District; National Teacher for Unique Programs — Ministry of Education, among
others.

The relevance of the presented dissertation is related to the study of the state’s
capacity to manage an educational system that mediates national values in accordance with
the needs of new communities while maintaining their identities. Social changes in Israeli
society, as well as in the global culture of the Western world, pose new challenges to the
Israeli education system. The main research questions of the dissertation concern the
presence, transformation, or disappearance of ideologies in education and curricula, as well as
the role of the Ministry of Education in this process.

The object of the study is the different streams in public education in the State of
Israel, while the subject is the influence of ideology on their formation and implementation in
educational practice. The main hypothesis is that a decentralized educational model based on
a shared value framework is more suitable for Israel’s complex and multicultural reality than
a centralized model that seeks to impose a single ideology.

The aim of the dissertation is to reveal the educational ideologies of the different streams in
Israel and to examine their influence on school curricula in practice. The tasks for achieving
this aim can be summarized as follows:



First group: conducting textual analysis of political documents and ideological development;
Second group: conducting in-depth interviews with officials and decision-makers.

The research methodology includes metadata theory and its application in the study of
ideologies, as well as the use of a semiotic approach, which assumes that different ideologies
interpret concepts such as equality, integration, and education in different ways. The methods
used in the dissertation include the inductive method, analogies, secondary analysis methods
involving analysis of documents, monographs, studies, and events, analysis of research, and
conducting interviews with leaders and officials in the Ministry of Education, regional
administrators, political leaders, school principals, and educational experts representing the
different streams in the system.

The limitations of the dissertation are also identified. One limitation is “historical,” in the
sense that the ideals present at the founding of the State of Israel differ from those of today.
The second limitation is “current-practical,” meaning that each ideology may be accompanied
by different actions undertaken by different actors.

The results of the dissertation include:

o Ideological-historical mapping that presents the development of educational ideologies
in Israel from the founding of the state to the present, taking into account significant
turning points and socio-political influences.

o Identification of discrepancies between declarations and actions, or between the
ideology declared in official documents and its actual implementation in different
schools.

e Trends toward decentralization associated with the transfer of ideological authority
from the central ministry to communities and schools.

e Autonomy and authenticity, referring to the finding that schools with greater
ideological autonomy create a more authentic connection to the core values of
Zionism than schools implementing uniform policies.

e« New connections between communities, related to the identification of new models of
integration, especially in schools that integrate religious and secular education,
offering a new synthesis of ideologies that were previously separate.

The dissertation has a total length of 197 pages and includes an introduction, three chapters, a
conclusion, and appendices. The sources used comprise 89 references in English and Hebrew.

The first chapter examines different ideological currents in the early days of Zionism and the
founding of the state. Prominent figures who led the people at that time and their worldviews
are presented. The exposition shows that education at the beginning of the Israeli state,
influenced by the pioneering spirit, the revival of Hebrew, and the adoption of literature and
the arts, aimed to create a “new Jew” deeply connected to the land and devoted to collective
ideals. This ideal is often characterized by tension between national unity and individual



expression. This tension has increased over the years as modern culture and social
consciousness have strengthened individualism. Tools for building a shared national identity
include biblical narratives, various stories and legends, and poetry. The model underlying the
educational ideology involves creating historical continuity, a connection between people and
land, and a positive attitude toward tradition. These ideological principles shape curricula,
teaching methods, the educational environment, and the final product of the educational
system—an educated young person equipped with positive ideological preparation.

Within the Israeli educational system, there is continuity and influence of these ideological
principles to this day. The emphasis on the strong connection between education and national
identity, the link to Jewish heritage, and the perception of the teacher as a moral educator
rather than merely a transmitter of knowledge has become a general principle of educational
practice. In this context, the doctoral candidate raises the topic of values education—an effort
filled with contradictions and dilemmas that requires both intellectual and emotional
engagement from teachers and students alike. In today’s world, marked by various crises,
questions of values become particularly important. According to the doctoral candidate,
proper education must address deep questions of meaning, identity, and values—even if the
answers to these questions are complex and contradictory. This is a constant challenge that
each generation within the educational system must face anew.

The second chapter of the dissertation examines the concept of ideology in the 20th century,
particularly the national ideology that has characterized the Israeli educational system. It
traces the ideological aspects of general education and religious education as formulated by
various bodies within the Ministry of Education. It is emphasized that the vision of values in
the state educational system has not been updated since 1953. Various pedagogical methods
applied in curricula for the ideologization of teaching are presented, as well as methods for
assessing whether ideologies have been internalized by teachers and students. The role of the
State Education Law is highlighted, as it seeks to establish a framework for equality,
accessibility, and shared national values. However, this law also provokes ongoing debates
about the balance between centralized control and local autonomy, and between Jewish
identity and democratic principles. Shoshani presents the relationship between ideologies and
different schools of thought in the field of values and education, focusing on the main
ideologies that emerged with the founding of the State of Israel.

The third chapter traces changes in the educational realities of the Israeli state related to the
natural awakening of communities and parent committees to establish new schools based on
new ideas and ideologies. The reasons for these changes are cultural, religious, social, and
influenced by global technological development. To examine these phenomena in greater
detail, interviews were conducted with school principals who present new pedagogical
developments, and curricula were reviewed. The demand for such schools among the
population is also examined, as well as whether the ideologies of the Israeli educational
system are applied in these new schools.

The dissertation demonstrates that the development of ideological educational streams in
Israel reflects deep social processes such as the rise of pluralism and individualism and the



strengthening of group identities. These processes pose a significant challenge to the state
educational system and the preservation of Zionist values and integration. On the other hand,
the promotion of new values—not as enforced uniformity or complete separation, but rather
as a shared space allowing the expression of different identities while seeking common
ground—has its place and supporters. It is emphasized that Israeli society faces various
challenges related to growing pluralism, identity politics, and diversification in coping with
wars. Teachers themselves must maintain a complex balance between upholding Zionist
values and respecting the rights and perspectives of all students.

The Conclusion presents the main findings related to the role of education in upholding
national identity, cultural pluralism, and shaping future generations.

II. Evaluation of the Dissertation

A significant merit of the dissertation is the systematization of various concepts that interpret
the role of education and teachers in the process of socialization and the transmission of
ideological values and models.

In addition, I believe that the topic and the reflections presented in the dissertation are highly
relevant, demonstrate the author’s presence and evaluative stance, and present diverse views,
models, and ideas that emphasize the focused nature of the overall exposition. Particular
emphasis should be placed on the empirical work, as well as on the analysis of the obtained
results and the conclusions drawn. The multifaceted methodology used—combining textual
analysis of political documents, interviews with key educational figures, and in-depth field
research in various schools—seeks to create a nuanced and comprehensive understanding of
the forces shaping Israeli education, from the Ministry of Education to school principals and
their communities.

I accept the self-assessment of the scientific and applied contributions presented in the
dissertation.
The abstract accurately reflects the dissertation and corresponds in content to the presented

topics and analyses.
