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I. Relevance and Significance of the Scientific Problem under Investigation

The dissertation submitted for the consideration of the esteemed academic jury
by Adiel Shoshani is devoted to a research problem of pronounced scientific and
societal significance, both within the field of political science and within the
intersecting interdisciplinary domain encompassing political science, sociology, and
educational policy studies. The influence of ideology on state education constitutes
a classical yet persistently relevant topic, which in the present study is examined
within the specific and multilayered context of Israeli society—a society
characterized by intensive processes of negotiating and affirming national identity,
pluralism, and political polarization.



The relevance of the study is determined by the dynamic transformations that
have taken place within the Israeli educational system over recent decades, including
processes of decentralization, the strengthening of community autonomy, and the
transformation of traditional ideological models. The formulation of the question
concerning the relationship between central state authority and local educational
identities responds directly to contemporary debates regarding the role of education
in the construction of national and civic belonging under conditions of cultural and
religious diversity.

The significance of the examined scientific problem is further enhanced by the
fact that the research does not confine itself to a purely historical analysis, but rather
seeks to identify the link between the ideological foundations of the state and their
practical manifestations in contemporary schooling. In this way, the dissertation
contributes to a deeper understanding of education as a field of political and value-
based interaction, with implications for both national cohesion and social integration.

The dissertation comprises 197 pages, of which 159 pages constitute the main
analytical text, structured into an introduction and three thematic chapters, followed
by a bibliography containing 89 sources in English and Hebrew, as well as
appendices including models of survey questionnaires.

Within the scope of my professional competence and the sources available to me,
I have identified no instances of plagiarism in the materials submitted for review.
Furthermore, to my knowledge, no non-anonymous and substantiated written reports
alleging plagiarism have been submitted during the course of the procedure.

II. Assessment of the Scientific and Applied Results and Contributions of the
Dissertation

In my considered opinion, the dissertation by Adiel Shoshani is distinguished by
a clearly articulated research logic, consistently developed throughout the exposition
in support of the author’s central thesis.

One of the principal scientific contributions of the study is the comprehensive
analysis of the evolution of educational ideologies in Israel—from the period of
state formation to contemporary forms of ideological pluralism. The author
successfully integrates historical, political, and educational perspectives,
demonstrating in-depth knowledge of the normative framework and ideological
debates within Israeli society.



Of particular significance is the contribution related to the interpretation of
decentralization processes in education. The dissertation convincingly argues that
the weakening of centralized ideological control does not automatically lead to the
erosion of shared national values; rather, in certain cases, it creates conditions for
their more authentic and meaningful implementation in the spirit of Zionism. This
proposition enriches the theoretical discussion concerning the symbiosis between
power, ideology, and educational practices.

The scientific and applied results of the research possess potential value for
the formulation of educational policies in pluralistic societies. The proposed
model of educational system governance, which balances community autonomy
with a national framework, represents a practical analytical tool that may be adapted
and applied beyond the Israeli context. In this respect, the dissertation transcends a
purely theoretical and descriptive level and offers analytical generalizations of
broader applicability.

I1I. Critical Remarks and Recommendations

I have no formal grounds for advancing critical objections to the reviewed
dissertation, as such objections would necessarily reflect my own analytical
perspectives and interpretations of the issues under consideration. Out of respect for
the doctoral candidate’s work and with the intention of being constructive, I would
nonetheless allow myself to offer several remarks and optional recommendations.

First, I believe that a clearer differentiation between the author’s own
interpretations and those derived from secondary sources would enhance the
analytical depth of the study and facilitate the identification of the author’s
independent scholarly position.

The methodological approach is appropriate to the stated research objectives;
however, it could benefit from a more critically reflexive stance. A more thorough
discussion of methodological limitations and of potential subjective influences
arising from the author’s professional experience within the educational system
would contribute to a higher degree of scientific reflexivity.

As a recommendation for future research, the expansion of the comparative
horizon through juxtaposition with other national educational systems facing similar
ideological and cultural challenges could be suggested. Such an approach would



allow for a clearer distinction between the specific characteristics of the Israeli model
and broader trends in educational governance.

I would also like to pose one substantive question to the doctoral candidate,
primarily in order to elicit his personal position based on his extensive professional
competence in the field of education, namely:

To what extent, in your view, can the model of decentralized ideological

autonomy in education remain sustainable under conditions of deepening

political polarization and external conflicts, which intensify pressures for the
reassertion of centralized national narratives?

IV. Conclusion

In conclusion, it may be stated that the dissertation by Adiel Shoshani entitled
“The Influence of Ideology on the Different Streams of State Education in Israel”
constitutes an independent, well-argued, and methodologically sound scholarly study
that meets the requirements for the award of the educational and scientific degree of
Doctor in Political Science. The research problem addressed is both timely and
significant; the analysis is coherent, and the conclusions are logically substantiated
and supported by empirical material.

This provides me with sufficient grounds to give a positive evaluation and to
recommend that the esteemed academic jury award Adiel Shoshani the
educational and scientific degree of Doctor of Political Science in professional
field 3.3 Political Sciences, scientific specialty Political Science.
