“THE ROLE OF THE PRESIDENT AND HIS POWERS IN THE RUSSIAN FEDERATION
(1991-2024)” (Monograph)

The work consists of 128 pages, with the main text comprising 212 pages, and 74 pages of
bibliography. The sources amount to 253 in total, in Bulgarian, Russian, and English.

The structure of the book includes: an introduction, four chapters with appendices incorporated
within the text, concluding remarks, and a bibliography.

The individual chapters are relatively symmetrical, each built with an equal number of
paragraphs.

Chapter One: “Russia in the 1990s. The Presidential Terms of Boris Yeltsin” The first chapter is
constructed as a preface, connecting the end of the 1960s with the socio-political and economic reality
of Russia in the 1990s. It is often forgotten that the changes in Eastern Europe began primarily under
the influence of Russian Perestroika. The 1990s represent an extremely contradictory period, both
socio-economically and politically. The first Russian president, Boris Yeltsin, had to undertake radical
actions in order to control inflation, unemployment, the low standard of living, and to reach complex
decisions. ### Chapter Two: “Russia at the Beginning of the 21st Century (2000/2008). The
Presidential Terms of Vladimir Putin”

The second chapter presents the governance of the second Russian president, Vladimir Putin. If
the years of B. Yeltsin’s rule represent a transition from a planned to a market economy and from
totalitarianism to liberal democracy, then the first two terms of V. Putin’s rule are the strongest years
in contemporary Russian history—both in domestic and in foreign policy.

Chapter Three: “The Governance of Dmitry Medvedev from 2008 to 2012”

The third chapter formulates the thesis that this period represents an important presidential term. Pre-
constructed in advance and directed throughout by V. Putin, D. Medvedev follows a neoliberal
approach, inclined toward compromises, and easily accepts the first more serious expansion of
presidential powers, which leads V. Putin back to the presidency.



Chapter Four: “Russia in Our Time In the fourth chapter, Senior Assistant Professor, PhD
Tatyana Petkova, alongside a synthesizing analysis of the events of the last ten years (in this regard, it
can be noted that she titles one of the paragraphs “Vladimir Putin’s Endless Third Term”), tracing the
empirical events in Russia’s domestic and foreign policy, draws the following conclusions:

* From a federation attempting to be a model of multi-vector / multipolar international policy and a
guarantor of the security of third countries, Russia turns into an aggressor state—Chechnya, Georgia,
the Crimean Peninsula, the war in Ukraine—which fundamentally reverses its geopolitical course;

* The changes adopted during V. Putin’s fourth term regarding presidential powers, the “resetting” of
his previous terms, and their counting anew starting from 2024, show that authoritarian rule is being
consolidated in the country.

The monograph represents a study of the contemporary domestic and foreign policy of the
Russian Federation, conducted through the prism of the strong presidential institution. The topic is
significant and timely, not only because of Moscow’s global role as one of the poles in the world, but
also due to the war in Ukraine that broke out in 2022, which directly affects Bulgaria. The analysis is
timely and particularly useful not only for academic purposes, but also as a work possessing clear
scientific and especially scientific-applied contributions. An analysis of presidential powers, compared
with a similar analysis of presidential powers in the other Eastern European states, can reveal worrying
democratic practices of power usurpation and the assignment of such powers by presidential
institutions and the official state form of government—for example, Hungary, Slovenia, Slovakia,
Romania, and others. For the Bulgarian reader, the detailed dissection of the specificity of Perestroika
as a Russian phenomenon is important, as an emanation of the globalization waves of change that
started precisely from Russia toward Eastern Europe. A significant question, to which special attention
is paid in the monograph, is whether post-Soviet Russia sees itself as a Western or an Eastern country
precisely through the form of state governance and structure. The monograph clearly shows that
whatever the institutional powers and obligations of the head of state may be, what is leading in his
behavior—and what may determine the fate of the entire world—are personal / human qualities. From
a federation that sought to be a model of multi-vector / multipolar international policy and a guarantor
of the security of third countries, Russia turned into an aggressor state (Chechnya, Georgia, the
Crimean Peninsula, the war in Ukraine, etc.), fundamentally reversing its geopolitical line. The
changes adopted during V. Putin’s fourth presidential term regarding presidential powers and the
resetting of his previous terms, and their counting anew from 2024, show that authoritarian governance
is being consolidated in the country. The war in Ukraine, started by V. Putin, turns him into a war
criminal with a sentence from the International Criminal Court.

This study aims to show that the grammar of unity in Europe does not pass only through the successful
integration of all countries in the EU and the integration of the new EU Member States, but above all
through the preservation and use of the European spirit in all countries in Europe. We often forget that
the largest country in Europe is Russia—it covers half of geographical Europe. Nikolai Berdyaev’s
thought that “Russia must be recognized as the West. As an East-West that unites two worlds rather
than separating them” will serve as a leading construct in clarifying the thesis of the cultural
compromise that Russia has made in its history in order to allow the famous Russian unity or the ideas
of “Holy Rus’” (Holy Russia), “Deep Russian spirit” (Great Russian soul), and “the Russian idea”
against the ethnic and religious diversity in Russian society. Various political, economic, social,
cultural, philosophical, and religious factors and tendencies that lead to the consciousness of unity,
Russian identity, and Russian nationalism will be analyzed. The theses of Yevgeny Primakov,
Alexander Dugin, and Dmitry Trenin will be traced. Russia should also try to observe international
law, which it often violates, so that Russia can be perceived as a bridge between the West and the East.
The serious tendency toward authoritarianism and one-man rule by V. Putin must be contained before
it becomes too late for Russian society. In this case, the grammar of unity may be in a language in
which the stated help must come from outside the borders of Russia—from the leading force of the
EU.

The global changes in the 21st century regarding human populations indicate a transformed position
toward the nation-state and the attempts of its institutions to control social, economic, and political
life, as has been done for centuries. In itself, this is a symptom of serious changes in the relationship
between the individual and the world. The process of globalization, connected with the crisis that the
nation-state is experiencing, does not necessarily mean a statement of its decline. Rather, it expresses
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the fact that in a condition of globality the nation-state finds itself in a completely changed
environment, to which it must find ways to adapt in order to redefine itself. The process of
cosmopolitanism may be accepted as one of the options for this self-definition. Regionalism as a socio-
structural phenomenon is limited at certain moments of social space and to the individuals within it.
Rationalism is a form of globalization, whereas cosmopolitanism allows this mobility—both of the
social and within it—and the formation of a specific cosmopolitan worldview by the individual. Today
we, as “mobile people,” are characterized not only by our technological mobility (the possession and
carrying of various technological gadgets), but also by our extremely flexible and (if we wish) full
awareness of what is happening around us. Another question, however, is whether the placing of
internal limitations by the person upon themselves, and upon what they will undertake as action, will
be realized as intention, or whether they will have the strength to set as a goal the overcoming and
suppression of the risky situations that await them in the future. Even cosmopolitan in spirit, individual
human subjectivity will always be a bearer of concrete facts such as origin, bio-anthropological
characteristics, values, and moral specifics, but these are not leading. Individual specifics are the
individual nuances in the rich originality that the cosmopolitan personality represents.
Cosmopolitanism as a present and future social trajectory of humanity must be, and must lead to, the
absence of antagonistic, dividing boundaries, which are embedded in our human nature.
