Regarding the Scientific Production and the Teaching Activity of Ch.Assistant Professor Dr.
Tatyana Vasileva Petkova, Participant in a Competition for awarding the Academic Position
“Associate professor” in Professional Field 3.3. Political Science (Comparative Political
Science)
announced in Official Journal No. 82/07.10.2025
By Prof. Dr. Boris Filipov Manov
(SWU “Neofit Rilski”, Department of Philosophy and Political Science)

The review has been drafted in accordance with the requirements of the Development
of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria Act (DASRBA), the Rules for the
Implementation of the DASRBA, and Order of the Rector of SWU “Neofit Rilski” Ne No.
2903/28.11.2025. The Opinion was assigned by a Decision of the members of the scientific jury
for conducting the procedure - Protocol No. 1/ 12.12.2025.

I declare that I am not a person related to the candidate participating in the Competition
for awarding the Academic Position “Associate professor” within the meaning of § 1 (5) of the
Supplementary Provisions of the DASRBA and that I have no private interest which could
affect the impartial and objective performance of my work as a member of the jury in this
competition.

I. General characteristics of the works of the participant in the competition.

The scientific works proposed by the sole candidate, Senior Assistant Professor Dr.
Tatyana Petkova, reflect the thematic area of the competition: Political Science (Comparative
Political Science), are in accordance with the procedural rules for conducting competitions for
academic positions at the South-West University “Neofit Rilski” and are the basis for this
review. They include the habilitation monograph “The Role of the President and His Powers in
the Russian Federation (1991 - 2024)”, University Publishing House “Neofit Rilski”,
Blagoevgrad 2024 ISBN 978-954-00-0394-8, as well as numerous studies, articles and reports
from scientific conferences, 7 of which are presented with short summaries by the candidate.

It is important to emphasize that some of the publications have been published in
scientific journals, referenced and indexed in world-renowned databases of scientific
information (Scopus) and (Web of Science) or are articles and reports from participation in
significant national and international forums, some in English, published in non-refereed
journals with scientific review or published in edited collective volumes, including those in co-
authorship, for which separation protocols have been submitted.

It is also noteworthy that the candidate has presented evidence that some of the peer-
reviewed works have been cited in scientific journals, referenced and indexed in world-
renowned databases of scientific information or in monographs and collective volumes (Web
of Science and Scopus), including in English and in non-refereed journals with scientific
review.

The submitted publications do not repeat the publications for acquiring the academic
position of “Ch. Assistant” and the scientific degree of "doctor" and meet the requirements for
occupying the academic position of “Associate professor”.



I1. Brief biographical data and scientific development of the candidate.

The candidate was born in 1976. She completed primary education at the Louis Braille
Secondary School in Sofia, and secondary education at the St. Cl. Ohridski Secondary School
with extended French language studies - Kostenets in 1993. At the South-West University
“Neofit Rilski” she became a Master of Philosophy, second specialty Theology in 1999 and
twice a doctor - Doctor of History of Philosophy in 2012, topic of the dissertation “Human
destiny in the process of globalization” and Doctor of Political Science in 2017, topic of the
dissertation “The role of Russia in international organizations at the beginning of the 21st
century (G-8 and BRICS)”.

It should be specially noted that she was a postdoctoral fellow in the Political Science
program, and in 2022 she defended her research thesis “NATO's role in setting up the
architecture of the Eastern European security and defense”, at Gaia College Research Institute,
Jerusalem, Israel.

She has a total work experience of 20 years, of which 14 years are pedagogical - a
teacher of disciplines from the philosophical cycle and English language and 9 years as a
lecturer at the South-West University “Neofit Rilski” as a part-time assistant and assistant on a
basic employment contract.

Since 2020 she has been a chief assistant in political science at the University. She has
also led seminars and lecture courses in some basic disciplines related to the profile of the
competition, in particular Comparative Political Science, Integration and Institutions of the
European Union with a published textbook on the topic, Philosophy of Politics, Theory of
Negotiations, etc. In her work, she successfully applies interactive, game, didactic and other
methods for easier perception of the teaching material in classes by students. She was the
Scientific Secretary of the “Center for Research and Dissemination of Political and
Philosophical Ideas” from 2014 to 2018.

She has numerous specializations and trainings in the country and abroad, participation
in national and international conferences and projects of different scope, focus and funding,
including those funded by the National Science Foundation and EU Horizon 2020.

She is a scientific compiler and editor of conference proceedings and collective
monographs published in the country and abroad and is the Editor-in-Chief of the OPEN
JOURNAL FOR STUDIES IN PHILOSOPHY (OJSP), Center for Open Access in Science
(COAS) Belgrade, Serbia. http://centerprode.com/ojsp/ojsp_editorial team.html, as well as of
International e-Conferences, Center for Open Access in Science (COAS) Belgrade, Serbia.
http://centerprode.com/conferences/e-conference-scientific-committee.html .

