Review

On the candidacy of Assistant Professor, PhD Tatyana Vasileva Petkova,

On the competition for the position of "Associate Professor" in the
professional field 3.3. political science (comparative political science),

for the needs of the Department of "Philosophy and Political Sciences",
Faculty of Philosophy, Southwestern University "Neofit Rilski", Blagoevgrad,

announced by the Southwestern University "Neofit Rilski", Blagoevgrad
and published in the State Gazette, issue 81 /07.10.2025
by Corresponding Member Vladimir Stefanov Chukov, IFS-BAS.

According to Art. 4, para. 2 of the Law on the State Administration of the
Republic of Bulgaria and a decision of the Faculty Council of the Faculty of
Philosophy (Minutes No. 22/24.11.2025) and Order No. 2903 of 28.11.2025 of
the Rector of the South-West University "Neofit Rilski", Blagoevgrad, I have
been appointed as a member of the scientific jury of the competition for the
position of "associate professor" in political science, professional field 3.3.
political science (comparative political science), for the needs of the Department
of "Philosophy and Political Sciences", Faculty of Philosophy, South-West
University, Blagoevgrad, with a sole candidate, assistant professor, PhD Tatyana
Vasileva Petkova. During the first meeting of the scientific jury, I was selected to

write a review.
Biographical data and personal impressions

Assistant Professor PhD Tatyana Petkova was born on January 15, 1976.
In 1999, she graduated from the Faculty of Philosophy of the South-West
University, "Neofit Rilski". Subsequently, she gained extremely valuable
pedagogical experience in a secondary school as a teacher of philosophy,

economics and management. In parallel, she is a part-time assistant at the South-



West University "Neofit Rilski" and promptly presented two doctoral thesis. The
first is in philosophy, and the second - in political science. In October 2022, she
specialized at the Gaia College Research Institute, Jerusalem, Israel. She is
extremely active in her extracurricular commitments, showing exceptional
operational capabilities. She organizes numerous lectures at the Practical and
Applied Center at the Faculty of Philosophy. She maintains very active contacts
with foreign partners, attracting not only bachelors, but also many doctoral
students to the South-West University, Blagoevgrad. My personal impressions are
extremely positive, highlighting the sense of responsibility, responsiveness and

accurate judgment.
Scient metric indicators
Habilitation work

The scientific research work of Senior Assistant Professor PhD Petkova is
impressive. It far exceeds the scient metric requirements for meeting the
requirements for the academic position for which she is applying. In every
competition for an associate professor, the leading argument is the habilitation
work. I had the honour of being a reviewer of the candidate's submitted
monograph "The Role of the President and His Powers in the Russian Federation
(1991-2024)", after which it was approved and published. The work represents
an impressive study of the contemporary domestic and foreign policy of the
Russian Federation, realized through the prism of the powerful presidential
institution. The topic is significant and sufficiently relevant in time, not only
because of Moscow's global role as one of the poles in the world, but also because
of the war in Ukraine that broke out in 2022, which directly concerns Bulgaria.
The analysis is timely and particularly useful not only for academic needs, but
also as one that has obvious scientific and especially scientific-applied

contributions.



The author has selected a wonderful methodology and the methodological
tools necessary for achieving the set scientific goals and tasks. On the one hand,
PhD Petkova has collected the necessary empirical information as a result of the
historical-retrospective approach, and on the other hand, she has used the
ingredients of the theoretical-analytical, immanent to every scientific research
work in the field of political science. Without going into detail about the
methodology, I can note that the author is based on different types of analysis,
namely content-, blitz- and event-analysis, in parallel with monitoring,
cumulation and generalization of specific empirical data. To all this we can add
the skilful handling of the devices of comparative analysis, which includes the

study in the share of successful comparative studies.

The total volume of the work is 130 pages, including a very detailed
bibliographic part. The sources are 155 in number in three languages, namely -
Bulgarian, Russian and English. Practically all scientific and journalistic
literature is covered, which suggests careful monitoring of the development of
the topic and excellent knowledge of the main authors. The structure consists of
an introduction, four chapters (appendices within the text itself), concluding
remarks and used literature. It is classic for this type of monographic analysis.
The good balance between the volume of the individual parts (chapters and
paragraphs) is impressive, as the latter could have been more in number. This
would have contributed to a better articulation of the cause-and-effect
relationship, which is clearly outlined when assembling the researched material.
The first chapter, “Russia in the 1990s. The presidential terms of Boris Yeltsin,”
is a kind of theoretical introduction to the complex internal socio-political
situation, within which the presidential institution, which is a force majeure for

Russia, is being built and developed.

Important for the Bulgarian reader is the detailed dissection of the

specificity of perestroika as a Russian phenomenon, an emanation of the



globalization waves of change that have spread from Russia to Eastern Europe.
The significant question to which the author pays special attention is whether
post-Soviet Russia sees itself as a Western or Eastern country. The second chapter
“Russia at the beginning of the 21st century (2000 / 2008) The presidential
mandates of Vladimir Putin” outlines a very important period for the
contemporary development of the Russian state, namely that of perhaps the
strongest head of state since the collapse of the USSR. He has to decide not only
the difficult-to-resolve domestic political implications, especially in the field of
economics, but above all to fight against the external difficulties in shaping
relations with the competing West. The author outlines in detail the individual
conflict zones that are becoming a challenge to Vladimir Putin’s ambitious plans.
It was during this period that the current Russian leader laid the foundations for

future aggressive policy, initiating the militarization of the Russian economy.

