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BRICS)", and also holds a Doctorate in History of Philosophy - 05.01.01., defended in 2012 at
South-West University "Neofit Rilski - Blagoevgrad, with the topic of the dissertation "Human
Destiny in the Process of Globalization®.

Our colleague has been an honorary assistant at South-West University ,,Neofit Rilski* -
