1. General characteristics of the candidate's scientific research, scientific-
applied and pedagogical activities
Only one candidate - Dr. Tatyana Vasileva Petkova - participates in the
announced competition for Associate Professor. The submitted documents
meet the core requirements of the Act on the Development of the Academic

Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, the Regulations for its Implementation



regarding appointment to this academic position, as well as the additional
requirements under the Internal Rules for the Development of the Academic

Staff at SWU “Neofit Rilski.”

With the scholarly works submitted for review, the candidate has not
participated in any other competitions for academic positions or the award of
academic degrees. The works include a monograph (habilitation thesis); two
additional monographs; a lecture compendium; two research articles (one co-
authored) published in an electronic academic journal; and eight papers (five
co-authored) published in electronic proceedings from academic forums. The
monographs are in Bulgarian, while the remaining scholarly works are in

English.

The works are published by reputable publishers and outlets both in Bulgaria
and abroad. Two of the co-authored works appear in peer-reviewed

publications indexed in Scopus and Web of Science.

The scholarly output submitted for the competition, which contains
information and evidence of the candidate’s research and implementation
work (through various university projects), by its nature may be defined as
interdisciplinary, yet substantively remaining within Professional Field 3.3
Political Science. I accept for review the scholarly works declared by Dr.

Tatyana Petkova for participation in the competition.

The main focus of the candidate’s scientific interests is the analysis of the
specific features of the development and functioning of various civilizational,
value-based, and political models. In her research and teaching activity, she
analyses multiple dimensions of these complex, dynamically evolving

phenomena.

In this context, in my view, Dr. Petkova’s research field may be conditionally

structured into three main directions:



1. Russia as a civilizational phenomenon and a key actor in international
relations

This is undoubtedly the primary and most significant direction in Dr.
Petkova’s works, with the highest scientific and practical-applied potential.
This research area also includes the habilitation thesis: “The Role of the
President and His Powers in the Russian Federation (1991-2024).” In 1it, I
would highlight as particularly significant the following research results: the
structured presentation of the development of the constitutional framework
and the political system of the Russian Federation; the conceptual analysis of
the reasons that prevented a genuine rapprochement between Russia and the
USA and the EU after the Cold War; the elucidation of the content of the
concept of “multipolarity” as one of the pillars of Russia’s foreign policy
doctrine throughout the presidential terms of Vladimir Putin.

As a significant practical-applied result, I also identify the substantiation of
the thesis in “Grammar of the unity in Europe — The case of Russia” (2020)
that: on the one hand, Europe’s civilizational unity cannot exclude Russia,
and on the other hand, for Russia to fulfil its role as a civilizational bridge
between West and East, it must undertake real and profound political and

economic modernization processes.

2. Contemporary challenges to the European integration process

In the works from this problem area, apart from the lecture compendium
devoted mainly to the institutional architecture of the organization, I highly
appreciate the materials analysing two of the key current problems facing the
EU.

Regarding the in-depth analysis in “From multicultural pluralism to
multicultural egoism” (2024) of multiculturalism policy, I share Dr. Petkova’s
well-argued conclusion that in practice this policy has failed in the EU

because it has minimized the opportunities and attempts for social dialogue



through which social and cultural differences and problems can be expressed,

discussed, and resolved.

In “Geopolitical challenges in the 21st century. The place of the EU in
international politics” (2023), the key issue for the EU’s future - its strategic
autonomy - is analysed. Based on the identification of current geopolitical
processes and trends, the political challenges to the EU are defined -
challenges that imperatively require a coordinated foreign policy and effective

crisis management.

3. Philosophical problems of the new (political) era

A specific characteristic of the research approach in Dr. Tatyana Petkova’s
works 1s that, alongside political analysis, they also contain philosophical
problems, such as those of civilizational belonging and characteristics, of time
and its perception, and of the complex layering of identities in the global
world. Publications such as “New dimensions of the perception and
experience of time in conditions of the global risk society” (2021) and
“Globalizing Society and the Cosmopolitan Personality — part 2” (2024)
demonstrate profound philosophical reflection on contemporary risk society
and its dynamic transformations.

The titles submitted for review meet the requirements and standards for

academic publications.

Dr. Tatyana Petkova participates in one national and one international

research project, respectively as an expert and as a researcher.

