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1. Relevance of the Problem Considered in the Dissertation

The relevance of this study is determined by the dynamic social,
economic and technological changes that require the education system to equip
students not only with subject knowledge, but also with key competencies for
successful functioning in modern society. Among them, emotional intelligence,
critical thinking, and learning skills occupy a special place, as they are
increasingly seen as decisive for personal development, academic success, and
social adaptation of adolescents.
2. Data on the Doctoral Student

In the period 2022-2025, Anita Kruncheva is a full-time doctoral student

in the Department of Psychology. The author manages to build on her



professional experience into a useful scientific product, providing a tool for
practical work.

The procedure for conducting the current PhD dissertation defense was
implemented correctly. The minimum national requirements under Art. 2b,
paragraphs 2 and 3, of the Law on the Development of Academic Staff in the
Republic of Bulgaria (LDASRB) and Art. 24, paragraph 1, of the Regulations
for Implementation of the LDASRB are met. The submitted publications are
relevant to the dissertation topic and demonstrate research competence.

3. Dissertation and Abstract Data

The main text of the dissertation is 171 pages long. The classical structure
is followed: introduction, three main chapters, conclusion, references and
appendices. The content of each chapter is divided into separate paragraphs. The
literature used includes 530 sources that correspond to the exposition and text of
the dissertation and are presented correctly.

The introduction of the dissertation argues for the relevance and social
significance of the researched issue, placing it in a broad historical, social and
educational context. The theoretical justification is supported by established
scientific concepts and authors, which gives scientific credibility and conceptual
clarity. The relationship between logical and critical thinking is presented
consistently and shows a thorough understanding of the studied constructs. The
introductory part successfully fulfills its functions by formulating the purpose,
subject and objectives of the study, as well as the target group and the time
frame of the empirical work. This creates a good orientation for the reader and
prepares the transition to the research design.

Chapter 1 systematically presents and analyzes the key concepts of
emotional intelligence, critical thinking, and learning styles. It provides an in-
depth overview of the nature of emotional intelligence, emphasizing the
influence of environment, upbringing, and social factors. A strong point is the

inclusion of programs and practices for developing emotional intelligence, as



well as examining its relationship with learning motivation, adolescent
psychological resilience, and parenting styles. This gives the analysis not only
theoretical but also distinct applied value.

The following paragraphs offer a conceptual and argumentative
clarification of critical thinking, considered in close connection with logical
thinking. The thesis of critical thinking as a broader and adaptive competence
necessary for dealing with complex and uncertain educational situations is
convincingly defended. The analysis of various scientific positions and the
emphasis on the philosophical and socio-psychological foundations of the
concept demonstrate good theoretical awareness and an analytical approach.

A review of classical and contemporary theories of learning is made,
highlighting the aspiration to systematize various definitions and models. The
detailed presentation of learning styles, the factors for their formation and the
role of reflection contribute to a deeper understanding of learning as an active,
conscious and adaptive process. The presentation clearly emphasizes the
importance of motivation, a supportive environment, and self-regulation.

Chapter Two presents a structured and logically consistent research design
that corresponds directly to the theoretical framework developed in Chapter
One. The purpose of the study is formulated correctly, aiming to analyze the
interrelationships between emotional intelligence, learning styles, and critical
thinking, operationalized through the ability to form complex analogies.

The research tasks are adequately formulated, encompassing both the
theoretical and methodological foundations and the empirical verification of the
main constructs. The differentiation of tasks into subtasks shows a desire for
methodological precision and clarity in the construction of the study. There is
good coherence between the goal, tasks and subject of the study.

The hypotheses are clearly formulated, logically justified, and directly
derived from the set goals and objectives. They cover both correlational

dependencies and the study of differences and influences, which expands the



analytical scope of the study and creates prerequisites for a more in-depth
interpretation of the results.

The research procedure is described in detail, including time frames,
number of participants, and ethical issues. The description of the sample and the
selection method contribute to the transparency and reproducibility of the study.
Chapter Two demonstrates good methodological consistency, logical coherence,
and adequacy in relation to the research goals set.

The third part of the work submitted for review is a logical continuation of
the theoretical and methodological part of the dissertation work and visualizes
the results of the conducted empirical research. The emphasis is placed on the
processing and analysis of the collected data, applying methods of descriptive
statistics and analysis of the relationships between the main research variables:
emotional intelligence, learning styles and the ability to form complex analogies.

A systematic approach was used in presenting the results, which allows
for consistent tracking of the dependencies between the studied constructs. The
analysis of differences according to the gender, age and class of the participants
contributes to the differentiated interpretation of the data and expands the
applied significance of the conclusions.

Particularly significant is the focus on researching the influence of
learning styles on the ability to form complex analogies, which directly
corresponds to the hypotheses and objectives of the study. The assessment of the
degree of confirmation or rejection of the hypotheses completes the empirical
part and provides a clear connection between the theoretical assumptions and the
results obtained.

Chapter Three demonstrates good analytical skills, methodological
consistency, and adequate interpretation of empirical data.

A comprehensive analysis of the obtained data has been made,

accompanied by the necessary explanatory component. For greater clarity and



easy visualization, the results are presented in the form of tables, and the
limitations of the empirical study are correctly indicated.

The conclusion, findings and recommendations are relevant to the overall
concept of the presented study.

No violations were found with regard to the procedure and quality of the
scientific work presented. The dissertation is an original scientific study with
certain merits.
