1. General data about the PhD candidate

Iliana Christos Bouchouna has been enrolled by Order No. 565/22.03.2023 of the Rector
of South-West University “Neofit Rilski” as a PhD student in an individual form of study in
English at the Department of Sociology, Faculty of Philosophy, South-West University “Neofit
Rilski” in the field of Higher education 3. Social Sciences, Economics and Law, Professional
field 3.1. Sociology, Anthropology and Cultural Sciences, in the scientific specialty
“Sociology”. She has successfully passed the PhD student examinations that were part of the
Individual Study Plan for Doctoral Student and has been given the opportunity to defend her
dissertation (Rector’s order for PhD completion No. 3051/23.12.2025).

2. Relevance of the dissertation topic

The dissertation topic is particularly relevant in the context of dynamic social and
economic transformations, technological changes, digitization of the educational environment,
cultural diversity, and deepening inequalities in access to quality education. The family-school
interaction is becoming a key factor in the motivation, the achievements, and the overall
development of students. The partnership between these two fundamental socializing

institutions gains strategic importance. Effective cooperation between parents and teaching



professionals can be seen as a prerequisite for improving educational outcomes, preventing
school dropouts, and creating a supportive educational environment. In this sense, the study of
the factors and barriers that influence family-school interaction makes a significant contribution
to the improvement of educational policies and the creation of sustainable and effective

practices.

3. Knowledge of the problem

Iliana Christos Bouchouna has academic and professional training in the field of
pedagogy and humanities. She completed her higher education in the Republic of Greece. The
doctoral student obtained a bachelor's degree in History and Archaeology from the University
of Crete and a bachelor's degree in Primary Education from the University of the Aegean. She
completed two master's programs — in Educational Sciences and Special Education for People
with Oral and Written Language Difficulties at the Hellenic Open University. Her professional
experience includes working as a primary school teacher for the Ministry of Education of the
Republic of Greece, as well as teaching in secondary education. The doctoral student's
educational qualifications and professional experience provide the necessary theoretical,
methodological, and practical training to study the impact of family-school interaction on
student achievement. The literature used consists of 311 sources and corresponds to the studied

problem.

4. Methodology of the study

The research methods used are related to the main objective of the scientific research.
Iliana Buhuna used a methodological approach combining qualitative and quantitative
components. The dissertation presents the results of: 1) an analysis of 18 key documents of the
EU, OECD, UNESCO, UNICEF, and national frameworks related to preschool and primary
education. The author aims to identify recurring themes and discourses on family-school
interaction, including its impact on student achievement, forms of parental involvement,
barriers to cooperation, and recommended strategies; and 2) a non-representative quantitative
study conducted between March 2025 and June 2025 among 256 teachers from different regions
of the Republic of Greece. It was carried out via online platforms such as Facebook and Viber,
as well as by email. The aim of the study is to identify “teachers’ perceptions of family-school
cooperation, the factors that facilitate or hinder parental involvement, and the perceived effects
on students' academic progress”. The combined use of the two methods allows for a more

complete and reliable study of the impact of family-school cooperation on student achievement.



5. Characteristics of the doctoral thesis and scientific contributions

The dissertation has 202 pages and consists of an introduction, three chapters, a
conclusion, a bibliography, and an appendix. The introduction contains the main elements
characteristic of a dissertation research. The first chapter, “Family and school influence on
student achievement” presents family and school in general as key social institutions that
determine educational trajectories. The second chapter, entitled “Family-school interaction”,
examines the influence of family-school cooperation on students' academic achievement, as
well as the barriers and challenges to effective family-school interaction. The third chapter,
“Research methodology” contains an analysis of data from a non-representative quantitative
survey conducted independently by the author, which aims “to examine teachers' perceptions
of the role of family-school interaction and parental involvement in shaping student
achievement in the Republic of Greece”. The conclusion includes the main findings of the
dissertation research, and the appendix presents the tools used for the quantitative research (the
questionnaire).

I generally accept the self-assessment of the scientific achievements of the dissertation.
The results achieved are of significant importance both for the development of scientific
knowledge in the field of family-school interaction and for the establishment of more effective
and adequate management approaches in the school system.

6. Publications and personal contribution of the PhD candidate

Four independent publications on the dissertation topic have been presented. The article
entitled “The Power of Connection: How School Interactions Drive Academic Excellence” has
been accepted for publication in a scientific collection by a doctoral forum. The doctoral
student's scientific publications reflect her focus on studying the “family-school” interaction
and the influence of the quality of this partnership on students' academic achievements. | cannot
ascertain the presence of plagiarism in the publications.

7. The dissertation abstract

The dissertation abstract accurately reflects the structure and content of the dissertation.
It contains a self-assessment of the scientific and applied scientific contributions of the
dissertation research. A list of publications related to the dissertation topic is also provided.



8. Critical comments and recommendations
In order to support and encourage the doctoral student's future scientific work, the
following recommendations can be made:
1. To continue and expand her scientific research on the influence of family-school
interaction on student achievement;
2. Toanalyze in greater depth the factors that influence students' educational outcomes;
3. To study the attitudes of other participants in the educational process (parents and

students) toward the studied problem.

9. Conclusion

The dissertation entitled “Family-school interaction in student achievement”
contains scientific and applied research results that represent an original contribution to science
and meets the requirements of the Act on Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic
of Bulgaria (ADASRB), the Regulations for the Implementation of ADASRB and the Internal
Rules for the Development of Academic Staff at the South-West University “Neofit Rilski”. |
give a positive assessment of the doctoral thesis and propose to the scientific jury to award its
author lliana Christos Bouchouna the Educational and Scientific degree “Doctor” in the
field of Higher education 3.
