I. General Information on the Candidate’s Scientific Output and
Academic Activity

Chief Assistant Professor Vladimir Babanov, PhD, successfully defended
his doctoral dissertation entitled “American Global Leadership in Transition to a
Multipolar World” in 2015 at Sofia University “St. Kliment Ohridski”, in the
scientific specialty International Law and International Relations. Since 2020, he
has held the academic position of Chief Assistant Professor at the Faculty of Law
and History of South-West University “Neofit Rilski”, Department of National
Security and Public Administration.

He teaches the following courses: Civil and Military Cooperation;
International and Regional Security; Information Security; Intelligence and
Counterintelligence Activity; Intelligence and Matrix Solutions for National

Security; and Intelligence and Digital Evidence.



The candidate possesses professional and research experience in the field
of national and international security, with a scientific focus on cybersecurity,
artificial intelligence, digital sovereignty, and strategic risk management in the
context of accelerated digitalization.

The submitted documents demonstrate that Chief Assistant Professor
Vladimir Babanov, PhD, meets the quantitative and qualitative criteria for
research and teaching activity in accordance with the Law on the Development of
the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, its Implementing Regulations,
and the Internal Rules for the Development of the Academic Staff at South-West
University “Neofit Rilski”.

1II. Evaluation of the scientific and practical results and contributions of

the creative work submitted for participation in the competition

The candidate has submitted the required number of scientific
publications, citations, and participation in international projects, including an
independent monograph entitled “The Impact of Generative Artificial
Intelligence on the Concept of Cybersecurity”, published by the University Press
“Neofit Rilski”, Blagoevgrad (ISBN: 978-954-00-0446-4).

The presented academic output demonstrates a thematically focused and
clearly structured research trajectory in the field of national and international
security, with a leading emphasis on the impact of artificial intelligence on
cybersecurity, hybrid threats, and the strategic management of security.

The scientific contributions may be summarized in theoretical and
conceptual-model terms. The thesis is substantiated that artificial intelligence
functions as a systemic transformer of the security environment, altering
traditional understandings of protection, sovereignty, and decision-making
processes, while cyberspace and the cognitive domain are examined as
interconnected arenas of influence. Applicable models have been developed for
the use of Al in cyber intelligence (AI-OSINT), strategic forecasting, and

automated attribution of malicious actors, aimed at supporting institutional



planning and early warning mechanisms within the national security system.

From a strategic and doctrinal perspective, the necessity of integrating the
cyber, informational, and cognitive dimensions into a unified national security
framework is convincingly argued, alongside the development of the concept of
algorithmic sovereignty as an element of contemporary state policy in the context
of digital transformation.

In practical terms, recommendations are formulated for building
institutional capacity to implement artificial intelligence within national
cybersecurity systems, the protection of critical infrastructure, and countering
disinformation, thus providing the research with clear applied relevance and
significant societal importance.

1. Critical remarks and recommendations

I have no critical remarks. In view of the achieved results and scientific
contributions, I recommend that the candidate continue and further expand his
research and publication activity in the field of national security and its
contemporary challenges, with particular emphasis on the impact of artificial
intelligence on cybersecurity, strategic governance, and the transformation of the
security environment.

I would also encourage further in-depth research on the regulatory,
ethical, and institutional dimensions of artificial intelligence in the context of
national and international security, as well as the development of applicable
models for its responsible implementation.

The above recommendations are constructive in nature and do not in any
way diminish the value and significance of the submitted scientific output.

The monograph and all other scientific publications submitted for
participation in the competition, as well as the overall research and teaching
activity of Chief Assistant Professor Vladimir Babanov, PhD, provide sufficient
