Under the above-mentioned competition, one candidate has submitted the

required documents — Assoc. Prof. Spas Angelov Tashev, DSc, currently Associate
Professor in the Department of National Security and Public Administration at South-
West University “Neofit Rilski”. The documents submitted by the candidate, as well as
his public activities and media appearances, demonstrate prestigious education, a
continuous commitment to further qualification, solid language proficiency, and active
publication and expert engagement at the Bulgarian Academy of Sciences, where he
has spent a substantial part of his career, as well as responsible diplomatic, publishing,
and public-oriented activity. He has held prestigious positions in the state and
European administration. There is no doubt that the courses he teaches represent a
synthesis of personal example and knowledge grounded in professional experience,
broad culture, and dedication to national priorities.

The candidate maintains continuous engagement with the professional
community and participates in numerous projects, working groups, forums, and official

events. | particularly emphasize his active position regarding Bulgarian communities
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abroad, his competent media appearances, and his successful academic work. The
procedure complies with the requirements of the Academic Staff Development Act of
the Republic of Bulgaria, the Regulations for its implementation, and the Internal Rules
for the Development of the Academic Staff at South-West University “Neofit Rilski”

for the academic position of Professor.

II. Characteristics of the Scientific and Scientific-Applied Output

The candidate has presented a list of over 100 scientific publications, including
monographs, chapters in monographs, studies, and articles. Of these, for the purposes
of the present competition and review, I accept a total of seven (7) publications,
including 2 monographs, 1 textbook, and 4 articles. With these publications, the
candidate has fulfilled the minimum national requirements under Art. 2b, paras. 2 and
3 of the Academic Staff Development Act of the Republic of Bulgaria, presenting a
total of 620 points out of the required 550. I maintain that their theoretical and applied
significance creates another important contribution to the Faculty of Law and History
and fully corresponds to the standing of South-West University “Neofit Rilski” as an
important academic center not only in the region but also beyond the borders of
Bulgaria. The overall activity of the candidate serves as an example for the
institutional, teaching, and student communities. Overall, the submitted body of work
constitutes a body of knowledge and activities within the field of national security. The
content focuses on demographic problems, migration dynamics, the integration of
Bulgarian communities abroad, and the situation in Southeast Europe.

The author is well known and respected in academic circles. According to the
citation report submitted for meeting the minimum national requirements, his works
have been cited in 18 scientific publications, and he also maintains an active media

presence.



III. Main Contributions to the Candidate’s Scientific, Scientific-Applied,
and Teaching Activity

Assoc. Prof. Spas Tashev, DSc, has submitted a Report on Original Scientific
Contributions which, in my opinion, objectively reflects the work produced during the
period 2018-2026. 1 consider that a characteristic feature of the candidate’s submitted
works is their systematic nature — they present material examined through a rich set of
scientific tools and conclude with a combination of theoretical and applied findings
that are the product of long-standing institutional and academic experience.

As an indisputable scientific and theoretical contribution of the author, I identify
his long-term research and publications on the demographic components within the
system of Bulgaria’s national security. The submitted habilitation work is devoted to
this topic and not only examines the current aspects of the problem but also considers
its future development in the perspective of the first half of the 21st century. It contains
multi-aspect analyses, convincing examples, comparisons, and forecasts. The author
demonstrates expertise, a confident scholarly position, diplomatic tact, and an
appropriate institutional tone.

Demographic problems are presented as a major risk zone in Southeast Europe,
affecting the economy, culture, defense potential, and ultimately the resilience of the
state. The author typologizes demographic processes (mortality, fertility, migration
flows, demographic depopulation, ethno-demographic polarization) and presents the
main statistical indicators for monitoring and assessing demographic threats to
Bulgaria.

A major contribution of the author is the projection of demographic patterns onto
the physical map of present-day Bulgaria against the background of the historically
established Bulgarian ethnographic territory at the end of the National Revival period,
revealing a clear trend toward territorial vulnerability. Additional clarity is provided

through contemporary knowledge about major urban centers, declining regions, border
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zones, mountainous areas, and territories with mixed profiles. Depopulation is
identified as the integrative concept encompassing numerous adverse indicators and
should justifiably remain in the focus of attention of Bulgarian society and institutions.
An integrative model has been developed linking demographic dynamics with social
systems (poverty, inequalities, health, education), regional development, and
institutional functionality. I consider that the author has identified and proposed
measures that can help guarantee national resilience.

Overall, the outlined demographic picture points to the presence of a number of
state policy decisions with limited long-term effectiveness. This reality is further
developed into an alternative authorial conceptual product that has the qualities of a
methodology for Bulgaria’s conduct in a period of relatively passive positioning by
national and Brussels-based institutions. The theoretical propositions transition into
applied models for managing demographic risk and into a model of “demographic
observatories” at the national and regional levels. With regard to the proposed early
warning model, I believe that time constraints are becoming increasingly critical and
that the accelerated demographic, economic, technological, and military development
of a number of states in the Global East must be taken into account.

