Prof. Spas Angelov Tashev, DSc, submitted for
participation in a competition for the academic position of “PROFESSOR” in the
Field of higher education 9. “Security and Defense”, Professional field 9.1. “National

Security”, announced in the State Gazette, issue 107 of December 12, 2025
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1. General characteristics of the candidate's works

In the competition for the academic position of “Professor” Assoc. Prof. Spas
Tashev, DSc, has submitted 8 scientific papers for review. They are distributed as
follows:

- two monographs — independent, in Bulgarian;

- one book based on a defended dissertation — independent, in Bulgarian;

- 4 articles in journals — independent, in Bulgarian;

- equH yueOHuK — independent, in Bulgarian.

The assessment of the accessibility of the presented scientific production shows
that it is sufficiently well presented to specialists working in the field of national and
international security and conditions are provided for familiarization with its content
and giving a critical assessment.

The submitted documents have 18 citations of the candidate — 17 in scientific
publications in Bulgaria and one in a scientific publication abroad.

The number of papers submitted for review and their citation meets the minimum
national requirements under Art. 2b of the Act on the Development of the Academic
Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (ADASRB) for holding the academic position of
“Professor” in the Field of higher education 9. “Security and Defense”, Professional
field 9.1. “National Security”.

All scientific papers submitted for review are the personal work of the candidate
— published in Bulgarian. The proposed works correspond to the subject area of the

announced competition and are accepted for review.

2. General characteristics of the candidate's research and applied scientific
activities

The scientific and research activities of Assoc. Prof. Spas Tashev, DSc, is mainly
related to demographic and social security as systemic components of national security,

as well as to the analysis of historical Bulgarian communities in the Western Balkans



(Albania, Kosovo, Serbia and the Republic of North Macedonia) as factors of regional
security, migration processes and the protection of human rights and corresponds to the
announced competition for the academic position of “Professor”.

The monographic work “The Demographic and Social Security of Bulgaria in
the First Half of the 21st Century” (2026), which the author presents as a habilitation
thesis, is a serious study of the interaction between demographic processes and the
national security of Bulgaria. The monograph analyzes the dynamics and structural
changes of the population in the first half of the 21st century, their impact on social and
institutional sustainability and the risks arising from the demographic crisis. Scenarios
up to 2050, institutional models for risk management and operational recommendations
for state policy, aligned with European frameworks, are presented. The paper offers a
strategic concept for demographic security and directions for future research aimed at
mastering the challenges and transforming them into a national resource.

Within the framework of his research activities, the candidate participated in 4
research projects: “Objectives, priorities and policies for the implementation of the
updated National Strategy for Demographic Development of the Republic of Bulgaria
(2012 - 2030)”, completed in 2015; “Preparation of a national strategy in the field of
energy”’, completed in 2017; “Measures to overcome the demographic crisis of the
Republic of Bulgaria”, completed in 2018 and “Development of policies aimed at
Bulgarians abroad”, completed in 2019. The projects are mainly related to overcoming
the demographic crisis and strengthening Bulgaria's demographic security.

The candidate Assoc. Prof. Spas Tashev, DSc, has an extremely rich biography,
having held a number of expert and management positions. He has gained significant
experience from working at the State Agency for Bulgarians Abroad under the Council
of Ministers, the National Historical Museum, the Cultural and Information Center of
the Republic of Bulgaria in Skopje, as an advisor in political cabinets in the Council of

Ministers, in the Bulgarian and European Parliaments, etc.



The candidate's overall scientific research and applied scientific activity defines
him as a researcher and expert with a significant contribution to the development of
both the theory and the practical implementation of activities to increase the

demographic security of the Republic of Bulgaria as a component of national security.

3. Assessment of the candidate's pedagogical training and activities

The candidate's accumulated serious scientific research, applied science and
practical Assoc. Prof. Spas Tashev, DSc, supports his pedagogical activity as a lecturer
at the “Neofit Rilski” Southwest University. His high pedagogical training is
demonstrated in teaching the subjects “Demographic Security Policy”, “Emergency
Management”, “Globalization and Regional Security”, “Comparative Public

Administration” and “New and Recent History of Bulgaria”.

4. Major scientific and applied scientific contributions

The main scientific results obtained by the candidate can be generally
characterized as supplementing knowledge in a scientific field with new concepts,
models and approaches. I confirm the presence of contributions in the candidate's works
that are of a scientific and applied science nature and can be summarized in the
following main areas:

- conceptualization of demographic security as a systemic component of national
security (papers with No. B-3 and E-20 from the reference on fulfillment of the
minimum requirements of the Southwest University for acquiring the academic position
of “professor”);

- formulation of a typology of demographic shocks and their transmission
channels to national sustainability (paper with No. B-3);

- development of an interdisciplinary model “demography - social security -
regional sustainability - national security” (papers with No. B-3 and D-7);

- development of a regional model for profiling demographic vulnerability and

typologies of territorial resilience (papers with No. B-3 and E-20);



- Institutional architectures for demographic risk management and a
“demographic observatory” model have been proposed (papers with No. B-3 and G-7);
- a systematized training framework has been created that integrates demographic
and migration issues into national security training, making demographic policy and

expert training structural elements of training (papers with No. B-3, G-7 and E-20).

5. Assessment of the significance of contributions to science and practice

The significance of the contributions made by Assoc. Prof. Spas Tashev, DSc, in
his works is determined by their scientific and applied nature.

The significance of the results obtained from the candidate's research is also
evidenced by the number of citations (18) by other authors in scientific publications in
our country and abroad.

New knowledge has been obtained and existing knowledge has been enriched,
which can be used and built upon by researchers working on national and international
security issues, but no less importantly, the results achieved may be useful for security
experts, students and individuals involved in making management decisions in the field

of demographic policy and demographic security.

6. Assessment of the extent to which the contributions are the candidate's
own work

I believe that all contributions to the peer-reviewed works are the author's own
work. The analysis of the thematic areas that are traced in the candidate's overall
scientific production gives an accurate picture of his scientific interests and his authorial

participation.

7. Critical notes on peer-reviewed works
The scientific works of Assoc. Prof. Spas Tashev, DSc, present accurately and
completely the results of his research. They also demonstrate the candidate's broad

literary awareness.



I have no critical remarks that diminish the quality and quantity of the results and

contributions received.

8. Personal impressions
