I. General assessment of the qualities of the candidate, works and relevance
of the scientific production

According to the competition announced in the State Gazette No.
107/12.12.2025, the candidate A - Assoc. Prof. Dr. Spas Angelov Tashev, Associate
Professor at the Faculty of Law and History of the Southwestern University "Neofit
Rilski" - Blagoevgrad. His biography is a combination of prestigious education,
responsible work in national institutions, social activism and teaching. In general,
all the activities of the candidate are related to institutions directly related to national
security — Institute for Population and Human Studies at the Bulgarian Academy of
Sciences (2018- and currently), National Assembly (2017-2021), European
Parliament (2013-2014), Council of Ministers (2011-2013), Cultural Information
Center of the Republic of Bulgaria in Skopje (2006-2009), National Museum of
History, Sofia (2004-2006), Newspaper "Macedonia", Sofia (2003-2006), State
Agency for Bulgarians Abroad under the Council of Ministers, Sofia (1998-2003),
Newspaper "Macedonia", Sofia (1991-1998). The management positions he holds
(Deputy Chairman of the State Agency for Bulgarians Abroad under the Council of
Ministers, Sofia, Editor of Newspaper "Macedonia", Sofia, Director of the Cultural
Information Center of Republic of Bulgaria in Skopje, etc.) leave no doubt about his
competence.



In connection with the competition, Assoc. Prof. Dr. Tashev presents a
Textbook for National Security Students "Demographic Security Policy:
Foundations, Strategies and Challenges" (2026), the monograph "Demographic and
Social Security of Bulgaria in the First Half of the 21st Century" (2026), the book
"The Struggles of the Macedonian Bulgarians for Rights and Independence 68 Cases
from the Period 1944-1994" (2023), a monograph for the degree of Doctor of
Sciences "Bulgarian Communities in Albania and Kosovo Socio-Political Processes
and Demographic Consequences (1913 — 2024)", (2025), 4 (four) articles and

The candidate has fulfilled the minimum national requirements.
II. Assessment of the candidate's pedagogical training and activity

The candidate defended a dissertation in 2015 at the Institute for Population
and Human Research at the Bulgarian Academy of Sciences and acquired the Doctor
of Social Sciences degree in Statistics and Demography on the topic "Immigration
Policy and Demographic Prospects of Bulgaria". In 2025, he acquired the title of
Doctor of Science at the Institute for Population and Human Studies at the Bulgarian
Academy of Sciences in the Department of History and Archaeology through a
defended dissertation on the topic: "Bulgarian Communities in Albania and Kosovo.
Socio-Political Processes and Demographic Consequences (1913-2023)". At the
Southwestern University, he teaches five academic disciplines: "Demographic
Security Policy", "Emergency Management", "Globalization and Regional

Security", "Comparative Public Administration" and "New and Recent History of
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Bulgaria", related to national, European and world security. I believe that the
professional experience, social activity and public image of Assoc. Prof. Spas Tashev
contribute to the university, are valuable as expertise and are a personal example for
students.

The above gives me every reason to believe that the candidate can participate
in the competition for the academic position of "Professor" in the professional
direction 9.1. "National Security", announced by the Southwestern University.

III. Assessment of the scientific and applied contributions in the submitted
works and their significance

Assoc. Prof. Spas Tashev has set out his vision for scientific and applied
contributions in the professional direction 9.1. "National Security", which I accept.
In this Opinion, taking into account all the deposited documents, they will be
assessed from the position of my knowledge, professional experience and scientific
views.

First of all, I highlight the modern theoretical interpretation of the main
problems and concepts of the role of the state, governance, social order for
demographic problems in the era of globalization. The author combines the
statement about the demographic crisis with the problems of the national and future
global state in the context of social aspects.

A special place in the candidate's academic production is devoted to
theoretical and methodological foundations of demographic and social security,
demography as a science and its links with security, social security as a component
of national security. The main demographic processes and indicators are examined
in the context of demographic risk, demographic vulnerability and demographic
sustainability and against the background of theories of demographic transition and
modern concepts of human potential.

Next, global and European demographic trends and threats to security and
their impact on the national security of Bulgaria are examined. Another factor of
critical importance for the demographic crisis is the aging of the population and
global demographic imbalance. In recent years, a very relevant problem for research
has been the topic of migration and migration pressure: global geopolitical aspects,
immigration as a tool for demographic and economic stability. As a full member of
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the European Union, the European demographic models and security policies and
Bulgaria's place in the European demographic context have been studied.

At anational level, the demographic development of Bulgaria at the beginning
of the 21st century and the historical framework of demographic changes after 1989,
the low birth rate, high mortality and negative natural growth, population aging and
the consequences for security policies, internal and external migrations: intensity,
directions and effects, regional demographic differences and territorial security have
been analyzed.

Very important for the overall study is the attention paid to . social security
and human capital in Bulgaria, education, qualification and risks to human capital,
health status and health security of the population, poverty, social inequalities and
social inclusion, economic aspects of the demographic crisis, impact of human
capital on sustainable development and social stability

Trends for managing demographic processes are outlined through policies for
demographic security in Bulgaria with an emphasis on state demographic policy:
historical evolution. One of the documents regulating measures to overcome and/or
reduce adverse consequences is the National Strategy for Demographic
Development (2012-2030), institutional framework and management deficits that
implement policies for families, fertility and child support and policies for active
living and care for the elderly.

An important issue for the demographic status is migration policy and
diaspora, where Bulgarians abroad are considered as a strategic demographic
resource, as well as the new Bulgarian emigration in the EU and the world,
reintegration and return policies, refugee processes and security risks, cultural,
linguistic and identity ties with Bulgaria.

In the field of the professional direction of the competition are studies of
demographic processes and national security: risks and scenarios, national
vulnerability and risks as a result of the demographic crisis, demographic events with
the potential for systemic destabilization. Specific Scenarios for the development of
the demographic situation by 2050, models for risk management and strengthening
resilience and recommendations for state policy and institutions have been
formulated.



IV. Critical notes and recommendations

Assoc. Prof. Tashev has presented scientific production that has the outlines
of a meaningful cognitive field, the fruit of in-depth education and professional
height. A long way has been traveled, which respects both the academic community
and practitioners in the field of managing processes related to the demographic
crisis.

Societies expect answers to many questions, and first of all - can and should
the processes of birth rate, infant mortality, life expectancy, migration be managed?
In this context, should the state management (and with what tools) also master
populism, which loudly declares priorities, but in practice the results are not
sustainable.

V. Conclusion

Considering the personal qualities, active professional work, contributions
and perspectives that the candidate's works generate in the future scientific and
socio-political debate, I believe that my categorical positive assessment is objective
and indisputable.
