I. General assessment of the qualities of the candidate, works and relevance
of the scientific production

According to the competition announced in the State Gazette No.
107/12.12.2025, one candidate - Assoc. Prof. Dr. Spas Angelov Tashev,
Associate Professor at the Faculty of Law and History of the Southwestern
University "Neofit Rilski" - Blagoevgrad.

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Spas Tashev is an established researcher in the field of
demography, migration processes and their importance for national security. His
scientific interests are of a strongly expressed interdisciplinary nature, uniting
demographic analysis, geopolitics, social policy and strategic research.

His professional path is connected with scientific and academic
institutions, in which he develops active research, teaching and expert activities.
He obtained the highest scientific degree "Doctor of Sciences", which testifies
to the consistent building of a scientific profile of national importance.

In connection with the competition, Assoc. Prof. Tashev presents two
monographs, one of which is in the field of the current competition, one book
based on a defended dissertation for the degree of Doctor of Sciences, 4 (four)
articles and reports, over 17 citations, a diploma of the Bulgarian Academy of
Sciences for the degree of Doctor of Sciences, a published university textbook,
as well as a certificate of participation in various scientific projects. Plagiarism
has not been found. The material is in the field of the professional field declared
in the competition.

The candidate has fulfilled the minimum national requirements.



I1. Assessment of the candidate's pedagogical training and activity

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Spas Tashev has significant teaching experience in
disciplines related to demography, migration processes and national security.
He is distinguished by his ability to integrate scientific results into the
educational process and to form analytical thinking in students. The candidate
actively participates in expert initiatives, analyses and developments related to
demographic policy, migration and national security. His research has direct
relevance to public administration and strategic planning. Assoc. Prof. Tashev
participates in scientific forums, professional organizations and academic
initiatives, which testifies to a high degree of scientific commitment and public
responsibility.

III. Assessment of the scientific and applied contributions in the presented
works and their significance

The presented scientific production is significant in volume and oriented
towards strategically important problems of national security, related to
demographic processes, ethnic structure, migration and the stability of the state.
It includes monographs, studies, scientific articles, conference reports and
expert studies. The publications are aimed at analyzing the long-term risks to
the security of Bulgaria, arising from the demographic collapse, regional
imbalances and cross-border processes.

The scientific production demonstrates:

- a high degree of originality;

- systematicity and consistency;

- use of a reliable empirical base;

- a clearly expressed applied orientation to state policies.

A particularly significant contribution to the presented materials is made by the
monograph "Demographic and Social Security of Bulgaria in the First Half
of the 21st Century"'.

The work represents a fundamental study of the interrelationship between
demographic processes and the national security of Bulgaria. It analyzes key
factors such as population decline, aging, internal and external migration,
regional imbalances and their impact on social systems, the economy and the
defense potential of the state.



The demographic crisis has been identified as one of the most serious
strategic risks for Bulgaria's national security in the 21st century. The analysis
shows that negative demographic trends affect all systems of the state -
economy, social security, healthcare, education and defense.

Assoc. Prof. Tashev develops the concept of demographic security as an
independent direction in national security research. He applies an
interdisciplinary approach, combining demographic analysis, strategic research
and analysis of public policies. The study uses an extensive statistical base from
national and international sources, which ensures high reliability of the
conclusions.

The following contributions can be highlighted:
- substantiation of demographic security as a key element of national security;
- systematic analysis of demographic risks for Bulgaria;

- development of prognostic scenarios for development until the middle of the
21st century;

- identification of critical vulnerabilities of the social and economic system;
- formulation of strategic recommendations for state policy.

The monograph has high scientific value and significant potential for practical
application in the development of national security strategies.

The remaining publications of Assoc. Prof. Tashev develop key aspects of
demographic and ethnodemographic processes in Bulgaria and the region.

His works contribute to the development of the scientific field of "National
Security" by introducing the demographic dimension as a strategic factor.

IV. Critical remarks and recommendations

No significant weaknesses are identified in the submitted materials. The
candidate's scientific publications are recognized in academic circles and are
cited in the scientific literature. His participation in scientific forums and expert
discussions testifies to an active scientific position and authority in the field.

V. Conclusion



The scientific, teaching and expert activities of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Spas
Tashev fully meets the requirements for holding the academic position of
"professor" in the professional field of National Security. His research has made
a significant contribution to the development of the scientific field, introducing
demographic issues as a key factor for the strategic sustainability of the state.
