. Summarized data about the Doctoral Candidate

Yavor Simeonov Simov was enrolled as a PhD student in the Department
of International Law and International Relations at the Faculty of Law and History
of the South-West University “Neofit Rilski” in 2019. Based on the submitted
documents, it is evident that he possesses the necessary research qualities and
meets the requirements for the acquisition of the educational and scientific degree
of “Doctor” (PhD) in professional field 3.6. Law, scientific specialty “European

Union Law”.



I1. Evaluation of the scientific and practical results and contributions of the

submitted dissertation

The dissertation presented by Yavor Simeonov Simov on the topic
“Contemporary Challenges to European Union Citizenship” is both timely and
significant. The subject is suitable for a doctoral study and addresses the evolution
of the legal concept of EU citizenship — an institution that transcends national law
and acquires new content in the light of challenges posed by Brexit, the migration
crisis and the COVID-19 pandemic.

The dissertation comprises 236 standard pages. The structure includes an

introduction, three chapters, a conclusion, and a bibliography.

Chapter One, titled “Concept and Key Characteristics of EU Citizenship”,
presents the concept of citizenship in international law, a comparative legal
analysis of citizenship in Bulgaria, Germany, and France, as well as a comparison
with non-EU states (Turkey, Serbia, and the United Kingdom). The origins and

chronology of EU citizenship are also examined.

Chapter Two — “Development of the Concept of EU Citizenship in the Case
Law of the Court of Justice of the EU” — is devoted to the evolution of EU
citizenship through the prism of judicial practice — from cases before the Treaty
of Lisbon to the most recent case law following the entry into force of the Charter
of Fundamental Rights. Particular attention is given to landmark cases — Ruiz

Zambrano — and the role of loyal cooperation in the effective protection of rights.

Chapter Three — “EU Citizenship in the Context of the 2015 Migration
Crisis, Brexit and the COVID-19 Pandemic” — is dedicated to the analysis of the
most current challenges facing the concept of European citizenship. The political
reactions within the EU, the impact of Brexit on citizens’ rights and the

restrictions on human rights during the COVID-19 pandemic are examined.



In full compliance with the requirements, Yavor Simeonov Simov has
submitted an Abstract accompanying the dissertation. It provides a general
characterization of the dissertation, highlights its main content and achieved
results, and notes the publications related to the topic. The scientific contributions

identified by the doctoral student can be considered well-founded.
I11. Critical remarks and recommendations.

My critical remarks do not concern the fundamental qualities of the
proposed dissertation. My recommendation is for the study to be published to

ensure the wider dissemination of its results.

1. Conclusion

The submitted materials confirm that Yavor Simeonov Simov masters the
necessary theoretical apparatus and possesses the skills for independent research
activity. The dissertation contains scientific results that represent original
contributions to the field.
