2. General characteristics of the dissertation
The content of the dissertation is structured in an introduction, three chapters and a
conclusion, with a total volume of 217 standard text pages. 365 literary sources were used.



The text includes 40 tables and 79 figures. There is an appendix to the dissertation in a volume
of 7 pages.

3. Relevance and significance of the topic

The dissertation work proposed for review is dedicated to a very relevant and significant
issue, especially in the context of the growing importance of creating innovations that
contribute to both survival and prosperity, as well as to increasing the efficiency and compe-
titiveness of the economy and its backbone - small business in the context of Industry 4.0 and
the upcoming Industry 5.0. The topic of the digital transformation of small business is gaining
increasing popularity, both globally, continentally and nationally. More and more authors are
directing their efforts towards studying the manifestation and problems of the digital trans-
formation of small business. The research is primarily related to innovative entrepreneurship
and the prospects for its development in the context of digital transformation. The results of
the study and analysis of the literature review in the dissertation work unequivocally show
that digital transformation and innovative entrepreneurship in small business are the subject
of research by a number of Bulgarian and foreign scholars. The significance of the topic, both
from the perspective of management and from the perspective of assessing and creating
opportunities for digital transformation, is determined based on the following more important
arguments:

¢ Relatively little research on digital transformation and innovative entrepreneurship in
small businesses;

¢ The need to seek and find adequate management solutions in the context of an economy
changing from digital transformation and the resulting challenges faced by small innovative
businesses;

¢ The speed of artificial intelligence entering a number of activities and processes;

e The growing interest in digital transformation by businesses and the complexity
associated with understanding and correctly using the various terms describing the
phenomenon in the process of its implementation;

¢ The significant importance and influence of small innovative businesses for the future
development of the digital economy;

* The objective need to identify the problems accompanying digital transformation and
innovative entrepreneurship in small business and to propose working solutions for its
successful and sustainable future development.

The need for a more in-depth study of the issues directly related to small innovative
business and the influence of digital transformation on its future development is obvious,
which in turn predetermines the choice of topic and the development of the present work.

4. Purpose, tasks, theoretical foundations

The essence has been studied and an attempt has been made to clarify the features of
small business, entrepreneurship in small business, innovative entrepreneurship and digital
transformation. The relationship between innovative entrepreneurship in small business and
digital transformation has been revealed. The state of innovative entrepreneurship and digital
transformation in small business and the impact of digital transformation on its innovative
development have been assessed. A methodology for analyzing and assessing innovative
entrepreneurship and digital transformation has been developed and applied. The problems



of innovative small business in the conditions of digital transformation in Bulgaria have been
formulated and recommendations for its digital progress have been offered.

The object and subject of the study are formulated correctly. The research thesis is clear.

To achieve the research goals, standard research methods have been applied: comparison,
analysis and synthesis, grouping, tabular and graphical, correlation and regression analysis,
checks for choosing an econometric method, survey method.

The main sources of information are scientific works of researchers, publications of the
National Statistical Institute, reports of the European Commission on the Digital Economy and
Society Index (DESI) and data from its own survey.

5. Source information and research methods

To solve the tasks set and to achieve the goal of the study, 365 literary sources were used,
only 34 of which were in Cyrillic, the rest in Latin. Information was used from the works of
researchers, publications of the National Statistical Institute, reports of the European
Commission on the Digital Economy and Society Index (DESI).

An own survey was conducted, the results obtained were summarized and presented in
an appropriate manner.

To achieve the specific goals of the study, appropriate research methods were used.
Standard MS Office software packages were used to process the data.

6. Essence of the dissertation. Analyses and results.

The study is dedicated to clarifying the features of small business, entrepreneurship in
small business, innovative entrepreneurship and digital transformation. Based on a thorough
and very extensive study of the theoretical statements of small business and innovative
entrepreneurship, opinions and findings of a number of authors on various indicators and
specifics characterizing small business are summarized and presented. Issues related to the
specifics of entrepreneurship in small business are examined. It is emphasized that the two
concepts “entrepreneurship in small business” and “small entrepreneurship” are used as
synonyms by foreign and Bulgarian researchers.

The essence and features of innovative entrepreneurship are studied due to its important
importance for the search for opportunities for business development, which is reflected in
the national economy. Various definitions relating to the specifics of innovative
entrepreneurship are summarized and presented, and it is considered in different conditional
directions. The characteristic features of innovative entrepreneurship are described. In this
regard, it is found that some authors define them as: orientation towards innovative activity;
rational consumption of qualitatively new factors; registration of intellectual property rights;
development of high-tech production; strengthening of the human factor; orientation
towards intensive reproduction.

The relationship between innovative entrepreneurship in small business and digital
transformation is revealed. Innovative entrepreneurship is reduced primarily to the creation
of technological innovations and it should also be considered as a key factor for high-tech
development of small business. It is emphasized that one of the main ways to achieve this
result is possible through digital transformation.

