I General presentation of the PhD student

Anita Kyurova-Kalpakova graduated in 2020 with a Master’s degree in ,,Business
Management in the Creative Industries from De Montfort University, and in 2021 with a
Master’s degree in ,,Business Administration” from the Faculty of Economics of the South-
West University “Neofit Rilski” - Blagoevgrad. She is a full-time doctoral student since 2022
in the scientific specialty of ,,Economics and Management (Industry)“ in the department of
,Business Management and Marketing” of the faculty of Economics at the South-West
University “Neofit Rilski”- Blagoevgrad. She also possesses practical experience in the field of

marketing.

II. General characteristics of the dissertation work

The dissertation work includes an introduction, an exposition in three chapters and a
conclusion and it is in a volume of 217 standard text pages. The text includes 40 tables and 79

figures. The cited literature includes 365 titles. They demonstrate a sufficient scope of literature



research in the subject area of the dissertation. The literature sources are used in good faith and
accurately in the course of the doctoral study.

The content of the dissertation is divided into an introduction, an exposition in three
chapters, a conclusion, a list of references. There are 7 pages of appendices to the dissertation
work.

The language and style of the text are rigorous and relevant with the research scope. The
dissertation exhibits a high standard of formatting and organization, including the tables,
figures, etc.

The doctoral dissertation submitted for review represents an in-depth and
comprehensive scientific study of innovative entrepreneurship in small businesses in the
context of digital transformation. In terms of content, the doctoral student provides a structured
set of arguments that offer compelling justification for the relevance and significance of the
dissertation topic.

The mandatory attributes for a dissertation work — research hypotheses, object, subject,
goals of the dissertation work are precisely defined and aligned to clarify the problem of
innovative entrepreneurship in small business in the context of digital transformation. The
methods used and the limitations of the study are correctly stated. In this way, the framework
of the research is outlined. It is characterized by a sustained structure of the individual parts of
the exhibition and a clear logical connection. The structure of the work is aligned with the
research objectives. Due attention is devoted to the degree of theoretical development within
the scientific literature regarding the core problem of the dissertation.

The primary scientific thesis of the research is correctly formulated and remains
consistent with the topic and objectives of the dissertation.

The object and subject of the dissertation work are clearly and correctly defined.

The primary objective of the research is correctly formulated with specific scientific
tasks set to ensure its fulfilment. These five objectives are correctly defined.

The utilized research toolkit is well-suited for the scope of the study.

Given the research objectives, appropriate and sufficient in volume and scope sources
of the study are used. The doctoral student has studied and systematized a large amount of
information. The literature used is sufficient in volume and scope, relevant in content and
focused on the researched scientific question. The literature sources are cited in accordance
with established standards. The results from the empirical study conducted by the author are
also used. The extensive literature and other information is a prerequisite and basis for the in-

depth development of the research problem.



The quality of the development in this part would be further enhanced if the limitations
of the study and the difficulties it faced are indicated.

The appendix to the dissertation is well structured and presented, addressing the key
points of development, in particular the empirical research.

I believe that with the above characteristics, the dissertation is a complete scientific
work, comprehensively encompassing the theoretical, methodological and scientifically-

applied issues of the research conducted by the doctoral student.

I11. Evaluation of the content and main results of the dissertation work

In the dissertation work for review, the main requirements for scientific and applied
research are met, as a result of which the specific results are achieved. In general, the
dissertation work is distinguished by precision, logical consistency, thoroughness of the
research and an effort to consider the problems in a complex, in their mutual connection and
dependence.

In terms of content and main elements, the introduction covers what is needed for this
part of the dissertation. The individual elements of the introduction are well presented in
accordance with what is required and expected of it.

The first chapter of the dissertation examines the main issues related to the theoretical
framework of small business and innovative entrepreneurship. It is right to start with the
essence, features and characteristics of small business based on the literature review of the
evolution of concepts and perceptions in this regard. The theoretical determinants of
entrepreneurship in small business are presented. I consider the third paragraph, dedicated to
the essence, features and models of innovative entrepreneurship, to be particularly significant
from a content point of view, as it sets the focus of the dissertation. I believe that the first chapter
adequately sets the theoretical foundation of the study and deserves a positive assessment.

