Abstract

The monographic study “Criminal Procedural Protection of the
Environment in the Context of Contemporary Challenges” represents a
comprehensive scientific research dedicated to one of the most dynamically
developing types of crime, namely environmental crimes. The study is based on
the understanding that environmental crimes are becoming increasingly complex,
transnational, and latent in nature, while simultaneously causing long-term and
often irreversible consequences for the environment, public health, and economic
stability. In this context, traditional criminal law and criminal procedural
mechanisms prove to be insufficient, necessitating a reconsideration of their
effectiveness and adaptation to new realities.

In the first chapter, "Contemporary Theories and Legal Framework of
Environmental Crimes,” an in-depth analysis of contemporary criminological
theories explaining the essence and specificity of environmental crime is carried
out. Particular attention is given to green criminology, the concept of ecocide, the
theory of crimes against the future, and the idea of generational claims. These
theoretical constructs expand the classical understanding of crime by including
not only humans but also nature as an independent value, as well as the interests
of future generations, within the scope of protection. On this basis, the necessity
for a new definitional framework of the concept of 'environmental crime' is
argued, in accordance with both national and European legal standards, which are
also analyzed in this chapter.

The second chapter, “Implementing Criminal Responsibility for
Environmental Crimes — Normative Framework and Practical Challenges”, 1s
dedicated to the analysis of criminal procedural mechanisms for implementing
criminal responsibility in environmental crimes. The features of investigation and
criminal prosecution have been examined, highlighting a number of practical
difficulties — related to the collection and assessment of evidence, establishing
causality, and the specifics of expert knowledge. Through statistical analysis, the



effectiveness of criminal justice in this area is evaluated, and in light of the new
Directive (EU) 2024/1203, key deficiencies are identified and directions for
improving the procedural framework are outlined.

The third chapter, “Restorative Justice in Criminal Proceedings for
Environmental Crimes: Concepts, Goals, and Challenges ”, develops the concept
of restorative justice as an alternative and complementary approach in criminal
proceedings for environmental crimes. The emphasis is placed on the need to
reorient the criminal process — from a model focused exclusively on punishing
the perpetrator to one that ensures effective restoration of the environmental
damage caused. In this context, the existing legal instruments are analyzed, a
comparative legal study is conducted, and specific proposals for legislative
amendments are formulated, aimed at introducing more effective mechanisms for
ecological restitution and expanding public access to justice.

In conclusion, the work supports the thesis that effective environmental
protection requires an integrated approach that combines criminal, procedural,
and restorative mechanisms. Particular importance is given to harmonizing
national legislation with European requirements, overcoming the fragmentation
of the legal framework, and building a comprehensive concept of criminal
procedural protection capable of responding to contemporary ecological
challenges.

The monograph has both theoretical and practical value, contributing to the
development of academic doctrine and offering practical solutions for improving
the criminal procedure framework in the field of environmental protection.

Abstract

This book is based on a successfully defended dissertation and represents
an in-depth scientific study of the criminal law protection of water as a component
of the environment in the Republic of Bulgaria. The work is interdisciplinary and
aims to clarify the existing criminal law mechanisms for the protection of water,
to reveal their weaknesses, and to propose guidelines for their improvement.



The first part examines the nature of water as a natural resource and an
object of legal protection. It analyzes water’s significance for ecosystems, the
economy, and public health, as well as the global issues related to water pollution
and scarcity. It traces the historical development of the legal framework in
Bulgaria and provides a systematic review of current national and European
legislation.

The second part is devoted to the general characteristics of criminal law
provisions ensuring the protection of water. Their blanket nature and their
dependence on administrative and environmental law are examined. The
elements of the criminal offenses are analyzed, as well as the issues related to the
relationship between criminal and administrative liability.

The scientific contribution of the study lies in the systematization and
critical analysis of the criminal law protection of water resources, the
identification of significant problems in the legal framework and practice, as well
as the formulation of specific proposals for legislative changes in accordance with
European standards and contemporary environmental policies.

protection within the European Union. The Directive is a reaction to the growing
environmental crime with a transnational dimension, requiring complex and
modern measures for prevention and punishment. The main practical challenges
arising from the transposition and application of the Directive are outlined. The
conclusion of the study underlines that in order to achieve the objectives of the
Directive and the effectiveness of the measures envisaged, it is not only necessary
to harmonize legislation, increase the capacity of law enforcement and
investigative authorities and enhance international cooperation, but it is essential
to develop standardized investigative methods in relation to the different
environmental crimes, taking into account their specificities. Efforts in this
direction are indeed worthwhile, because the objective pursued is the protection
of the environment, so important to our existence.

Working in prisons is associated with high levels of stress, which have a
significant impact on the mental well-being of prison staff. This study examines
the relationship between occupational stress, life satisfaction, and mental health
of staff in Bulgarian prisons. Combining qualitative methods (in-depth interviews
and focus groups), the study identifies the main factors influencing staff well-
being. The results show that work-related stress contributes to anxiety, low life
satisfaction, and security concerns. In addition, staff report health problems,
including sleep disorders and an increased risk of chronic diseases. The data
highlight the need to improve working conditions and provide psychological,
legal, and health support. The article contributes to the understanding of the
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unique challenges faced by staff in the penitentiary system. These efforts are
crucial to sustainable prison management and mitigating the negative impacts of
stress on staff.
