PhD D. Atanasova actively participates in the educational and
pedagogical activities at SWU. She gives lectures on the academic subject of
"Criminal Procedure" and conducts exercises on the academic subjects of
"Criminal Law" and "Criminal Procedure". She performs her duties in good
faith as a lecturer in the above-mentioned academic disciplines.
2.2. Assessment of the scientific and scientific-applied activity
In the light of the scientific activity of Ass. PhD D. Atanasova it should be
mentioned the fact that he presented the monograph “Criminal Procedural
Protection of the Environment in the Context of Contemporary Challenges” as a
habilitation work. The mentioned candidate's monograph is a significant
comprehensive scientific study in this field. It can definitely be said that it fills a
gap in our legal literature. At the same time, in the other publications presented,
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the author has analyzed various legal issues related to criminal law, criminal
procedure, and environmental law.

2.3. Assessment of scientific and practical results and contributions of
the presented for participation in competition scientific production

The scientific results of Ass. PhD D. Atanasova in the field of the criminal
law, criminal procedure, and environmental law, I assess as an emphatically
significant and significant.

2.3.1. Evaluation of the scientific and scientific applied contributions of
the monograph “Criminal Procedure Protection of the Environment in the
Context of Contemporary Challenges”, presented as a habilitation work

Among the scientific publications submitted by Ass. PhD D. Atanasova for
participation in the competition, in view of their contributions, the most
important is to evaluate her habilitation work “Criminal Procedural Protection of
the Environment in the Context of Contemporary Challenges”. In structural
terms, it is subdivided into: introduction (pp. 8-13); 3 chapters, namely: Chapter
One. Contemporary theories and legal framework of environmental crimes (pp.
14-61); Chapter Two. Enforcement of criminal liability for environmental
crimes — regulatory framework and practical challenges (pp. 62-103); Chapter
Three. Restorative justice in criminal proceedings for environmental crimes.
Concepts, objectives and challenges (pp. 104-132); Conclusion (pp. 133-138);
Bibliography (pp. 139-153), which includes a total of 148 titles, including 12
laws of the Republic of Bulgaria and legal acts of the European Union, 57
literary sources in Cyrillic and 40 literary sources in Latin, 39 Internet resources
and an appendix containing a questionnaire (pp. 154-155). The scientific
contributions in this monograph and in the other presented publications in the
field of the criminal law, criminal procedure and environmental law are
expressed in the enrichment of existing knowledge through the proposed novelty
in the research of a number of legal problems.

The specific scientific and practical results and contributions of the
candidate in the habilitation work “Criminal Procedural Protection of the
Environment in the Context of Contemporary Challenges” can be outlined as
follows:

1. a very good analysis of contemporary criminological theories and
concepts about environmental crimes (pp. 14-30);

2. a successful analysis of Bulgarian legislation and European Union law
related to environmental crimes (pp. 31-58), combined with an original opinion
on the difficulties in applying the provisions on environmental crimes in the
Penal Code (PC - SG, Ne 26 of 1968, as amended and supplemented) for reasons
related to terminology, references to, and the multitude of legislative acts on
environmental protection in Bulgarian and European legislation (pp. 36-41);

3. a very good analysis of the characteristic features of environmental
crime (pp. 59-61);
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4. a successful analysis of the criminal procedural legal framework for the
investigation of environmental crimes under Bulgarian law (pp. 62-67, 69-79),
combined with an original opinion on the need to create joint teams between
administrative control bodies and investigative authorities when investigating
environmental crimes in our country (p. 66);

5. a successful analysis of the criminal procedural legal framework for the
prosecution of environmental crimes under Bulgarian law (pp. 67-69, 79-82);

6. a very good statistical analysis of the realized criminal liability for
environmental crimes in the period 2020-2025 (pp. 83-91);

7. a very good analysis of Directive (EU) 2024/1203 of the European
Parliament and of the Council of 11.04.2024 on the protection of the
environment through criminal law and replacing Directives 2008/99/EC and
2009/123/EC (OJ L, 2024/1203, 30.4.2024) (pp. 42-52, 91-103);

