implementation, and the university’s internal rules.

I. Brief biographical information of the candidate

One candidate—Assistant Professor Daniela Dimitrova Atanasova, Ph.D.—is
participating in the announced competition for the academic position of “Associate
Professor” in Criminal Procedure. The candidate completed her higher education in the
“Law” at the Faculty of Law and History of South-West University “Neofit Rilski.” In
2018, she continued her studies at the same university after being enrolled as a doctoral
student in the Department of Public Law at the Faculty of Law and History of South-
West University “Neofit Rilski.” She earned her doctoral degree following a public
defense on December 1, 2022, of her dissertation titled “Waters in the Republic of
Bulgaria and Their Criminal Law Protection”, thereby laying the foundation for a
lasting academic interest in environmental crime and its criminal prosecution. The
candidate began her teaching career in 2018 as an part-time lecturer.



Since February 2023, Dr. Atanasova has held the academic position of “Assistant
Professor” in the Department of Public Law at the Faculty of Law of South-West
University “Neofit Rilski” and continues to hold this position to this day. Her teaching
activities are focused on criminal law and criminal procedure; as evidenced by the
documents submitted with her application, her teaching load includes both seminar
exercises (in the courses “Criminal Procedure Law” and “Criminal Law”), as well as
lecture courses (in the subject “Criminal Procedure Law”).

The candidate’s professional profile is characterized by a combination of
academic and practical training. Prior to and in parallel with her teaching activities,
Assoc. Prof. Atanasova has gained substantial practical experience as a attorney-at-law
in private practice, as well as a senior legal advisor at the “Basin Directorate” of the
Ministry of Environment and Water and at the Road Infrastructure Agency. This
practical experience is directly reflected in her scientific research, which is
characterized by a clear applied focus.

The submitted documents certify that the candidate meets the requirements of the
Law on the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, the
regulations for its implementation, and the internal rules of the university. There is no
evidence of plagiarism or other violations of academic ethics.

II. Summary of the Candidate’s Academic Qutput

Seven scholarly works have been submitted for the competition, including one
monograph, one book based on a dissertation, and five publications consisting of
articles and papers, some of which have been published in peer-reviewed international
journals indexed in Web of Science, demonstrating a commitment to engaging in a
broader scholarly debate. The scholarly output is relevant to the announced competition
in criminal procedure and demonstrates the necessary thematic focus and scientific
merit .

In quantitative terms, the candidate’s scientific output meets the requirements
and criteria set forth in the national scientometric indicators for professional field 3.6
Law for the academic position of “associate professor.” In terms of citations, the
candidate is significantly above the norm, and regarding the additional requirements—
which exclude the Law specialty—based on participation in internal university projects
and projects funded by the Scientific Research Fund, the candidate has 45 points.

I11. Evaluation of the scientific and practical results and contributions of
the work submitted for the competition

The submitted monograph on the topic “Criminal Procedural Protection of the
Environment in the Context of Contemporary Challenges” is 156 pages long and is
structured into an introduction, three chapters, a conclusion, a bibliography, and an
appendix containing an empirical study. Given the growing importance of
environmental issues and the need for effective countermeasures against this type of
crime, the topic is highly relevant. Even at first glance, the well-thought-out structure
of the study is striking, ensuring logical coherence and clarity in the presentation. The
author traces the development of the research problem, skillfully moving from
theoretical frameworks to the applicable legal framework and practical dimensions.



This structural approach allows for the full realization of the research potential of the
work.

In Chapter one, “Contemporary Theories and the Legal Framework of
Environmental Crimes”, which is devoted to contemporary theoretical concepts and
the legal framework of environmental crimes, the author’s commitment to
interdisciplinarity is evident. Particularly valuable is the critical analysis of the
traditional approach to crime, which reveals its limitations in assessing acts affecting
the environment. It is striking that the author consistently traces the development of
scholarly views—from traditional criminological frameworks to contemporary
concepts such as “ecocide,” “generational claims,” and “crimes against the future”—
examining them not in isolation but through a broader legal perspective. These
concepts are highly relevant and reflect the new challenges facing not only
environmental crime but also the law. In the case law of the European Court of Human
Rights, arguments regarding intergenerational claims have already acquired judicial
relevance: in the case of Verein KlimaSeniorinnen Schweiz and Others v. Switzerland
(Grand Chamber, April 9, 2024), the Court found a violation in that Switzerland had
not taken sufficient measures against climate change, whereas in Duarte Agostinho and
Others v. Portugal and 32 Others (April 9, 2024), a similar complaint was declared
inadmissible on procedural grounds—a fact that simultaneously highlights the
possibility of effective judicial protection and the need for procedural and regulatory
reforms at the national level to ensure that intergenerational claims are actually
considered. From a civil law perspective, the question arises as to the adequacy of the
classical institutions of tort liability in relation to new forms of harm characterized by
collectivity, duration, and future-oriented nature. It is worth noting as a contribution of
this work the identification of the specific features of environmental crime through the
lens of the European and national legal frameworks.

Chapter Two, “Enforcing Criminal Liability for Environmental Crimes:
Regulatory Framework and Practical Challenges,” systematically and thoroughly
examines the alignment of the Bulgarian legal framework with the actual
manifestations of environmental crime and the requirements for the transposition of
new Directive (EU) 2024/1203 on the protection of the environment through criminal
law. The specific features of investigating environmental crimes are identified.
Concrete measures are proposed to improve investigative activities, evidentiary
processes, and criminal prosecution. Based on empirical data (2020-2025), a
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compelling analysis is provided of the difference between administrative and criminal
sanctions and the need for specialized investigative teams.

Chapter Three, “Restorative Justice in Criminal Proceedings for Environmental
Crimes, ” provides a systematic and well-reasoned overview of restorative mechanisms
in the context of environmental crimes and presents valuable comparative legal models
(New Zealand, Australia, Spain, Italy) that could serve as a basis for adaptation in
Bulgarian law. Chapter Three represents a significant scientific and practical
contribution with clearly argued and practically applicable de lege ferenda proposals
that deserve to be adopted and further developed during the legislative implementation
of new environmental protection standards.

Among the scientific contributions, the following can be specifically
highlighted:

* A comprehensive analysis and assessment of Directive (EU) 2024/1203 on the
protection of the environment through criminal law, with specific recommendations
for its transposition into Bulgarian law;

* The specific de lege ferenda proposals set forth in Chapter Three;

» The empirical analysis on the basis of which the main problems related to the
prosecution of environmental crimes have been identified.

V. Critical Comments and Recommendations

| would recommend that the candidate further develop this monograph by
expanding and deepening the analysis regarding the protection of the interests of future
generations, the legal mechanisms for achieving this, and the potential obstacles to their
implementation in both European and Bulgarian legislation.
