OPINION

Social, Economic and
Legal Sciences, professional field 3.6 Law (Criminal Procedure), announced by
South-West University “Neofit Rilski” — Blagoevgrad (State Gazette, No.
107/12.12.2025)

Regarding the the scientific, applied scientific and professional-academic
activities and publications submitted by Assistant Professor Daniela Dimitrova
Atanasova, Ph.D. — the sole candidate in the competition

By order of the Rector of South-West University “Neofit Rilski,” I have
been appointed as a member of the academic jury in the competition for the
academic position of “Associate Professor” in the professional field 3.6 Law
(Criminal Procedure). The competition was announced in the State Gazette, No.
107 of December 12, 2025, and the only admitted candidate is Assistant Professor
Dr. Daniela Dimitrova Atanasova.

In fulfillment of my duties and in compliance with the requirements of the
Law on the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, the
Regulations for its implementation, and the internal rules of the University, I
hereby present the following opinion:

1. Summary of the Candidate’s Academic QOutput and Activities

Assistant Professor Daniela Atanasova graduated in Law from South-West
University “Neofit Rilski.” In 2010, she obtained a Master’s degree in
International Relations, and in 2022 she defended her doctoral dissertation
entitled “Water in the Republic of Bulgaria and Its Criminal Law Protection.” Her
professional experience includes practice as an attorney, Senior Legal Advisor at
the Basin Directorate “West Aegean Region” within the Ministry of Environment
and Water, and Senior Legal Advisor at the Road Infrastructure Agency. Since
2023, she has been an Assistant Professor in Criminal Law and Criminal
Procedure at the Faculty of Law of South-West University. She conducts seminars
in Criminal Law and delivers lectures in Criminal Procedure, and actively
participates in student training through academic clubs and mock criminal trials.



Her professional profile combines academic research, teaching, and
practical legal experience, which constitutes a significant advantage in the study
of criminal law and criminal procedure issues.

The candidate’s scholarly output is focused on the criminal law and
criminal procedural protection of the environment, demonstrating consistency in
her research interests. The studies are developed within a coherent conceptual
framework aimed at improving legal mechanisms for combating environmental
crime and enhancing the regulatory framework in line with contemporary
European standards. The submitted materials include a monograph entitled “
Criminal Procedural Protection of the Environment in the Context of Current
Challenges” (habilitation thesis), a book based on the defended doctoral
dissertation, and five scientific publications in specialized journals in Bulgaria
and abroad, some of which are indexed in Web of Science, Ulrich, and ERIH+.

With regard to the subject of the competition — Criminal Procedure — it
should be noted that several publications are directly relevant to this field,
namely:

1.“Expert and Procedural Competence in Criminal Proceedings for the
Protection of the Environment”;

2.“Characterisation of Environmental Damage in Water Crime”;

3.“Environmental Protection and the New Safeguards Provided in
Directive (EU) 2024/1203 on the Protection of the Environment through Criminal
Law.”

These works address procedural aspects of the investigation and
prosecution of environmental crimes and therefore fall within the scope of the
announced competition.

The candidate has provided evidence of compliance with the minimum
national requirements under Article 2b of the Law on the Development of
Academic Staff for appointment to the position of Associate Professor. The

submitted academic output meets, and in certain indicators exceeds, the
established thresholds.

II. Evaluation of the Scientific and Practical Results and Contributions
The submitted habilitation thesis, “Criminal Procedural Protection of the
Environment in the Context of Current Challenges” has a total length of 156
pages and is clearly and logically structured, comprising an introduction, three
chapters, a conclusion, a bibliography, and an appendix (a survey conducted
among magistrates). The bibliography includes 146 sources in Cyrillic, Latin, and



online resources, while the use of 104 footnotes demonstrates a high level of
scientific rigor and depth of research. The structure ensures a coherent transition
between the theoretical, normative, and practical dimensions of the subject
matter.

Chapter One, devoted to the theoretical framework, is characterized by
conceptual coherence and an interdisciplinary approach. The author builds upon
existing criminological models and integrates them into the field of criminal
procedure. A significant scholarly contribution is the in-depth analysis of the
absence of a legal definition of environmental crime in Bulgarian law, leading to
the formulation of a well-founded and systematic definitional model aligned with
European standards.

Chapter Two, focusing on procedural mechanisms and investigative
practice, provides an original and systematic analysis of the existing criminal
procedure framework. The study goes beyond a descriptive approach and offers
a conceptual interpretation of identified legal deficiencies and practical
challenges. The author convincingly demonstrates a structural imbalance between
active administrative enforcement and the relatively limited effectiveness of
criminal prosecution, based on both normative and empirical analysis.

