By Order No. 176 dated 30.01.2026 of the Rector of SWU “Neofit Rilski” —
Prof. Dr. Nikolay Marin, | have been appointed as a member of the scientific jury
In connection with a competition for the academic position of “Associate
Professor,” announced in the State Gazette No. 107 of 12.12.2025, in the
professional field 3.6 “Law” (Criminal Procedure). At the first meeting of the
scientific jury, | was assigned to prepare an opinion. In fulfillment of the rector's
order and the decision of the scientific jury, guided by the requirements of the Law
on the Development of the Academic Staff of the Republic of Bulgaria, its
Implementation Rules, and the Internal Rules for the Development of the
Academic Staff at SWU “Neofit Rilski,” I submit for the consideration of the
esteemed members of the scientific jury the following observations and
conclusions, as well as the reasoned conclusion derived from them.



I.Summary Data on the Scientific Production and Activities of the
Candidate

The scientific production presented by the candidate, Assoc. Prof. Dr. Daniela
Dimitrova Atanasova, corresponds to the nature of the announced competition,
namely — criminal procedure. It includes publications in several scientific fields:
(1) issues related to the criminal procedural protection of the environment (the
presented habilitation work and publications Ne 3, 5, and 7 from the list of
publications); (2) characteristics of environmental crimes, based not only on their
substantive legal features but also on their procedural aspects, analysis of the role
of expert and procedural competence in the investigation of environmental crimes
(publications Ne 6, 7); as well as (3) publications dedicated to the mental well-
being and professional stress of employees in places of deprivation of liberty
(publication Ne 4).

In quantitative terms, the scientific output meets the requirements and criteria
set out in the national scientometric indicators for professional field 3.6 Law for
holding the academic position of "Associate Professor” (according to indicator
groups A and G), significantly exceeding them in indicator D, and in indicator E,
although not required, 45 points are presented from participation in internal
university projects and a project under the Scientific Research Fund. There is a
reference supported by the relevant written evidence, with the publications
distributed as follows:

 a major monograph ""Criminal Procedural Protection of the Environment
in the Context of Contemporary Challenges', Blagoevgrad, Neofit Rilski
University Press, 2026, 156 pages, ISBN 978-954-00-0447-1, which corresponds
to the legally established requirements (in ZRASRB) for a "monograph”, as it
comprehensively and fully investigates a specific problem, and undoubtedly
represents an independent authorial study;

+ three articles (co-authored), published in English in 2024 and 2025
respectively, two of which are in journals indexed in Web of Science and Ulrich,
and the third in a journal from the National Reference List;

* two independent articles in Bulgarian in the journal "Law, Politics,
Administration,” indexed in ERIH+, and in a peer-reviewed collection from a
conference held at the Faculty of Legal History at SWU "Neofit Rilski".



The candidate's pedagogical activity is also sufficient. The candidate Dr.
Daniela Dimitrova Atanasova has been working under a full-time employment
contract as an assistant in the Faculty of Law and History at Southwest University
"Neofit Rilski" since February 2023, after defending her dissertation in 2022 on the
topic: "Waters in the Republic of Bulgaria and their criminal-law protection." She
has conducted seminars and lectures in the subjects: "Criminal Law" and "Criminal
Procedure" for students in the "National Security" program and the "Law" program
— both full-time and part-time, as well as preparatory sessions before state exams in
criminal law. She has participated in the training of students from the criminal law
sciences club. Prior to that, the candidate has many years of professional
experience as a freelance lawyer, senior legal counsel at the '‘Basin Directorate' of
the 'Western Black Sea Region' at the Ministry of Environment and Water, and as
senior legal counsel at the 'Road Infrastructure' Agency.

Il. Characterization of the Candidate's Scientific and Applied Scientific
Output

From the publications listed by the candidate, | accept for review the presented
monograph "'Criminal Procedural Protection of the Environment in the
Context of Contemporary Challenges", Blagoevgrad, Neofit Rilski University
Publishing House, 2026, 156 pages, ISBN 978-954-00-0447-1; two articles in
English, published in journals indexed in Web of Science and Ulrich; three articles
in bulgarian and english in the journal "Law, Politics, Administration" and a
collection from a conference held at the Faculty of Law and History at Southwest
University "Neofit Rilski".

In accordance with the requirements of the ZRASRB and its implementing
regulations, the candidate has the following scientometric indicators:

« GROUP A. Dissertation for the award of the educational and scientific
degree "Doctor” on the topic: "Waters in the Republic of Bulgaria and their
criminal law protection", diploma Ne 0605 / 01.02.2023 — 50 points.

* GROUP B. Published monograph, presented as the main habilitation work
"Criminal Procedural Protection of the Environment in the Context of
Current Challenges™, Blagoevgrad, Neofit Rilski University Publishing House,



2026, 156 pages, ISBN 978-954-00-0447-1 — 100 points. The monograph is a
thorough and independent study in Bulgarian legal science, dedicated to the
investigation of environmental crimes in the context of global environmental crises
and the new Directive (EU) 2024/1203.

* GROUP G. Five articles in English and Bulgarian are presented, published in
journals indexed by Web of Science, Ulrich, ERIH+, and the National Reference
List — 118.75 points.

* GROUP D. Evidence has been presented for the cited — 120 points, which
significantly exceeds the required 50 points.

