3.6 Law at Southwest University “Neofit Rilski,” Blagoevgrad

Information about the competition

The competition was announced for the needs of the Department of Public
Law at the Faculty of Law of SWU "Neofit Rilski" and was published in the State
Gazette, issue 107 of 12.12.2025. | am participating as a member of the scientific
jury for the competition according to Order No. 176/30.01.2026 of the Rector of
SWU "Neofit Rilski", Blagoevgrad. One candidate has been admitted to the
competition in the competition: Assoc. Dr. Daniela Dimitrova Atanasova

Candidate Information

In 2005, Assistant Dr. Daniela Atanasova graduated in Law from the
Southwest University "Neofit Rilski", Blagoevgrad (SWU). In 2010, she obtained
a Master’s degree in International Relations at Sofia University "St. Kliment
Ohridski"”. After completing the appropriate training in a part-time doctoral
program at the Southwest University "Neofit Rilski", in 2022 she was awarded
the doctoral degree in Criminal Law. She defended a dissertation on the topic
"Waters in the Republic of Bulgaria and their criminal law protection”. She has
been a junior lawyer and a freelance lawyer. Until 2020, she was a senior legal
advisor at the Basin Directorate 'Western Black Sea Region' under the Ministry
of Environment and Waters (MOEW), after which she has been, and still is, a
senior legal advisor at the 'Road Infrastructure’ Agency, National Toll
Administration. Since 2023, she has also been, and continues to be, an assistant
in criminal law and criminal procedure at the Department of 'Public Law" at the
Faculty of Law and History of SWU. She has participated in a conference on
‘Challenges to the Environment — Ecological and Legal Solutions.' She has also
participated in a number of project activities, some of which are dedicated to
environmental protection.

Fulfillment of the requirements for occupying the academic position

In the completed report on the fulfillment of the minimum national
requirements for a candidate for the academic position of “associate professor”,



professional field 3.6. law, scientific specialty "criminal proceedings”, the total
number of points for the various indicators — 433.75 points — has been recorded,
thereby meeting the minimum national requirements. For all groups of indicators
and criteria, the minimum thresholds have also been achieved.

Regarding the fulfiliment of the quality requirements, a report has been
submitted in which the monograph "Criminal Procedural Protection of the
Environment in the Context of Contemporary Challenges” is indicated as the
habilitation work. This monograph contains a complete and comprehensive study
of a specific problem and does not repeat or summarize existing knowledge,
which is the imperative requirement of Article 24, Paragraph 1, Item 3 of the Law
on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria
(LDASRB). Additionally, other publications were submitted for the competition,
thereby fulfilling the quality requirements for holding the position of "associate
professor”.

Evaluation of Teaching Activity

Assistant Professor Dr. Daniela Atanasova conducts seminar classes in the
disciplines of criminal law and criminal procedure for the specialties "Law" and
"National Security," as well as lectures in criminal procedure for the "Law"
specialty. She participates as an instructor in tutorials and clubs on criminal law
sciences. She organizes and conducts simulated criminal trials. She has also
participated in the organization and conduct of a simulated crime scene
investigation.

The teaching competence of Assistant Professor Dr. Daniela Atanasova is
at a good professional level.

General characterization of the presented scientific works

From the publications submitted for the competition, it is evident that the
main directions in the research activity are environmental crimes and the criminal
law and procedural protection of the environment. In the current competition,
Assoc. Prof. Dr. Daniela Atanasova participates with the monographic work
'‘Criminal Procedural Protection of the Environment in the Context of
Contemporary Challenges' and five articles.

