General characteristics and relevance of the PhD thesis

We live in turbulent times, characterised by dynamic and deepening inequalities both between
societies and within them, as well as by increasing levels of insecurity and vulnerability. The
COVID-19 pandemic, climate change, environmental disasters, hunger, and numerous armed
conflicts around the world have further intensified these trends. These interconnected crises
significantly contribute to the rise in forced displacement, leading to a growing number of
refugees and asylum seekers worldwide. Within the European Union, this trend has been
particularly evident since the refugee crisis of 2015-2016 and has been further reinforced by
more recent geopolitical developments, including the war in Ukraine. As a result, EU Member
States are under sustained pressure to adapt their social systems, including education, to

increasingly diverse and mobile populations.



Greece, as one of the main entry points to Europe, is disproportionately affected by
these processes. The country has experienced successive waves of refugees, placing
significant pressure on its education system. The growing presence of refugee students is
transforming the educational environment and necessitates the development of targeted
policies, reception mechanisms, and inclusive practices aimed at facilitating their integration
into mainstream schooling. Refugee and migrant children in Greece face multiple barriers to
accessing education, including language difficulties, administrative challenges, and social

exclusion (UNICEF, Refugee and migrant children | UNICEF Greece).

Against this background, the significance and relevance of the dissertation submitted
for defense by Chrysoula-Maria Athanasios Grammenou, entitled “Refugees and refugee
waves in the education system in the Republic of Greece: historical stages, nature and
characteristics”, are clearly evident and require no further justification. The study brings to the
forefront issues related to teachers’ attitudes toward refugee students, their assessment of the
adequacy of their training and preparedness to teach and support these students, as well as the

main challenges they face in their work and the support provided by the education system.

The dissertation addresses a real and significant problem, namely the existence of
substantial inequality in access to secondary education between refugee students and other
children, despite the fact that they should have equal educational rights. This issue is of key
importance, as education constitutes the foundation for their subsequent development and

successful integration both in higher education and in the labour market.

The subject of the study is teachers’ perspectives on their attitudes toward refugee
students, the adequacy of their preparation, the challenges they face, and the available
institutional support, with an analysis of differences in these perceptions among teachers with

various demographic characteristics.

The analysis is presented across 251 pages and is structured into an introduction, three
chapters, a discussion, a conclusion, and recommendations, and is illustrated with 54 tables
and 64 figures. The literature used is extensive, and the appendix includes the research
instruments employed in the study - both for the in-depth interviews with parents, including
transcripts of the ten conducted interviews, and for the quantitative non-representative survey

conducted among teachers.

Scientific and applied contributions of the dissertation

Four contributions of the dissertation are identified, which I consider to be valid. With regard
to the second and fourth contributions, further refinement could be considered in light of the
unquestionably significant and contributory nature of the study. At the same time, I believe
that the PhD student has demonstrated modesty, as additional contributions could also be

identified, which will be outlined below.

A significant contribution is the development of a sociological research instrument
used to collect rich empirical data on the perspectives of teachers and parents regarding
refugee students, the adequacy of their education, the challenges they face, and the available
institutional support. The instrument could also be applied in other countries or across

different levels of education.

The dissertation is also distinguished by the valuable empirical material on which the
analysis is based. The study conducted by the author, using a structured questionnaire among
teachers in Greece, collects specific and measurable data that provide reliable information on
teachers’ attitudes toward refugee students, as well as on their preparation and training, the
challenges they face, the support provided by the education system, and key demographic

characteristics.

A clear strength of the dissertation is the adopted approach of examining the problem
through mixed methods. The study is based on both data collected through semi-structured
interviews and data from a quantitative study, with the limitations of the research also clearly
outlined. This enables a more in-depth and nuanced analysis of the topic, as well as a more
comprehensive understanding of both teachers and parents’ perspectives on refugee students

in Greece.

Furthermore, 1 would like to highlight that the PhD student demonstrates excellent
skills in analysing both quantitative and qualitative data. This is evident in the precise use of a
range of methods for analysing the quantitative data, going beyond descriptive statistics and
the calculation of mean values, including t-tests, ANOVA, Pearson’s correlation coefficient,
and regression analysis, as well as in the application of thematic analysis to the semi-

structured interviews.



Another contribution lies in clarifying the relationship between the training teachers
have received, their positive attitudes toward refugee students, and the institutional support
they receive in their work. The positive associations identified in the study indicate that
teachers who have undergone more effective training and feel better prepared are more likely
to demonstrate more positive attitudes toward refugee students and to perceive a higher level
of institutional support. This highlights the need for targeted measures within lifelong learning
frameworks for teachers, aimed at strengthening their preparation for teaching in multicultural
environments and enabling them to address challenges in their professional practice more

effectively.

The results of the study provide a solid basis for formulating recommendations aimed
at strengthening the inclusion of refugees at the school level. Among these, particular
emphasis is placed on the need to prioritise teachers’ practical professional development
through the integration of theory and practice (including training in trauma-informed
pedagogy, language-responsive instruction, and formative assessment for second-language
learners), the introduction of structured mentoring systems, enhanced support for primary
schools through additional resources and multilingual materials, as well as long-term
investment in teacher education and professional development with a focus on intercultural

competence.

The PhD student has four publications, all in international editions, which attest to her

developed skills in scientific analysis and synthesis.

The extended abstract is prepared in accordance with the formal requirements and
accurately reflects the content of the dissertation. It presents the methodological approach-
mixed, combining the analysis of a quantitative non-representative study among teachers
using descriptive statistics and inferential statistical techniques, as well as thematic analysis of

the content of semi-structured interviews-alongside the main findings of the study.

Critical remarks, recommendations, and questions
I have no substantive critical remarks regarding the content of the dissertation. It clearly
demonstrates Chrysoula Grammenou’s strong familiarity with the relevant scholarly literature

on the subject.



I would like to raise one question and offer two comments-recommendations, which

should not be interpreted as criticism, but rather as suggestions for future research.

The question is related to the research approach employed, which combines
quantitative and qualitative methods while also taking into account the perspectives of both
teachers and parents. This approach may be considered particularly heuristic. In this regard, it
would be of interest to know whether the PhD student has identified any considerable
differences or contradictions in the perspectives of these two groups and, if so, how these

might be explained.

My first comment-recommendation concerns the possibility of further refining
Hypothesis 3 by dividing it into several separate hypotheses for each group, as well as the

need for a clearer justification of the choice of the formulated hypotheses.

The second comment-recommendation relates to the possibility, given the high
relevance and significance of the topic, of extending the analysis of the data collected from
parents and further developing this line of research in a dynamic perspective by tracking

different refugee waves in the country.

Conclusion

Taking into account the doctoral student's undoubted scientific achievements, the importance
of the research problem and its comprehensive presentation in the dissertation, I express my
unequivocal positive assessment and recommend that the distinguished scientific jury to vote
unanimously to award the educational and scientific degree of “Doctor” in the doctoral
program “Sociology,” professional field 3.1. Sociology, Anthropology, and Culture Sciences,
area of higher education 3. Social, Economic and Legal Sciences to Chrysoula-Maria
