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I. Information about the doctoral candidate and the submitted documents

Chrysoula-Maria Grammenou holds three Master’s degrees. She has successfully completed her
doctoral programme. She has published four articles (one co-authored) related to the topic of her
dissertation. She has submitted a completed dissertation, as well as an abstract, whose structure and content
correspond to the dissertation, along with all documents required by law and in accordance with the Internal

Rules for the Development of Academic Staff at South-West University ‘Neofit Rilski’.

II. Evaluation of the Dissertation’s Content

The dissertation’s title clearly and fully reflects its content. The structure includes an introduction,
four chapters, conclusions, recommendations, a bibliography, and appendices, comprising a total of 324
pages.

The introduction includes all the elements required for a dissertational work: a well-defined research
problem, the thematic framework of the research, the objective, research tasks, hypotheses, empirical
methodology, research approaches and vision, the structure of the dissertation, and the limitations of the
study. The choice of the research problem, its significance, and its relevance are well-argued. The

‘intersection’ of the studies conducted so far on refugees and education has been identified, and within their



frames refugees’ education in the receiving country is viewed as ‘means of immediate survival and a vehicle
for long-term social integration’ (p.12). Furthermore, it is emphasized that ‘The interplay between large-
scale forced migration and educational policy has not only tested the resilience of Greek public institutions
but has also illuminated the transformative potential of education in promoting social inclusion and cultural
pluralism.” (p. 13). In this context, the aim of the dissertation is clearly and unequivocally stated, namely
to examine ‘teachers’ perspectives on their attitudes toward refugee students, the adequacy of their training,
the challenges they face, and the systemic support available, and analyzes how these perspectives vary
across different demographic groups’ (p. 13). To achieve this aim, six research objectives have been set,
which I consider to be entirely relevant and achievable, formulated in a clear and understandable scientific
style that I fully endorse. With a view to fulfilling the objective and tasks of the dissertation research, the
doctoral candidate develops three hypotheses related to the differing attitudes and perceptions of teachers
toward refugee students, as well as the adequacy and challenges of the learning process. The empirical
methodology involves a combined research approach that integrates quantitative and qualitative methods
through a structured questionnaire and semi-structured interviews, aiming to achieve a deeper
understanding of teachers’ attitudes and perceptions toward refugee students. In the section ‘Approach and
Vision’, the doctoral candidate defines the interdisciplinary theoretical framework of her study — the
sociology of education, which combines conceptual approaches from the academic fields of sociology,
pedagogy, and political science. The structure of the dissertation is quite logical, following the classic model
in the social sciences: from conceptual clarification to the presentation, interpretation, and discussion of
empirical evidence, conclusions, and recommendations. At the end of the introductory part, the doctoral
candidate also outlines the limitations of her study, which I believe do not undermine the achieved results
and their discussion in the perspective of the stated objectives, tasks, and hypotheses.

Chapter One, ‘Inclusion of Refugees in the Education System’, begins with a presentation of the
primary international legal mechanism — the Geneva Convention, which defines the term ‘refugee’ and lays
the groundwork for the reception and integration of refugees. The doctoral candidate also addresses the
academic debate regarding the boundaries between the categories of migrant and refugee, which I consider
important given the synonymous use of the two terms since 2015. According to her, migrants are motivated
to leave their home countries ‘basically for economic reasons, wanting better working conditions’ (p. 22).
Although, on the one hand, the factors driving migration are not limited solely to economic reasons, and on
the other hand, refugees could hypothetically also be influenced by economic factors (e.g., the
consequences of military conflict could threaten safe and financially secure working conditions; destroy
infrastructure related to their workplaces, etc.), the doctoral candidate rightly focuses on the difference
between migrants and refugees, namely ‘migrants have the theoretical right to return to their homeland

whenever they wish, receiving the protection of the respective government, unlike “refugees”, who cannot
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be sure that they will return to their country safely (Edwards, 2016)’ (p. 22). I also believe that safe living
conditions and health, as well as the presence or absence of legal protection for the exercise of human and
civil rights in one’s home country, are key indicators for determining who is a refugee and who is a migrant.
Going further in the text, the three refugee waves to Greece over the past decade are outlined—from Syria
and the Middle East, from Ukraine, and from the Gaza Strip. An overview of the number of minors from
2013 to 2022 in the context of the refugee flow to the European Union is provided. Theoretical perspectives
on bilingualism are discussed, according to which one of the main challenges facing refugee students is
learning a language other than their mother tongue. The doctoral candidate skillfully demonstrates the
contradiction between the current monolingual educational policy and scientific research, which suggests
that during the initial years of their stay in a foreign country, refugee students should be taught in their
native language and subsequently in the language of the host country. This problem of inadequate education
for bilingual or trilingual children is also common in other European countries. It applies not only to
refugees and immigrants, but also to traditional ethnic groups. I believe it is very important to discuss the
need to introduce special teaching methods, particularly during the early stages of their education. The text
summarizes the various existing educational models for refugee students, with a focus on the one
implemented in Greece—intercultural education. At the end of the first chapter, the challenges faced by
refugee students are outlined: limited access to educational facilities; lack of knowledge of the host
country’s language; racism and the resulting social exclusion; constant movement from one reception center
to another—even between different countries; and exposure to traumatic events. These contrast with the
priorities of European integration policy in the field of education, which aims to promote their social
inclusion and intercultural dialogue. The latter issues contrast with the priorities of European integration
policy in the field of education, which aims to promote their social inclusion and intercultural dialogue.

