L. Summary data about the candidate

PhD student Maria Belkoleva began her PhD studies as an independent student at South-
West University, Blagoevgrad, in 2022 and completed them in 2026.

II. General presentation of the dissertation:

The dissertation consists of 207 pages and is based on 116 sources, including 27 in
Bulgarian and 89 by foreign authors. It features 19 tables and 42 graphs. The primary focus
of the research is the legal framework for forming an effective tourism policy, along with an
emphasis on the adaptability and proactivity of Bulgarian tourism amid crises and global
uncertainties. The research object centers on the role of a tourism policy maker in the Republic
of Bulgaria within the context of crisis and uncertainty. The PhD student has structured the
dissertation traditionally, including an introduction, a main body divided into three chapters,
and a conclusion. The first chapter provides a theoretical analysis and an overview of the
subject, while the second chapter outlines the methodology of the study. The third chapter
presents the results, along with a model and guidelines for developing a sustainable and
effective tourism policy in Bulgaria, specifically aimed at fostering the sector during times of

crisis and uncertainty. Each part is logically connected and balanced.



The main objective of this scientific study is to identify strategic directions and tools to enhance
sustainability and competitiveness in tourism amid global changes, instability, and crises. This
goal is achieved through well-formulated research tasks.

The literature reviewed is diverse and includes significant sources, as well as key reports

from major organizations in the tourism sector worldwide.

I11. Assessment of the form and content of the dissertation.

The dissertation presents research on current issues that are significant both for tourism
in Bulgaria and around the world. The factors that give rise to crises and form an environment
of instability, directly and indirectly affecting tourism, are diverse and complex in nature,
multiple and relatively permanent. This determines the high degree of risk of crises, which
affects tourism management approaches and tools. Despite the efforts of the tourism sector to
recover and overcome the consequences of the Covid-19 pandemic and deal with the negative
consequences of the military conflicts in Ukraine and the Middle East, tourism needs to
implement management strategies and practices in times of crisis and in the current dynamic
and risky environment. The dissertation provides a detailed theoretical overview and analysis
of crises, their classification and stages of manifestation, their impacts on tourism, as well as
applied management practices for preventing and overcoming negative consequences and
dealing with crisis situations. They are illustrated by statistical data on tourist travel, number of
tourists and revenues, information on the attitudes and behavior of tourists, on the nature and
origin of crises, on the tools of anti-crisis policies used in different countries, etc. The author
has made a historical retrospective of the crises in tourism in Bulgaria and has assessed their
influences. Scientific work involves the development of a model for analysis and assessment of
the influence of the factors of the external environment on the development of tourism, based
on conceptual and analytical approaches to tourism management in times of crisis and
uncertainty. The PhD student conducted an independent study of tourism stakeholders in three
tourist regions in the country, on the characteristics and factors determining the development
of the sector in them. She has analyzed the results of the study in detail, incl. through the use of
a detailed SWOT and PEST analysis, based on which she assessed the implemented tourism
policy in Bulgaria in an environment marked by the crisis caused by the Covid-19 pandemic.
In conclusion, the PhD student presented valuable and practical guidelines for sustainable
adaptation and increasing the competitiveness of Bulgarian tourism in the context of crises and
global uncertainties.

The author uses a scientific and clear style of presenting theoretical concepts and

concepts, results, and conclusions from research. The development is tight, but the volume is



sufficient to consider the issues in depth and comprehensively. The dissertation was prepared
using appropriate and scientifically sound tools.
The abstract reflects realistically and adequately the theoretical justification,

methodology, and results of the research presented in the dissertation.

IV. Scientific and scientific-applied contributions of the dissertation.
The dissertation includes the following significant scientific and applied contributions
to tourism policy in the context of crises and global uncertainties:

1. A detailed theoretical review and analysis of crises and their manifestation, of
tourism policy and its application in crisis conditions;

2. Summary of models and approaches for the study of tourism and tourism policy for
strategic management and overcoming crises;

3. Summary and analysis of the international experience for proactive tourism
management in crisis conditions;

4. Developed a model for proactive management of tourism policy in conditions of
crises and global uncertainties;

5. Analysis of the tourism policy in Bulgaria in the conditions of crises and its impact
on three tourist regions;

6. Guidelines for improving the tourism policy in Bulgaria to achieve the sustainability
and competitiveness of tourism in the context of crises and global uncertainties are

outlined.

V. Questions on the dissertation.

1. What is the difference between an adaptive and proactive tourism policy in a crisis
and an uncertain environment?

2. What should be the key and specific characteristics of a proactive tourism policy for
the development of tourism in Bulgaria, regardless of the differences in tourist areas,
in the conditions of a dynamic, unstable environment, with a high degree of risk of

crises?

VI. Comments and recommendations

The comments made refer to technical omissions that are not related to the quality of
the content of the dissertation and the research carried out.

The recommendation is that the PhD student should continue research on the topic in
the direction of developing and implementing a transformative tourism policy to deal with and

overcome negative impacts and risks of crises and unstable environments.

VII. Summary evaluation of the dissertation and conclusion.

The dissertation of Maria Milcheva Belkoleva is an in-depth and up-to-date study of the
possibilities for effective tourism management, conditions of crises, and environmental
uncertainty on a global scale. The author has successfully developed and tested a model for
proactive tourism management in the context of crises and global uncertainties. The study is
distinguished by a high degree of theoretical validity, a clear methodological framework, and a
practical orientation.

The scientific and applied contributions are significant both for science and theory in
tourism, as well as for the practice in the management of the sector and the development of
tourism policies at national and regional levels, in an environment that is highly dynamic,
uncertain, and marked by a series of crises. The dissertation testifies to the excellent theoretical
training of the PhD student, analytical thinking, and skills for scientific research and

generalization.

I believe that the research meets the requirements for a dissertation for awarding the