She is a member of several scientific and public organizations such as the Center for
Open Access in Science (COAS), Belgrade, Gaia College Research Institute, International
Paralympic Committee — IPC, Bulgarian Helsinki Committee, etc., as well as the DC of the
Department of “Philosophy and Political Sciences”, and the FC Faculty of Philosophy, SWU
“Neofit Rilski”.

She speaks more than 5 languages, including Hebrew, at various levels.

She is distinguished by her diverse interests — artistic creativity — poetry and painting,
she was a national marathon runner — blind athletes.

ITI. Main points in the candidate's scientific works.



The realization and scientific research of Dr. Tatyana Petkova as a lecturer at the South-
West University “N. Rilski”, despite their diversity, are focused mainly on the issues of political
science and comparative political science in particular. Here, the following points can be
defined as essential characteristics of the candidate's achievements:

a) relevance and connection with real ongoing processes in Bulgaria, the European
Union, Eastern Europe and Russia, and in the modern world as a whole;

b) the theoretical “foundation” of Tatyana Petkova's research. They are based on the
knowledge and use of the achievements of authors who have established themselves in modern
political science and philosophy, which is an indicator of a serious research approach, which,
combined with the desire for “own reading”, present Dr. Petkova as an independently thinking
scientist;

c) in this regard - the author's approach to the formulation and defense of T. Petkova's
own theoretical theses, manifested most clearly in her habilitation work - the monograph “The
Role of the President and His Powers in the Russian Federation (1991-2024)”, which is
why I will focus mainly on it in my review.

3.1. The presented habilitation work was discussed and proposed for publication at a
meeting of the Department of “Philosophy and Political Science” of the Faculty of Philosophy,
SWU “N. Rilski”.

The monographic work carries out a political scientific analysis of the presidential
institution in the Russian Federation (Russia), which is based on the political-historical-
empirical methodological approach chosen by the author.

The topic is relevant and significant both because of the geopolitical role of Russia on a
global scale, and because of its geographical and historical proximity to Bulgaria.

The work reviews the role of the President of Russia and his powers during the
individual presidential terms - the changes in the Russian constitution are traced in detail, which
expand the presidential powers to the extent that presidential decisions can fully formulate the
domestic and foreign policy of Russia.

The monograph consists of: an introduction, four chapters with appendices within the
text, concluding remarks and a bibliography.

The first chapter, “Russia in the 1990s. The presidential terms of Boris Yeltsin”,
examines the socio-political and economic reality in Russia at the end of the last century. It is
shown that the nineties were an extremely controversial period in which the first Russian
President Boris Yeltsin made complex decisions and took extreme actions to control inflation,
unemployment, low living standards and political contradictions.

In the second chapter, “Russia at the beginning of the 21st century (2000/2008) The

presidential terms of Vladimir Putin”, the administration of the second Russian president,
Vladimir Putin, is presented, defending the thesis that the first two terms of his administration
were the strongest years in modern Russian history — both in domestic politics and in foreign
policy.
In the third chapter, “The administration of Dmitry Medvedev from 2008 to 2012, the position
is formulated that this period, previously constructed and throughout directed by V. Putin, is an
important managerial presidential term, because then the first more serious expansion of
presidential powers was adopted, which brought V. Putin back to the presidency.



The fourth chapter, “Russia Today” tracks and analyzes the most important events of
the last ten years of the established, as Dr. Petkova aptly defines it, “Vladimir Putin's endless
third term” convincingly showing that the changes being adopted regarding presidential
powers, the resetting of his previous terms, and their initial countdown from 2024, indicate that
authoritarian rule is being established in the country.

3.2. In terms of content, the following main points of the reviewed monograph can be
highlighted:

- first, the significant question, to which the monograph pays special attention, is
whether, through the form of state governance and organization, post-Soviet Russia sees itself
as a Western or Eastern country. From a Federation that is trying to introduce the principles of
“classical” democracy, under the pressure of the political elite constituted by VI. Putin, the
country is increasingly and consistently turning into a country with an authoritarian political
regime;

- second, in this regard, the monograph clearly shows that whatever the “written”
institutional powers and obligations of the head of state in Russia, what is leading in his
behavior, and on which the destinies of the entire world may depend, are personal/human
qualities. This fact, related to the personality and presidency of Vladimir Putin, leads to the fact
that the Russian Federation, which after the collapse of the Soviet Empire tried to be a model
for multi-vector/multipolar international policy and a guarantor of the security of third
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countries, becomes an aggressor country — Chechnya, Georgia, the Crimean peninsula, and
Putin himself becomes a war criminal with a sentence from the International Criminal Court,
after the war he started in Ukraine;