The third chapter, “The Administration of Dmitry Medvedev from 2008 to
2012, also occupies an important place in assembling the overall picture of the
status and competencies of the head of state of the Russian Federation. It is not
only a mechanical shift in power, but also the creation of prerequisites for the
expansion of presidential powers. Moreover, against the background of the
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“weak” and radiating neoliberalism of that time, Medvedev prepared the
conditions for the emergence of the “strong” but well-known Putin. The latter is
trying to return Russia as one of the poles of world politics. However, he is trying
to do this by means that do not correspond to the spirit of international law and
the instruments of the 21st century. The exact opposite is happening, namely
through aggression — in foreign policy terms and through the violation of basic

democratic norms and lowering the standard of living of Russian citizens — in

domestic terms.

The fourth chapter “Russia of our days” is the culmination of the author’s

analysis. As noted by Senior Assistant Professor Dr. Tatyana Petkova, “Russia is



entering a new period of its geopolitical perspective”. The country is taking a
position of total confrontation with the West, annexing the Crimean Peninsula in
2014 and, most importantly, attacking neighbouring Ukraine in 2022. All this is
happening, as the author very successfully chooses a title for the next paragraph
during “The Endless Third Term of Vladimir Putin”. PhD Petkova makes a very
sober, realistic analysis of the complex situation in which the country finds itself,
taking into account the unpleasant implications for the Europe and, respectively,
for our country. The paragraphs “Russia — its direct and representative
democracy” (political science analysis) and “The economic recession in Russia —
the standard of living and the demographic crisis” (economic analysis) contain a
serious prognostic potential, which is mandatory in any scientific research in the
field of political science. The summary is also an important part of the
monographic study, outlining not only the prospects for the development of the
specific problem situation. It delicately outlines the future creative ambitions of

the author.

I also highly appreciate the other works published before receiving the
position of assistant professor. They prove the logical and professional growth of
the scientific worker. PhD Petkova has published two more monographs ("Russia
in International Organizations / G-8, BRICS, G-20, SCO and EAEU - from the
end of the 20th century / the beginning of the 21st century* and "Globalization as
a Human Destiny"), as well as one collection of lectures (Collection of Lectures
on Integration and Institutions of the European Union). Their total volume
exceeds 500 pages. This shows the research capacity, but also the diverse interests

in the field of comparative political science, seeking a wider readership.
Studies, articles and reports presented at scientific conferences

PhD Petkova very solidly covers another indicator of NACID, relating to
published studies, articles in scientific refereed, indexed and non-indexed

publications. Such are the deposited articles in collective collections and



monographs (a total of 9 after receiving the position of chief assistant), as well as
studies and articles abroad and in the country in indexed and refereed journals (a
total of 3 after receiving the position of chief assistant). The materials are

bilingual - in Bulgarian and English.

The editorial and compilation activities within the framework of the
preparation of the e-conferences (5 in number) of the authoritative Serbian

scientific center COAS should also be properly evaluated.
The texts are original and there is no evidence of plagiarism.
Citations

The citation indicator is also covered and collects the necessary points.
According to the submitted document, PhD Petkova has 49 citations in various
publications. It is striking that all of them are oriented in the stated areas of

scientific interests.
Scientific contributions

I accept the contributions indicated by the candidate for the presented
habilitation work, as they can be summarized for the entire presented scientific

work in the following:

1. Assistant Professor PhD Tatyana Vasileva outlines a model of pseudo-
rotation as the power center of power in the Russian Federation with the
emergence of the current Russian president. However, the monopoly is very
clearly brought to the fore, and hence the undemocratic genesis of power in the

state.

2. The democratic presumption of the federal system of government in
Russia is also rejected, although it is precisely such a type of power that is written
into the country's constitution. A clear distinction is made between Russian and

Western (European or American) federalism.



3. An interesting interpretative formula is made for important world events
such as the war in Ukraine or the processes in Eastern Europe, mixing two types
of methodologies, namely that of comparative political science and that of
comparative philosophy. A philosophical shell is added to the dominant political
science approach, to which PhD Petkova has an affinity. This gives the research
a multidisciplinary character and adds depth to the research. In this way, starting
from the surface of the events in the socio-political ocean, one reaches the deeper
level of the ideologies that have a huge influence on these events, and then to the

deepest part, namely the support of politics, society and philosophy.
Criticisms and recommendations

I recommend that PhD Petkova continue to maintain her active research
work, maintaining the same pace of writing and, respectively, of publishing. In
many respects, her scientific creativity surpasses that of colleagues who hold
higher scientific positions. She would probably diversify it if she adopted some
elements of the methodologies of close to political science scientific sections such

as sociology, geography, anthropology, psychology, theology and others.
Conclusion

Based on everything said so far, taking into account the indisputable
documented scientific achievements, professional expertise, language knowledge
and covered scient metric requirements, I would like to express my positive
opinion on the submitted candidacy and recommend to my colleagues on the
scientific jury to unanimously support the awarding of the academic position of
"associate professor" to assistant professor PhD Tatyana Vasileva Petkova in
professional field 3.3. political sciences (comparative political science), for the
needs of the Department of "Philosophy and Political Sciences", Faculty of
Philosophy, South-West University, Blagoevgrad.
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