Overall, the submitted materials for the candidate’s scientific, teaching, and
expert activity satisfy the national criteria for holding the academic position
“Associate Professor” in Higher Education Area 3. Social, Economic and
Legal Sciences, significantly exceeding the minimum required 400 points
under the scientometric indicators from the tables of minimum national

requirements.



2. Opinion regarding the presence or absence of plagiarism

Within the scope of my competences and the sources available to me, I do not
find plagiarism in the materials submitted for review.

I am not aware, in the course of the procedure, of any non-anonymous and

substantiated written reports of established plagiarism having been received.

3. Assessment of the candidate’s pedagogical preparation and teaching
activity

Dr. Tatyana Petkova’s academic career is linked to SWU “Neofit Rilski,”
where since 2017 she has been an Assistant Professor under a primary
employment contract, and in 2020 she was elected Chief Assistant Professor.
The necessary educational prerequisites for teaching activity are present:
Master’s degree in Philosophy (1999), as well as the impressive completion of
two educational and scientific degrees “Doctor”—in History of Philosophy
(2012) and Political Science (2017).

At present, Dr. Tatyana Petkova is an established lecturer in the disciplines
taught by her: “Comparative Political Science,” “Integration and Institutions
of the European Union,” “Economic and Political Development of Russia,”
“History of Political Doctrines,” “Philosophy of Politics,” and others, within

Professional Field 3.3 Political Science.

Her effective teaching work is undoubtedly supported by her participation in a
postdoctoral programme in Political Science in Israel, her work in
professional teams conducting international political and sociological
research, her activity as scientific secretary of the “Center for Research and
Dissemination of Political and Philosophical Ideas” (2014 - 2018), as well as
the skills gained from organizing international scientific conferences and

seminars.



The “Lecture Compendium on Integration and Institutions of the European
Union” (2019) developed by her supports students in acquiring knowledge
about the EU’s value and normative framework, as well as the structure and
functionalities of its institutional architecture. I would recommend a new
edition of the compendium to include current challenges facing the integration
organization, as well as its publication in an electronic format for broader and

easier access.

4. Main scientific results and contributions
The main scientific and applied research results achieved in Dr. Tatyana
Petkova’s research work are within Professional Field 3.3 Political Science
(Comparative Politics). As the most significant among them, mainly due to
their applied potential, I identify:

e The well-argued presentation of Russia’s viewpoint on its
civilizational identity, international relations and the centres of power within
them, national interests, and the country’s role in global transformational

Processces.

e The political recommendations made to the EU for an effective
common policy in the field of broad security: proactiveness in achieving
strategic goals; a real and realistic common policy on military security; active
support for the UN’s activities in applying the organization’s principles and

values for greater international security.

The significance of Dr. Tatyana Panova’s achievements lies primarily in their
applicability and usefulness for in-depth and effective analysis of the complex
and contradictory processes in contemporary international relations, in which

Russia and the EU are key actors.

I specifically note the 19 citations of her works (12 co-authored) indicated in

the competition materials. What is impressive is not only their number, but



also the fact that 7 of them are in publications indexed in Scopus, and 17 are

in publications in English.

6. Critical remarks on the submitted works
Regarding the works submitted for review, I have no critical remarks that
would affect my positive assessment of the materials submitted for the

competition.

My only more serious objection concerns the lack of uniform numbering of

the works submitted for review across the different competition documents.

7. Conclusion

Based on the assessment of the submitted works and the identified scientific
and applied results, I consider that Dr. Tatyana Vasileva Petkova meets the
requirements of the Act on the Development of the Academic Staff in the
Republic of Bulgaria, the Regulations for its Implementation, as well as the
Internal Rules for the Development of the Academic Staff at SWU “Neofit

Rilski,” for holding the academic position “Associate Professor.”

I give a positive assessment of the results of the candidate’s work and
recommend that the respected academic jury propose to the Faculty Council
of the Faculty of Philosophy, SWU “Neofit Rilski,” to elect Dr. Tatyana
Vasileva Petkova to the academic position “Associate Professor” in Higher
Education Area 3. Social, Economic and Legal Sciences, Professional Field
3.3 Political Science (Comparative Politics), for the needs of the Department

of Philosophical and Political Sciences.
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