Second in the logic of the exposition (but first in importance), I place the
contributions concerning the national policy toward Bulgarians outside the state
borders, Bulgaria’s migration policy, and the demographic capacity of the Bulgarian
diaspora abroad. Very few authors possess the knowledge, present, and confidently
defend in academia, the media, and public forums the issues concerning Bulgarian
communities abroad. The titles of the works of Assoc. Prof. Spas Tashev from all
periods, including those submitted for the present competition, speak sufficiently in
this regard. They arrive at an Algorithm for Establishing Bulgarian Origin among our
historical communities (based on analyses of Albania and Kosovo). It combines
historical benchmarks (Exarchate/national affiliation and plebiscites), institutional

indicators, two levels of demographic analysis, and a distinction between “Bulgarian”
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and “person of Bulgarian origin,” applicable in cases of documentary discontinuities
and assimilation pressure. Moreover, the research reaches important national-level
considerations—how the resource of Bulgarian communities abroad can be
transformed into a state resource for contemporary Bulgaria. This is a complex and
sensitive issue related to the risk of further demographic weakening of Bulgarian
regions near the borders. The question arises whether such an approach is preferable in
the context of migration flows from the Middle East and the import of labor
contingents from Central Asia, already visible in Bulgarian resorts, retail outlets, and
construction sites, particularly in the presence of tens of thousands of inactive young
people and the formation of socially vulnerable communities with low educational
indicators. It is evident that the candidate analytically and adequately links
demography with migration policy.

Assoc. Prof. Tashev’s contribution regarding the so-called “Macedonian
Question” and the violation of the rights of Bulgarians, as a fundamental issue of
national security, is also indisputable. Considerable effort has been devoted to this
topic in institutional work, publishing activity, the Bulgarian Academy of Sciences,
and the media. The scientific foundation of the works is documentary—valuable facts
have been collected, historical realities have been described, and the security
environment and the possibilities of international mechanisms in support of the
Bulgarian cause have been analyzed. At the same time, a diplomatic tone toward
political options and solutions is evident.

I particularly note the public and institutional significance of the scientific results
presented in these works. They have become part of Bulgaria’s contemporary media
policy. Some have been presented in the presence of the President and Vice President
of the Republic of Bulgaria; others have been translated into Balkan languages and
presented to heads of state, members of parliament, and the diplomatic corps. Bulgaria
does not have many scholars whose contributions extend beyond the academic office,

but in this competition the candidate is such a figure—the issues of national security as

a field of science have been developed and brought to those Bulgarian communities
that remain outside the care of the state and beyond the national borders following
victorious wars and politically short-sighted alliances.

Finally, there is no doubt that the author’s contributions have been fully
integrated into the educational framework of the Faculty of Law and History. They are
in line with the role assigned to South-West University in this particularly dynamic and
sensitive region of Bulgaria’s history, they give a revival-oriented tone to the
methodology, delineate a new circle of knowledge, and provide an expert applied
format to the content and teaching. I particularly emphasize the candidate’s didactic
skills and the effective presentation of knowledge through tables, charts, and figures,

which enhances the creativity and attractiveness of the educational process.

IV. Critical Remarks and Recommendations.

Understandably, the submitted body of work has been subject to ongoing critical
discussion within institutions, the media, and the broader public, both domestically and
internationally. Assoc. Prof. S. Tashev, DSc, has produced a comprehensive scholarly
output that can be further critiqued primarily through new research contributions. I
recommend that he complete his research cycle by directing his efforts toward the
Bulgarian communities in Ukraine—over 150,000 reside in Odesa Oblast alone. In my
view, a comparative analysis of Bulgaria and its neighboring states would also be
valuable, particularly regarding the numbers of killed, wounded, and displaced during
the wars of the twentieth century. It is also necessary to address the question of how,
over the past 35 years, our nation has declined from 9 million to 6 million people—a
loss exceeding that incurred during the four wars for national unification in the first

half of the twentieth century.



V. Conclusion

All of the above unequivocally confirms that Assoc. Prof. S. Tashev, DSc, is an
established theorist, respected professional, public figure, and educator. His works
integrate an interdisciplinary theoretical domain, possess a strong applied orientation,
and demonstrate a clear didactic focus, with national security as the leading conceptual
framework. The identified body of knowledge is an arena of conflicts, dynamics, and
continuously emerging questions. It will become even more relevant in the emerging
new world order, the development of which will pose new challenges to states,
alliances, and the academic community, particularly where deficits in strategic
foresight are evident.

I consider that the above gives me full grounds to vote positively and to propose
to the Scientific Jury that Assoc. Prof. Spas Angelov Tashev, DSc, be awarded the
academic position of PROFESSOR in the Department of National Security and Public
Administration at South-West University “Neofit Rilski”, in Professional Field 9.1.
National Security, in accordance with the competition announced in the State Gazette,
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