The state of innovative entrepreneurship and digital transformation in small business and
the influence of digital transformation on its innovative development are assessed. A
methodology for the analysis and assessment of innovative entrepreneurship and digital
transformation has been developed and applied. The problems of innovative small business



in the conditions of digital transformation in Bulgaria have been formulated and
recommendations for its digital progress have been proposed.

Based on an in-depth study, the theoretical approaches to the study of digital
transformation have been described in detail. It is emphasized that digital transformation is
not equivalent to digitalization, as it encompasses much more than the introduction of new
technologies. The basis of the study of digital transformation is the understanding of its
evolution, in the conditions of the five main stages relating to technological evolution, namely
the five industrial revolutions. It is assumed that digital transformation is an evolutionary
change in business, model, processes and orientation, associated with the use of digital
technologies to achieve digital success. It is emphasized and substantiated in detail that digital
transformation cannot develop successfully without the presence of digital technologies such
as: cloud technologies, data analysis, artificial intelligence, mobile technologies and 5G,
blockchain technologies, |oT, social media, cybersecurity technologies.

A systematization of the main benefits and challenges of digital transformation has been
made.

To assess the state of innovative entrepreneurship in small business and digital
transformation, as well as the impact of digital transformation on the innovative development
of this business in Bulgaria, an own study has been conducted, based on a proposed and used
appropriate set of quantitative and qualitative methods. An algorithm for the process of
analyzing and assessing the connections and dependencies between the use of digital tools
and staff training, customer relations, creation of innovations and innovative processes has
been presented.

Based on the results obtained from the author's research, an analysis of digital
transformation in small business in Bulgaria and its impact on its innovative development has
been made.

7. Main scientific achievements and significance of the results

It can be confidently stated that the dissertation candidate has carried out his own
scientific research and obtained original scientific results, on the basis of which he has made
original analyses, summaries and conclusions. On this basis, an appropriate set of quantitative
and qualitative methods has been developed and proposed, and an algorithm for the process
of analyzing and assessing the connections and dependencies between the use of digital tools
and staff training, customer relations, creation of innovations and innovative processes has
been presented.

The following assumptions have been proven: (1) that the training of small business staff
significantly affects the use of digital tools; (2) that customer relations significantly affects the
use of digital tools; (3) that the use of digital tools significantly affects the creation of
innovations and (4) that the use of digital tools strongly affects the innovative processes.

The following can be assessed as scientific achievements of significance for practice:

e The author's summary of the main theoretical concepts of small business,
entrepreneurship in small business, innovative entrepreneurship and digital transformation;

* The analysis of the state and characteristics of small business, entrepreneurship in small
business, innovative entrepreneurship and digital transformation in Bulgaria;

* The presented algorithm of the process of analyzing and assessing the connections and
dependencies between the use of digital tools and staff training, customer relations, creation
of innovations and innovative processes;



e The developed and proposed model for assessing the state of innovative
entrepreneurship in small business and digital transformation, as well as the impact of digital
transformation on the innovative development of this business in Bulgaria, based on a
proposed and used appropriate set of quantitative and qualitative methods.

As long as research in the field of small business, entrepreneurship in small business,
innovative entrepreneurship and digital transformation is still at the very beginning of the
process, the results can be considered significant, regardless of the possible discussions on the
results of the empirical study.

8. Contributions to the dissertation work

The more important contributions in the work can be attributed to analyzing and
summarizing the accumulated experience in research in the field of small business,
entrepreneurship in small business, innovative entrepreneurship and digital transformation,
adding new scientific facts, allowing me to reformulate and divide them into two groups:

e Scientific and applied:

v Based on in-depth research, modern theoretical views and statements about the
essence and features of small business, entrepreneurship in small business,
innovative entrepreneurship and digital transformation have been systematized
and summarized.

v" The relationship between innovative entrepreneurship and digital transformation
of small businesses has been established and substantiated in theoretical and
practical aspects.

v" A methodology has been developed for analyzing and assessing innovative
entrepreneurship and digital transformation.

v A comprehensive review of the state of digital transformation and innovative
entrepreneurship in small businesses in Bulgaria has been made.

e Applied:

v" A methodology has been developed and proposed for analyzing and assessing
innovative entrepreneurship and digital transformation.

v' An assessment of the impact of digital transformation on the innovative
development of small businesses has been made and the defined research
hypotheses have been confirmed.

v' Some main problems of innovative small businesses in conditions of digital
transformation in Bulgaria have been identified, justified by the results of our own
research.

v’ Specific recommendations for the digital development of innovative small
businesses in conditions of digital transformation in Bulgaria have been defined.

It can be confidently stated that the above contributions are in the field of the scientific
specialty Economics and Management (Industry) and can be assessed as a novelty for small
business management, entrepreneurship in small business, innovative entrepreneurship and
digital transformation.