The second chapter examines the main problems of digital transformation and its impact
on the innovative development of small businesses. The text is well developed in terms of
content and structure. It can be seen from the presentation that the doctoral student has a
thorough knowledge of the issues falling within the subject area of this part. In accordance with
the topic, the object and the subject of the study, the work begins with a paragraph dedicated to
the essence and features of digital transformation. In the following paragraphs, the emphasis is

placed on the factor determinants of the digital transformation of entrepreneurial small



businesses and digitalization as a prerequisite for the development of innovative
entrepreneurship in small businesses.

I positively assess the content and structure of the third chapter, which presents the
empirical study that is carried out by the doctoral student about digital transformation and
innovative entrepreneurship in small businesses in Bulgaria. The first paragraph outlines the
methodological framework of this study. Appropriate research questions are formulated. The
necessary attention is properly paid to presenting the individual aspects of the methodology
used for the purposes of the study. The approach to forming the sample is presented and the
main characteristics of the respondents are outlined. The important methodological aspects of
the study are clarified, concerning: research toolkit and measurement; process; analysis;
limitations. The second paragraph of this chapter presents the results of the empirical study and
their interpretation. I definitely think this is the strongest part of the dissertation. The results of
the study are correctly presented and analysed, including being illustrated with appropriate
figures. Based on the obtained results, valuable, novel and scientifically-applied conclusions
are made. A strong point here is the content of the third and fourth paragraphs, in which, based
on the results of the empirical study, an in-depth analysis of the digital transformation in small
businesses in Bulgaria and its impact on their innovative development is made; specific
problems of innovative small businesses in the conditions of digital transformation in Bulgaria
and recommendations for digital development are outlined in a structured manner.

The conclusion presents the summarized results of the scientific research conducted in
the dissertation and formulates the main conclusions based on these results. I positively assess
the practical recommendations made, which are based on the empirical results obtained and
have contributory significance. Possible directions for further future research by the doctoral
student in the subject area under consideration are identified.

The content of the dissertation is specifically focused, without unnecessary digressions
and descriptions. The author analyses and brings out characteristics and features,
interrelationships and dependencies and expresses views and positions on the issues under

consideration, falling within the subject field of the study.

IV.  Evaluation of scientific and practical results and contributions

It can be argued that the dissertation student has conducted her own scientific research

and obtained original scientific results, on the basis of which she made her own analyses and

generalizations. The doctoral student formulated 5 contributions of a theoretical-



methodological and scientific-applied nature. The contributions are contained in the dissertation
and corresponds to the positive evaluations expressed in the review.

The author’s abstract is composed on the basis of the presentation of the dissertation
work and reflects the design and structure of the research and the results obtained. It meets the

accepted standards for composing a dissertation abstract.

V. Critical remarks and recommendations

The peer-reviewed work is a serious attempt at an in-depth study of the problems related
to innovative entrepreneurship in small businesses in the context of digital transformation. In
addition to the remarks and recommendations made in the comments of the individual parts of
the dissertation, some general ones can be made that do not detract from the merits of the
research, but aim to further increase its quality:

1. A clearer and more definitive emphasis could be placed on one’s own opinion
regarding the issues under consideration.

2. It would be beneficial to formulate key conclusions, recommendations, etc. at the end
of each chapter, derived from the analysis presented within that specific section.

Certain recommendations can be made to the doctoral candidate regarding their future
work:

1. Given that the dissertation topic is significant and concerns a very current scientific
and scientifically-applied problem, I believe that it will attract broad scientific interest. For this
reason, I recommend that the dissertation, after possible additions, revisions, etc. can be
published as a monograph.

2. The research on the problem related to innovative entrepreneurship in small
businesses in the context of digital transformation could be continued and deepened, given its
versatility and great economic and social significance.

I would like to pose the following question to the doctoral candidate:

How would you comment on the representativeness of the empirical research?

VI. Conclusion

The dissertation work submitted for review on the topic: ,,Innovative entrepreneurship
in small businesses in the context of digital transformation® is in accordance with the
requirements of the Academic Staff Development Act in the Republic of Bulgaria, the

Regulations for its implementation and the Internal Rules for Academic Staff Development at



South-West University "Neofit Rilski". The doctoral student meets the set minimum national
requirements for obtaining the educational and scientific degree “Doctor”. I firmly believe that
the topic of the dissertation work is relevant and the content of the work is original from a
scientific point of view. There is a clearly formulated problem, a scientific-methodological
framework is developed to address this problem, and an experimental study is conducted, the
results of which lead to conclusions and recommendations that represent indisputable scientific
and scientifically-applied contributions. I assess the doctoral candidate’s high level of
preparation and thorough knowledge within the dissertation's subject area.