8. a successful conceptual analysis of the restoration of damage caused by
environmental crimes in criminal proceedings, referred to by the author as
"restorative justice in an environmental context" (pp. 104-112);

9. a successful conceptual analysis of compensation for damage caused by
environmental crimes (pp. 104-112);

10. author's proposals de lege ferenda for amendments and supplements to
the PC and the Penal Procedure Code (PPC — SG, Ne 86 of 2005, amended and
supplemented) with a view to transposing Directive (EU) 2024/1203 into
Bulgarian legislation with regard to environmental damage (pp. 117-124);

11. author's proposals de lege ferenda for amendments and supplements to
the PPC with a view to transposing Directive (EU) 2024/1203 into Bulgarian
law with regard to public access to justice in environmental crimes (pp. 124-
132);

12. in the conclusion are made a number of useful conclusions for legal
science and practice from a considered legal issues (pp. 133-138).

2.3.2. Evaluation of the scientific and scientific applied contributions of
the articles, submitted for participation in the competition

In summary, it can be pointed out that the scientific articles submitted by
the candidate in the competition have a contributing scientific theoretical and
practical significance for the analysis of separate legal problems related to the
criminal law, criminal procedure, and environmental law.

2.4. Assessment of the personal contribution of the candidate

The above mentioned contributions in the scientific production and the
results obtained are the personal merit of the candidate for attendance in the
competition. They are conditioned by the conscientious and systematic exercised
teaching and scientific activity of Ass. PhD D. Atanasova in the FLH at the
SWU.

3. Critical remarks and recommendations

Some critical remarks and recommendations, mainly of editorial nature,
can be made to the presented habilitation work as the monograph “Criminal
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Procedural Protection of the Environment in the Context of Contemporary
Challenges™.

3.1. Critical remarks

1. On page 10, footnote 7, it would be appropriate to indicate, after the title
of Directive (EU) 2024/1203, the number and year of the “Official Journal of the
European Union” (OJ), serie “L”, in which this directive was published, namely
OJ L, 2024/1203, 30.4.2024, and on p. 41, footnote 36, the same applies to
Directive 2008/99/EC of the European Parliament and of the Council of
19.11.2008 on the protection of the environment through criminal law, namely
OB L 328, 6.12.2008, as well as on p. 116, footnote 97, and in relation to
Regulation (EU) 2024/1991 of the European Parliament and of the Council of
24.06.2024 on nature restoration and amending Regulation (EU) 2022/869,
namely - OB L, 2024/1991, 29 July 2024. At the same time, it is appropriate on
pages 99-100, after the title of the Protection of Persons Threatened in
Connection with Criminal Proceedings Act, to indicate the number and year of
the SG in which it was promulgated, namely State Gazette Ne 103 of 2004, as
the same is relevant on page 112, footnote 91 to the Mediation Act, namely State
Gazette Ne 110 of 2004.

2. In some places, more detailed bibliographic data for the cited literary
source 1s missing, €.g.: a) on p. 78, footnote 74, regarding the second edition of
the monograph by American author S. Drielak (there is no information about the
place of publication and publisher, namely Illinois (USA): Charles C. Thomas
Publisher Ltd and besides his names had to be written as in the citation below
the line on p. 78, as well as on p. 146, literary source No. 27 in the bibliography
in Latin); b) on p. 34, footnote 31, and on p. 143, literary source No. 44 in the
bibliography, there is no information about the place, publisher, and year of
publication of G. Penchev's textbook on environmental law, general part, third
revised and supplemented edition, namely Sofia: Ciela Publishing House, 2023.

3. It is appropriate that the proposals de lege ferenda for improving
Bulgarian legislation on the restoration of environmental damage in the context
of Directive (EU) 2024/1203, instead of appearing in Chapter Three on pages
117-123, should be included in the conclusion of the monograph.

3.2. Recommendations

1. The author's main scientific thesis, which appears in the introduction on
p. 12, could have been presented as one of the conclusions in the monograph's
conclusion.