A major contribution of this chapter is the detailed examination of
evidentiary specificities in environmental crimes, including the need for timely
procedural actions, proper sampling, expert involvement, and comprehensive
damage assessment. The necessity of adapting procedural mechanisms to the
specific nature of environmental evidence is convincingly argued.

Particularly noteworthy are the de lege ferenda proposals aimed at
improving the criminal procedural framework. These include measures for timely
referral to investigative authorities, early involvement of experts, and enhanced
coordination between administrative and criminal bodies, especially in light of
the forthcoming transposition of European requirements.

The chapter also makes a notable contribution by conceptualizing the issue
of cumulative and future environmental harm in criminal proceedings—an issue
addressed systematically for the first time in Bulgarian legal scholarship. The
inclusion of European mechanisms for cross-border cooperation further enriches
the analysis.

Special attention should be given to the focused and practice-oriented
examination of the new requirements introduced by Directive (EU) 2024/1203,
analyzed in relation to necessary amendments to the criminal procedure
framework. The author identifies key reform areas, including the introduction of



effective evidentiary mechanisms, specialized training for competent authorities,
and the establishment of specialized units for handling environmental crime
cases. Emphasis is also placed on the need for a legally regulated system for
statistical data collection and exchange, as well as on strengthening whistleblower
protection through amendments to procedural law. The necessity of introducing
measures ensuring effective environmental protection, including restoration and
compensation mechanisms, is convincingly argued.

Chapter Three, devoted to restorative justice in the context of
environmental crime, offers an in-depth theoretical and comparative analysis. The
author substantiates the need for a transition toward an integrated model
combining punitive and restorative approaches, in which environmental
restoration and protection of the public interest are central elements of criminal
justice.

The chapter examines contemporary models of restorative justice,
including expanded notions of “victimhood,” the role of natural entities, and
various restorative practices, supported by comparative examples from foreign
legal systems.

A particularly significant contribution lies in the development of concrete
proposals for institutionalizing restorative mechanisms within Bulgarian criminal
law and procedure. These proposals are normatively structured, practically
oriented, and aligned with European standards. The analysis also addresses the
expansion of access to justice through public participation, including procedural
rights for environmental organizations.

Overall, the monograph represents a comprehensive, in-depth, and original
scholarly work with clear theoretical and practical relevance. It makes a
substantial contribution to the development of criminal procedure scholarship and
has the potential to influence both legal practice and future legislative
developments in the field of environmental protection.

The candidate’s additional publications further develop and refine the
research topic. They address both the requirements of Directive (EU) 2024/1203
and the procedural and evidentiary aspects of environmental crime, while also
examining the elements of environmental offences and the nature of
environmental harm. The overall body of work 1is characterized by
methodological rigor and a clear contribution to the modernization of criminal
law and criminal procedure in line with European standards.

V1. Critical Remarks



Alongside its significant scholarly contributions, the study allows for
certain recommendations aimed at its further development. In future research, the
author could deepen the comparative legal analysis, particularly with regard to
the practice of other European jurisdictions in applying criminal law mechanisms
for environmental protection. Furthermore, greater analytical depth could be
achieved in examining the interaction between competent authorities, especially
the Ministry of Environment and Water, the Prosecutor’s Office, and the Regional
Inspectorates for Environment and Water. Such development would contribute to
a clearer identification of practical challenges and opportunities for improved
institutional coordination.

VII. Conclusion

The documents and scholarly works submitted by Dr. Daniela Dimitrova
Atanasova comply with the requirements of the Law on the Development of
Academic Staff, its implementing regulations, and the internal rules of the
University. The required volume of scholarly output, published after the
acquisition of the Ph.D. degree, is present, thus fulfilling the legal criteria for
participation in the competition.

The candidate’s research focuses on relevant and significant issues in
criminal procedure, with particular emphasis on the criminal procedural
protection of the environment. Of particular value are the de lege ferenda
proposals, including the drafting of specific provisions introducing the measure
of “environmental restoration” into the Code of Criminal Procedure. These
proposals demonstrate original scholarly contribution and a clearly articulated
conceptual vision aimed at improving procedural mechanisms for effective
environmental protection.

For these reasons, I give my positive evaluation and support the
appointment of Assistant Professor Dr. Daniela Dimitrova Atanasova to the
academic position of “Associate Professor” in the professional field 3.6 Law
(Criminal Procedure) at South-West University “Neofit Rilski.”