* GROUP E. The candidate in the competition presents evidence for 45 points
from participation in intra-university projects and a project under the Scientific
Research Fund.

The submitted habilitation work has a total length of 156 pages and is
structured into an introduction, three chapters, and a conclusion, bibliography (146
titles in Cyrillic, Latin letters, and online sources) and an appendix (a survey
conducted among magistrates). Its individual parts sequentially examine the
theoretical framework, procedural mechanisms, and restorative justice. This
provides a logical and consistent transition between the conceptual, normative, and
practical dimensions of the topic. Also impressive is the scientific apparatus of 104
footnotes.

In Chapter One, "Contemporary Theories and the Legal Framework of
Environmental Crimes,” emphasis is placed on diverse criminological theories —
from traditional criminology to concepts such as "ecocide,” "generational lawsuit,"
"crimes against the future,” and others, which demonstrates depth of analysis and
an effort toward an interdisciplinary approach. The author highlights the limitations
of the formal approach, which recognizes only criminalized acts. This is an
important emphasis that raises the question of the need to expand the definition of
environmental crime. The cited reports from UNEP, INTERPOL, WWF, and
EUROJUST lend weight to the analysis and place it in an international context.
The author demonstrates good knowledge not only in the field of criminal law and
procedure, but also in international public law and European Union law.

Chapter Two, 'Enforcement of Criminal Responsibility for Environmental
Crimes — Regulatory Framework and Practical Challenges," offers a systematic
analysis of criminal procedural mechanisms, emphasizing the specifics of



environmental crimes — the dynamic nature of evidence, the need for rapid
response, and the lack of specialized procedures. The chapter is oriented towards
real enforcement problems — the lack of expertise and technical preparation,
ineffective coordination between competent authorities, and loss of evidence. The
author combines legal, environmental, and technical aspects, which is particularly
important in environmental crimes, where the interaction between different
sciences is key. The chapter is extremely topical and aligned with the new
requirements of the EU, proposing the transposition of Directive (EU) 2024/1203
through specific amendments to the Bulgarian Criminal Procedure Code.

Chapter Three, "Restorative Justice in Criminal Proceedings for Environmental
Crimes: Concepts, Goals, and Challenges," offers an unconventional but extremely
timely perspective on criminal justice—through restorative mechanisms.
Restorative justice is rarely considered in the context of environmental crimes,
which makes this chapter innovative and with potential for the development of
legal theory and practice. Examples from other European countries are presented,
allowing for the extraction of best practices and models for adaptation in Bulgarian
legislation. The chapter is aligned with the new goals of the EU, proposing specific
guidelines for legislative changes related to the restoration of environmental
damage. The chapter is in harmony with the EU's environmental policy, which
increasingly emphasizes sustainability, restoration, and citizen participation.

Overall, the text is well-organized, with clearly distinguished chapters and
sections. There is a logical transition between topics and a convincing authorial
argumentation. The author demonstrates concern for environmental protection and
places the law at the service of the public good, which is particularly important in
the context of environmental challenges. The proposals made de lege ferenda are
relevant, well-argued, and can serve the legislator for the effective transposition of
Directive (EU) 2024/1203.

Among the scientific contributions, the following can be especially highlighted:

* From a methodological perspective, the scientific problems have been
analyzed based on classical and most contemporary criminological views on
environmental crimes. Some of the examined foreign scientific views and
approaches (e.g., generational claims - Agostinho v. Portugal, KlimaSeniorinnen,
etc.), characteristic of the law of the Council of Europe and of contemporary
international law, will certainly have to be reconsidered in the context of our
national legislation.



« It is particularly valuable that the work creates a scientific basis for the
upcoming transposition of Directive (EU) 2024/1203 of the European Parliament
and of the Council of 11 April 2024 on the protection of the environment through
criminal law and for the replacement of Directives 2008/99/EC and 2009/123/EC
through the specific proposals made for its introduction into our national
legislation. The new Directive (EU) 2024/1203 is analyzed in a historical,
international, and national context, and as a result, its advantages and
disadvantages are outlined, and conceptual proposals are made to overcome the
latter.

« The de lege ferenda proposals are based on a thorough interdisciplinary
analysis of the issues, covering criminal procedural law, international law, and EU
law. A comparative analysis with the legislation of other countries has also been
carried out. The proposals are reasonable, deserve legislative attention, and raise
significant issues for scientific discussion, such as the inclusion of the Ministry of
Environment and Water as an institution in the preparation and implementation of
the environmental restoration plan (p. 122 of the habilitation thesis).

I11. Critical notes and recommendations

I would recommend that the candidate in future publications continue to
focus on the investigation of environmental crimes, as well as track the
implementation of Directive (EU) 2024/1203 of the European Parliament and of
the Council in the Republic of Bulgaria. Also of interest is the analysis of nature as
a victim, which according to the author poses "significant conceptual and practical
challenges” (p.129 of the habilitation work).

IV. Conclusion

Based on the submitted monographic work and the other original scientific
publications of the candidate, as well as considering her diverse pedagogical
activity, | hereby express my unequivocal and clear positive evaluation and
recommendation for Dr. Daniela Dimitrova Atanasova to assume the academic
position of "Associate Professor” in the professional field 3.6 "Law" (Criminal
Procedure) at the Faculty of Law and History of Southwest University "Neofit
Rilski".
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