In the article — 'Expert and Procedural Competence in Criminal
Proceedings for Environmental Protection® — the thesis is convincingly proven
that expert competence is an absolute prerequisite for conducting an effective
criminal proceedings in cases of environmental crimes. The standard expert
reports appointed in criminal cases are not sufficient because specialized ones are
required, for the analysis of which narrow specialized knowledge and experience



are also necessary. Of important significance for practice are the outlined example
main tasks, which can be posed to 13 types of expert examinations in cases
concerning the investigation of environmental crimes. In this regard, another
significant thesis is also substantiated in the sense that the complex nature of
environmental damage, the difficulty of proving it, and the interdisciplinary
approach require not only qualified experts but also well-prepared prosecutorial-
investigative and judicial bodies, capable of evaluating, controlling, and utilizing
scientifically substantiated expert conclusions.

In the article ""Characterisation of Environmental Damage in Water
Crime"', the characteristics of environmental crimes are outlined, not as an end in
themselves, but to illustrate their impact on procedural forms. The necessity of
considering environmental crime as a specific social and legal category, which
requires adapted procedural mechanisms for its investigation and criminal
prosecution, is justified.

The article — "Environmental Protection and the New Safeguards
Provided in Directive (EU) 2024/1203 on the Protection of the Environment
Through Criminal Law' — is, in a certain sense, a repetition of parts of the
habilitation thesis. However, it also contains elements of contribution, inasmuch
as this article contains the first scientific analysis in Bulgarian legal literature of
Directive (EU) 2024/1203, through the formulation of summarized conclusions
about its objectives, tasks, philosophy, and significance for the development of
legal mechanisms for environmental protection. The new procedural rules
introduced by this directive have been analyzed, which served as the basis for
deriving the de lege ferenda proposals for amendment and supplementation of the
CPC in the habilitation thesis.

The two articles — "Criminal Law Protection of Waters through
Provisions Providing for Environmental Harm'* and ""Working Under Stress:
Analysis of the Mental Well-being of Employees in Bulgarian Prisons® — will
not be subject to review, as they address issues that do not relate to the criminal
proceedings.

The monographic work — “Criminal Procedural Protection of the
Environment in the Context of Contemporary Challenges” is 156 pages long
and consists of an introduction, three chapters, a conclusion, a bibliography of
used literature, and an appendix. There are 104 footnotes, and the referenced
literature covers 146 titles in Bulgarian, Latin script, and internet addresses.

The relevance of this work is conditioned by the fact that environmental
protection issues are of paramount importance to all of humanity, especially after



the changes that have occurred in the planet's climate. It is true that various studies
have been published on environmental crimes, in the context of one or another
problem of practice, legislation, or doctrine. However, this is the first
monographic work in Bulgarian legal literature specifically devoted to the
criminal procedural protection of the environment. Environmental crime is
presented as a complex and multifaceted social and legal phenomenon, which
precisely because of its nature requires special procedural forms, institutions, and
mechanisms to ensure effective protection of the natural environment. In addition,
global and European institutions and organizations warn that this crime is
developing at an unprecedented speed, using complex means and modern
technologies that make its investigation and prosecution difficult.

The prevailing research method is comparative legal, which has
successfully allowed these issues to be compared with the doctrine, practice, and
legislation of a number of other countries. The leading idea that environmental
crime is developing rapidly, outpacing the legislator's introduction of new legal
mechanisms for its effective counteraction, is convincingly defended. Therefore,
the main focus and principal contributions are outlined in numerous de lege
ferenda proposals for improving the Bulgarian Criminal Procedure Code and
adapting procedural mechanisms to the rules of the new Directive on
Environmental Protection. It is true that some of the proposals, findings, and
conclusions made are quite controversial and problematic. However, this does not
diminish their significance, because it initiates scientific discussions important for
finding the best solutions for legislation and practice.

The presented scientific publications, both quantitatively and qualitatively,
fully meet the minimum national requirements in the professional field 3.6 Law,
according to ZRASRB, and comply with the conditions for holding the academic
position of "associate professor,” according to ZRASRB, its implementing
regulations, and the additional requirements of SWU "Neofit Rilski".

Assessment of scientific and applied scientific contributions

Regarding the specifically significant contributory points in the habilitation
thesis "Criminal Procedural Protection of the Environment in the Context of
Contemporary Challenges", they can be outlined as follows:

Chapter One is titled "Modern Theories and Legal Framework of
Environmental Crimes".