In Chapter Two, ‘Organization and Methodology of Research’, the doctoral candidate
summarizes the scope and methods of her research. The quantitative research was conducted using online
structured questionnaires via Google between January and May 2025. The qualitative research, involving
semi-structured interviews, was conducted via Zoom between April and May 2025. Through the design of
the planned study, the online research method, which gained popularity for various reasons since the
COVID-19 pandemic (2020-2022), is further strengthened. The following sections of Chapter 2 logically
include the research questions that the study aims to answer, as well as three previously formulated
hypotheses. The doctoral candidate provides details regarding the structured questionnaire, which consists
of 40 questions. The number of respondents is 330, exceeding the required minimum of 150. Their profile
according to their age and gender, teaching experience, professional qualifications and expertise,
geographical location in Greece, and other indicators are described in detail. At the end of Chapter Two,

she provides an argumentation for the selected methods of empirical data analysis.
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In the third chapter, ‘Results and Analysis’,” the findings of the quantitative and qualitative
research are presented. Based on the quantitative research, an analysis and overview of the empirical data
are provided: teachers’ positive attitudes toward refugee students; teacher training and qualification; the
challenges teachers face; and the educational system’s support for refugee students. The results of this study
define the framework of attitudes and highlight the existing problems. The results of the qualitative research
are grouped into five themes: (1) experience with refugee students, (2) inclusion strategies, (3) challenges
and adequacy of resources, (4) impact on students and the school community, and (5) future directions and
policy recommendations. The summarisation and discussion of the collected data give the analysis a multi-
layered and in-depth character, and provide answers to the research questions raised.

At the end of Chapter Three, the doctoral candidate concludes that ‘the interviews reveal both the
potential and the gaps in current school practices regarding refugee integration. While there is evident
goodwill among educators and communities, structural challenges persist. Parents, particularly those with
refugee backgrounds, offer grounded and constructive insights that could inform more inclusive educational
policies and practices in Greece.’ (p. 166).

In the fourth chapter of the dissertation, titled ‘Discussion’, the research hypotheses are compared
with the data from the quantitative and qualitative study, which confirm them either fully or partially. To
sum up, teachers’ attitudes toward refugee students depend largely on their level of preparedness and
qualifications. A key role in addressing the challenges in the educational process, the greatest of which is
the language barrier, is played both by teachers and parents, as well as by non-governmental organizations,
which act as mediators between the host country’s educational system and refugee students.

In the Conclusions of the dissertation, the doctoral candidate focuses on the main findings from the
empirical studies regarding the presence or absence of positive attitudes among teachers toward refugee
students. The conditions for shaping positive attitudes are also summarized, which indirectly reflects the
author’s compassionate stance toward the problems examined. This commitment to a socially significant
issues such as the integration of refugees, though not explicitly stated, provides an additional nuance to the
line of analysis the text follows, which I consider positive one. It is also important to note that in the
contemporary development of science, the social engagement of scholars is a key element aimed at sharing
knowledge, resolving social problems, and, more broadly, achieving greater cohesion between scholars and
society.

In the Recommendations made at the end of the main text, the doctoral candidate essentially
proposes well-founded applied measures to improve the educational integration of refugees, relating to both
teaching methodology and the qualifications of the teachers themselves, as well as the school system and

the educational process.



The dissertation concludes with a list of cited references, comprising 183 titles, as well as
appendices containing the questionnaires from the semi-structured and structured interviews, along with

the results of those interviews.

I1I. Scientific and Applied Scientific Contributions of the Dissertation

The scientific contributions of the dissertation are as follows:

- deepens scholarly knowledge regarding the challenges of inclusive education, the educational
integration of refugees, and the attitudes of teachers in the host country;

- introduces new empirical data into the scientific discourse, collected through the parallel application
of quantitative and qualitative research methods;

- further develops the conceptual framework of contemporary educational approaches and school
practice through the analysis of new data using the example of Greece.

The applied scientific contributions of this study are based on well-argued conclusions and
recommendations for optimizing the educational integration of refugees, including the implementation of
measures in educational policy, school management, and organization, improving teacher qualifications, as

well as adapting and integrating relevant innovations into teaching methodology and the learning process.

IV. Originality of the Dissertation
A review of the dissertation found no instances of plagiarism or inaccuracies in the presented

scientific data.

V. Comments and Recommendations

I do not have any comments on the structure and content of the dissertation. I consider the dissertation
very valuable, as it addresses issues of scientific and social significance, and it certainly should be
published. I would like to recommend to the doctoral candidate to continue with her research in the field of
the educational integration of refugees, to further develop her methodology by conducting field studies on-

site, and to pay attention to the attitudes of the refugees themselves toward education.

VI. Conclusion

In conclusion, I consider that the proposed research meets the existing technical and content
requirements for a dissertation for the for acquisition of the educational and scientific degree ‘Doctor’,
namely:

- it convincingly demonstrates the doctoral candidate’s ability to conduct independent scientific

research on the relevant scientific topic;



- it demonstrates in-depth theoretical knowledge in the relevant field;

- it contains scientific results that represent original scientific contributions;

- it contains no plagiarism or inaccuracies in the presented scientific data.

Based on the above, 1 would like to give a positive evaluation of the dissertation, entitled
‘Refugees and Refugee Waves in the Education System in the Republic of Greece: Historical Stages,
Nature and Characteristics’. I am also familiar with the other submitted materials, all of which comply
with the normative requirements.