- third, the undeniable practical significance of the study, which not only examines not
only the global role of the Russian Federation as one of the poles in the world and the ongoing
political processes in it and their influence, mainly on the countries of the “near abroad”, Eastern
Europe and the Balkans, but also, as Petkova points out, shows that the analysis of presidential
powers in Russia can be the basis for a similar analysis of presidential powers in other countries
in these regions and show disturbing democratic processes practices of seizure of powers and
the imposition of such powers by presidential institutions and the official state form of
government - for example, Georgia, Hungary, Slovakia, etc.

As a summary, the following characteristics of the monograph can be indicated:

a) The structure is logically sound;

b) The set goal is fulfilled, as well as the tasks for achieving it;

c¢) The literature is carefully selected and reflects the applied interdisciplinary approach
in studying the problem.

3.3. I will conclude the review of Dr. Petkova's scientific output with a brief presentation
of two of her articles related to the topic of the habilitation monograph.

The first - “Geopolitical challenges in the 21st century — The place of the EU in
international politics”, 2023, presents a political and philosophical view of the geopolitical
challenges in the 21st century and the place of the EU in international politics. The main points
of the article are: global challenges and main threats: security is a prerequisite for development;
energy dependence; terrorism, etc. The view is substantiated that by the beginning of the war
in Ukraine by Russia in February 2022, under the influence of the progressive spread of the rule
of law and democracy, authoritarian regimes were transformed into secure, stable and dynamic



democracies and for the first time a period of prosperity, security and freedom was established
in Europe.

The second article (co-authored with D. Galili) “Grammar of the unity in Europe — The
case of Russia”, 2020, defends the thesis that the “grammar” of unity in Europe not only passes
through the successful integration of all countries into the EU and the integration of the new
EU member states, but above all through the preservation and use of the European spirit in all
countries in Europe, the latter with particular force relating to Russia, which covers half of
geographical Europe. By analyzing various political, economic, social, cultural, philosophical
and religious factors and trends, the idea is reached that in modern conditions, in order to be
perceived as a bridge between the West and the East, Russia must also comply with
international law, which it often violates, and the tendency towards authoritarianism and sole
rule by V. Putin must be curbed before it is too late for Russian society. It is shown that for this
purpose, the “grammar” of unity can be in a language that can come from outside the borders
of Russia — from the leading power of the EU.

In conclusion, I would like to emphasize the following:

1) The reviewed monograph, as well as the reviewed articles, are an expression of the
author's long-standing research interest; they continue, deepen and expand a subject area
developed in previous scientific studies and publications;

2) It is also important to point out the fact that the monograph “The Role of the President
and His Powers in the Russian Federation (1991-2024)” can be useful for a wide range of
readers - students, scientists, experts, politicians, etc., who are interested in current political
processes in the modern world.

IV. Assessment of the scientific and applied scientific contributions in the
candidate's scientific production.

The scientific production, scientific research and teaching work of Dr. Tatyana Petkova
meets the minimum national requirements set by the Law on Scientific Research and Research
of the Republic of Bulgaria and the additional requirements described in the VPRAS at the
South-West University “N. Rilski”.

I believe that the self-assessment, supported by a Declaration of Intellectual Property,
of the contributions in the scientific works submitted by the candidate for participation in the
competition is formulated in accordance with the requirements, and that Petkova justifiably
points out several of her contributions to political science knowledge, which gives grounds for
the formulated contributions to be accepted as achievements of the author.

I did not notice the presence of plagiarism in the materials submitted for review.

V. Critical notes and recommendations.

What has been said so far in the review shows my positive attitude towards the presented
materials and the activities of Ch. Assistant Professor Dr. Tatyana Petkova, and I have no
significant recommendations for her.

VI. Personal Impressions.
My impressions of Ch. Asst. Prof. Dr. Tatyana Petkova cover a period of more than 15
years of joint work in which she demonstrated qualities of perseverance and dedication to the



work in the department, faculty and university in all aspects of its implementation — educational,
research, project, creative, etc. I would especially like to emphasize that Tatyana Petkova has
severely impaired vision, which further increases the significance of her achievements.

VII. Conclusion.

The results outlined, albeit in the most general terms, in the scientific papers proposed
by the candidate and in her teaching and research work give me reason to propose to the
esteemed scientific jury to vote unanimously FOR the award of the academic position of
“Associate Professor” in the professional field 3.3 Political Science (Comparative Political
Science), to Senior Asst. Prof. Dr. Tatyana Vasileva Petkova.