2. It would have been preferable if the use of the term "restorative justice"
on page 20 had been accompanied by a clarification by the author in the first
chapter that this term is used conditionally in the sense of justice, related not
only to the punishment of the offender, but also to his obligation to repair the
damages caused to the environment in the framework of the criminal
proceedings.
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3. It is appropriate for the author to reconsider his essentially controversial
opinion on pp. 128-129 regarding the classification of components of the
environment as "victims" of crime (i.e., as "injured parties" in criminal
proceedings) in the context of the possible participation of the interested public
in criminal proceedings, since the prevailing opinion in our criminal law
doctrine is that separate natural resources are the subject of the relevant crime
against the environment. Furthermore, classifying natural resources as legal
persons is a highly controversial approach in light of contemporary
environmental, civil, criminal and criminal procedure legislation of developed
countries, including EU member states. The example of New Zealand's 2017
Whanganui River Claims Settlement Act (Te Awa Tapua (Whanganui River
Claims Settlement) Act, 2017), cited on pp. 109-109, is too specific for
demographic and historical reasons for that country and requires in-depth
discussion on the necessity and effectiveness of such an approach. In this regard,
I consider that the better approach is not in classifying natural resources as legal
persons with a view to their participation as "victims" of environmental crimes,
through their representatives, in criminal proceedings, but in taking the
following legal measures in the legislation of each country: a) educating the
younger generation in a spirit of love to nature; b) effective legal measures for
the greening of education, science and culture; and c) effective implementation
of: aa) national environmental legislation; bb) environmental legislation of the
European Union (EU) in Member States; cc) international treaties in the field of
environmental protection with participation of the relevant country, respectively
of the EU.

3.3. Assessment of the impact of the critical remarks and
recommendations on the scientific meaning of the habilitation work

The mentioned critical remarks and recommendations do not at all
minimize the importance and usefulness of the habilitation work presented by
the candidate. I can definitely say that the monograph of Ass. PhD D. Atanasova
“Criminal Procedural Protection of the Environment in the Context of
Contemporary Challenges” has all the qualifications for her habilitation as an
associate professor of SWU in area of higher education 3. “Social, Economic
and Legal Sciences”, professional field 3.6. “Law”, scientific specialty “Penal
Procedure”, and that in general it represents a significant scientific and applied
contribution.

CONCLUSION

In conclusion, after acquaintance with the materials and scientific works
presented in the competition, an analysis of their importance and the scientific
and scientific-applied contributions contained therein, as well as of the lecturer’s
activity of the candidate in the competition:

1. I consider that Ass. PhD Daniela Dimitrova Atanasova fully meet the
requirements of Art. 24, par. 1 of DASRBA, Art. 53, par. 1 of RIDASRBA and
Articles 80-82 of IRDASSWU for election to the academic position of
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“Associate Professor” in area of higher education 3. “Social, Economic and
Legal Sciences”, professional field 3.6. “Law”, scientific specialty ‘“Penal
Procedure”.

2. I give, on the ground of Art. 26, par. 3 of DASRBA, Art. 57, par. 3 and
Art. 57a, par. 1 of RIDASRBA, and Art. 83, par. 5 of IRDASSWU, positive
opinion to the teachers and scientific research activity of Ass. PhD Daniela
Dimitrova Atanasova, which motivates me definitely towards positive
conclusion for her to be elected on academic position “Associate Professor”.

3. I recommend to the Scientific Juri, on the ground of Art. 27a, par. 1 of
DASRBA, Art. 58, par. 1 of RIDASRBA and Art. 85, par. 1 of IRDASSWU, to
prepare a report with suggestion to the Council of Faculty of the FLH at the
SWU to elect Ass. PhD Daniela Dimitrova Atanasova on academic position
“Associate Professor” of the SWU in area of higher education 3. “Social,
Economic and Legal Sciences”, professional field 3.6. “Law”, scientific
specialty “Penal Procedure”, for the needs of the Department “Public Law
Sciences” of the FLH at the SWU.