From the way the title of this chapter is formulated, it may seem that the
issues discussed lie outside the context of the habilitation thesis. But this is only
at first glance. The study of the issues in this chapter is unequivocally necessary,



because in order to propose a new contemporary regulation of a particular social
phenomenon, in this case the protection of the environment, one must be familiar
with its genesis, the causes and conditions that have generated it, its essential
characteristics, and the scale of its socially harmful consequences. Therefore,
there is a need for and significance in presenting contemporary theories of green
criminology, the concept of ‘ecocide,’ crimes against the future, and the
generational claim. After summarizing these concepts, the thesis is emphasized
that 'environmental damage is not a one-time event, but a process with deep and
lasting impacts, which requires new forms of criminal and criminal procedural
protection against criminal encroachments not only on present but also on future
generations.'

In paragraph 2 of this chapter, a successful attempt is made to outline the
national and European legal framework of environmental crimes. The presented
general characterization of environmental crime bears the marks of synthesized
knowledge. The thesis that the Bulgarian Criminal Code lacks a comprehensive
legislative concept and proper systematization of environmental crimes, and that
most of the offenses, through blanket legal norms, refer to various normative acts
such as the Water Act, the Environmental Protection Act, and several others, is
convincingly demonstrated. In all of them, however, different concepts and
fragmented regulation of environmental components are used. In this sense, the
substantial difficulty in interpreting the concepts of "environment” and "nature"
is also emphasized. The work reasonably maintains that in defining environmental
crimes, the term ‘environment' should be used, as it is a broader concept and
reflects not only the physical components but also their complex and dynamic
interrelations.

As new knowledge, the analysis of EU Directive (2024)/1203 concerning
environmental protection through criminal law should be evaluated, which must
be transposed into our country by May 2026. It establishes a unified criminal and
procedural framework for environmental protection by introducing new
principles, objectives, and sanctions, in line with the increasing complexity of
these crimes. The Directive also introduces an improved legal framework to
facilitate and enhance the effectiveness of detecting, investigating, and punishing
environmental crimes. A contribution is the successful attempt made to outline
both the positive aspects and the new standards, as well as some imprecisely and
incompletely introduced rules. Therefore, the research conducted in this way
would be useful for the Bulgarian legislator when transposing this Directive.



In this chapter, through the mechanisms of the comparative law approach,
the definitions of environmental crime provided in the doctrines of the USA, the
Russian Federation, the EU, and the legislation of Italy and Germany have been
analyzed. Elements of contribution are contained in the summarization and
formulation of the essential and specific features of the concept of environmental
crime, taking into account national traditions and international standards.

Chapter Two — "Implementation of Criminal Liability for Environmental
Crimes — Regulatory Framework and Practical Challenges".

The aim of the analysis in this chapter is to examine to what extent the
existing legal framework corresponds to the contemporary manifestations of
environmental crime and the new requirements related to the transposition of the
Environmental Protection Directive.

In paragraph 1 of this chapter, as new knowledge, the recommendations
made to practice and Bulgarian legislation for improving the legal framework for
investigation, evidence, and prosecution of environmental crimes should be
assessed. A good example is drawn from the legislations of Norway, Spain, and
Italy, where there are authorities and structures within the police or prosecution
dedicated to the prevention, protection, investigation, and prosecution of
environmental crimes. In this regard, a relevant proposal has been made to the
legislator to expand the functions of the sector "Crimes against the Environment
and Wildlife™ within the General Directorate "National Police," by granting this
body investigative powers as well. It is true that the majority of information about
a committed environmental crime is collected during a preliminary check, which
IS why it cannot serve as evidence in the initiated criminal proceedings. Therefore,
a very valuable proposal has been made, namely to introduce imperative legal
rules for the formation of joint teams between administrative and investigative
bodies and experts when conducting initial actions in response to a report of an
environmental crime. The study also argues that the inefficiency of investigations
iIs manifested in the limited preparation of the investigative authorities, the
delayed and ineffective coordination between them and the control bodies, the
blurring of responsibilities, and the lack of developed specialized methods for
investigating and prosecuting environmental crimes. The criticism is well-
founded and useful, noting that when the harm from an act affects collective
goods, such as air cleanliness, water, and biodiversity, there is no mechanism for
the participation of public organizations or state bodies with such a scope of
activity in the criminal proceedings. There is also no special procedural entity that
represents the preservation of the environment as a value beyond private interest.



All these proposals are convincingly motivated, appropriate, and expedient, and
therefore contain practical and applied contributions.

This chapter also presents and highlights the specifics of conducting the
investigation itself. The conclusions and summaries made in this way would be
of essential importance for the practical investigation of these cases. Of particular
Importance are the recommendations made for conducting inspections, forming a
specialized team, collecting diverse samples, laboratory tests, databases, registers,
and so on. The lack of a legal framework in the Criminal Procedure Code for
accounting for future and long-term damages resulting from environmental crimes
Is emphasized.

Paragraph 2 of this chapter contains new knowledge based on empirical
data regarding the imposition of criminal liability for environmental crimes for
the period 2020-2025. Statistical data provided by the administration of the Chief
Prosecutor and the Ministry of Environment and Water have been used. In the
analysis of these data, a number of summary conclusions were drawn regarding
the state and dynamics of the punishment of crimes and separately of
administrative violations of the environment. The cited data obviously show a
significant multiple difference between administrative and criminal adjudication,
because there is considerable activity in sanctioning through administrative means
and very low activity in judicial and prosecutorial practice. Moreover, the
presented data indicate extremely low activity in the formation of specialized
investigation teams and in the special training of investigators and judicial
authorities.

In paragraph 3 of this chapter, the new provisions provided for in the new
Directive on environmental protection are outlined. This study is very valuable
for our future legislation because the Directive must be transposed into our
country within 2-3 months. The innovations in it are highlighted from the
perspective and in the context of the amendments and additions to the Criminal
Procedure Code, which are necessitated by these regulations. First of all, it is the
introduction of effective and proportionate methods of proof, which are
specifically proposed in this work. Secondly, it is the introduction of specialized
training for prosecutorial-investigative and judicial bodies. Special attention is
given, within the framework of European cooperation, to the existing forms and
mechanisms of training. A specific de lege ferenda proposal has also been made
to the current system of courts and prosecution in our country to form specialized
units of investigative authorities, prosecutors, and judges, who would handle cases
of environmental crimes. Thirdly, there is the requirement of the Directive to



establish a system for recording, preparing, and providing anonymized statistical
data regarding the stages of reporting, investigation, prosecution, and sentencing.
Therefore, it is proposed not only to establish such a system but also to regulate
by law the exchange of data between control, investigative structures, and the
court. Next, in connection with the protection of individuals who reported
environmental crimes or those assisting the investigation, a de lege ferenda
proposal has been made to supplement the provision of Article 123 of the Code
of Criminal Procedure with a new paragraph that would ensure the protection of
these individuals before they acquire procedural status. Finally, the requirement
of the Directive for the introduction of new sanctions or measures to ensure
effective environmental protection is summarized. This necessitates that the
Criminal Procedure Code be supplemented with the provision allowing the
competent authorities to impose the new measure, namely - the restoration of the
environment or the awarding of compensation when restoration is not possible.

Chapter Three — 'Restorative Justice in Criminal Proceedings for
Environmental Crimes.’

It is true that the new directive does not make it mandatory for Member
States to introduce restorative justice into their legislation. However, it outlines
several essential conditions, such as the requirement to restore the damage caused
to the environment or to ensure appropriate compensation, the explicit provision
of the right of the interested public to access justice, and so on. In a separate
paragraph 2, the legal mechanisms for the restitution of damages from
environmental crimes are also presented for discussion. For the future regulation
of these rules, the concepts, practice, and legislative arrangements in some
countries such as New Zealand, Australia, Spain, Italy, as presented in the work,
are of importance, as they can be transposed to our country.

In this work, a number of de lege ferenda proposals for legislative changes
have been made, which will assist the legislator in transposing the directive on
environmental protection. Changes to our legislation are suggested according to
the following algorithm: First, at the end of Chapter 11 of the Penal Code, an
additional provision should be introduced to regulate the imposition of a coercive
measure — 'restoration of the environment.' The activities for the implementation
of this measure should be regulated in a separate normative act. Supervision of
the implementation of this measure should be assigned to experts from the
Ministry of Environment and Water under the guidance of the supervising
prosecutor. Second, numerous amendments and additions to the Criminal
Procedure Code are proposed, organized as a separate chapter entitled 'Special



Rules for the Consideration of Crimes Against the Environment.' Third, sample
texts are proposed for the creation of a new paragraph 3a, amendment of
paragraph 1, and addition of paragraph 7 to Article 382 of the Criminal Procedure
Code. The proposed amendments and additions aim to introduce special rules for
the conclusion of agreements in cases of environmental crimes.

In paragraph 3 of this chapter, very interesting theses are presented
regarding the provision of access for the interested public to justice in
environmental crime cases, even though the Directive does not foresee such
mandatory participation. This work reasonably and with numerous arguments
supports the thesis that the participation of the interested public, in the form of
non-governmental organizations that protect individual components of the
environment, would ensure more effective protection of the affected public,
including in relation to the rights of future generations. In this regard, a successful
attempt has also been made to outline the directions for the development of the
criminal procedural framework — to expand the concept of "victim," treating
individual components of the environment as "victims," and to designate a body
that protects their rights. Another alternative is — to grant certain non-
governmental organizations procedural rights to constitute themselves as civil
plaintiffs defending the public interest, or for these organizations to obtain the
status of a special party with limited procedural rights.

Notes and recommendations:

It is necessary to supplement the study by examining the new institute under
Acrticle 73b of the Code of Criminal Procedure for the interested legal entity that
has been enriched or could be enriched from a committed environmental crime
within the meaning of Article 83a of the Environmental Protection Act. Does this
Institute serve as a mechanism for environmental protection as well? Is it
necessary for it to be developed, improved, and adapted, especially in cases
concerning environmental crimes?

The position on creating a new chapter with special rules for handling
crimes against the environment is not convincingly justified. For the most part,
with very few exceptions, these proposals can be applied in practical activities
without the creation of such rules. Under our current legislation, there is no
obstacle to having cases of crimes against the environment handled by specialized
authorities, there is no obstacle to training, organizing joint investigation teams,
utilizing the assistance of specialists from the supervisory authorities, conducting
inspections with the participation of the necessary specialists, appointing various
appropriate expert analyses with skillfully formulated tasks, and so on. All of this



does not require the regulation of new rules, but solely good and highly
professional preparation, organization, and administration of criminal procedural
activities.

Some parts of the presentation should be omitted from the work or
elaborated upon because they are purely informational in nature.

In light of the above considerations, a summarized conclusion can be made
that the habilitation work contains scientific and applied results, which constitute
a contribution to science, practice, and legislation and that it meets all the
requirements of the Law on the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic
of Bulgaria (ZRASRB) and the Regulations for its implementation. The work is
convincing evidence that Asst. Prof. Dr. Daniela Atanasova possesses profound
theoretical knowledge in the scientific specialty “criminal procedure” and the
necessary qualities and skills to conduct scientific research.

Conclusion

In light of the above considerations, | give a positive evaluation and propose
to the esteemed scientific jury to recommend to the Faculty Council that Assistant
Professor Dr. Daniela Dimitrova Atanasova be elected as an associate professor
in the competition for the academic position of "associate professor" in the
scientific specialty "Criminal Procedure”, professional field 3.6 Law, scientific
area 3. Social, Economic and Legal Science at Southwest University “Neofit
Rilski.
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
