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1. Description of the procedure and presentation of the doctoral student

By order No. 1054 of 21.04.2026 of the Rector of the South-West University "Neofit
Rilski", Blagoevgrad, I am appointed as a member of the scientific jury for the procedure for
the defense of a dissertation on the topic "Transformation of Political Parties in the Conditions
of Globalization" for the acquisition of the educational and scientific degree “Doctor” in the
area of higher education 3. Social, Economic and Law Sciences, professional field 3.3. Political
Sciences, Doctoral Program Politology. The author of the dissertation is Grigor Asenov
Pashov, a full-time doctoral student at the department “Philosophical and Political Sciences”
with scientific supervisor Prof. Dr. Boris Filipov Manov from South-West University "Neofit
Rilski", Blagoevgrad.

The submitted materials, including the Order of the Rector of the South-West
University “Neofit Rilski”; autobiography of Grigor Pashov; dissertation; abstract, including a
list of contributions, a list of scientific publications on the topic of the dissertation and a
declaration of scientific ethics; report on the verification of the authenticity of the text. The
attached documents comply with the requirements from a formal point of view and can be
accepted and discussed.

Grigor Pashov’s autobiography shows a broad interdisciplinary academic background
in the fields of national security, finance and pedagogy (in the fields of geography and history).
The educational background is positively reflected in the elaboration of the PhD thesis,
allowing the researched issues to be understood from different perspectives. This is precisely

what determines the complexity of the approach used by Pashov.



2. Substantive evaluation of the dissertation research

The dissertation has a standard structure, consisting of an introduction, three chapters,
a conclusion and references. The total volume of the dissertation is 141 pages, of which 135
are the main text and 6 pages of references. The latter includes 95 sources, including
monographs, scientific articles, publications on Internet sites, with the languages of publication
being mainly Bulgarian and English.

The presented dissertation is dedicated to a topical, significant and undoubtedly
political science problem, relating to the transformation of political parties in the context of
globalization. The topic acquires particular significance in the context of the identified crises
of representative democracy, the breakdown of classical party identities, the decreasing trust
in both parties and political institutions. Additional moments are the digitalization of socio-
political life in general, but also of political communication. In this context, the dissertation
draws attention to the role of political parties as intermediaries between civil society and the
state, but not simply as static, but above all as dynamic entities, forced to adapt to rapidly
changing economic, social, cultural, communication and geopolitical conditions.

The author well justifies the relevance of the topic. Globalization is presented as a
complex process that is not limited to its economic dimension, but includes political, cultural,
informational and technological aspects. In this sense, the thesis correctly formulates the
hypothesis that “in the stage of globalization, political parties undergo significant changes that
encompass their essence, structure, functions and role in the existence of modern society at the
national and global levels” (p. 7). The statement that in the conditions of globalization, parties
are faced with a double challenge is also correct. On the one hand, they try to preserve their
national face and maintain the relationship with their voters, and on the other hand, they must
consider international organizations, supranational institutions, global economic players,
transnational party families and even new digital technologies.

Regarding the general framework of the study, it is precisely and clearly outlined. The
object of the study is political parties, and the focus is their transformation in the conditions of
globalization. The main hypothesis is formulated correctly. The focus and hypothesis
correspond to the goal of the dissertation, namely “outlining the parameters of the
transformations of political parties in the liberal political system, caused by globalization” (p.
7). The tasks set are also logically related to the main research problem: proving the connection

between globalization and the changes that have occurred in parties, deriving the characteristics



of these changes and analyzing the new place of political parties in the societies of the 21st
century, including in the Bulgarian context.

The structure of the dissertation follows the classical model of scientific research and
is logically consistent. The first chapter is theoretical and examines globalization, political
parties and their interaction as basic concepts. The second chapter traces the transformation of
political parties, including in terms of political representation, ideological and managerial
function, organizational change, digitalization and the transition from mass to more flexible
and leadership parties. The third chapter is dedicated to the Bulgarian context, which gives the
work empirical value and applicability for Bulgaria.

Pashov’s efforts to place Bulgarian political parties in a broader comparative and global
context deserve positive evaluation. He considers Bulgaria as part of the European and global
processes after 1989, especially after the country’s membership in NATO and the European
Union. The above allows for a parallel to be drawn between Bulgarian and Western European
party transformations, but also to point out the specifics of the Bulgarian case. Among them,
one can point out the instability of party formations, strong leadership dependence, decreasing
voter turnout, a crisis of representation and less institutionalized party structures.

From a methodological point of view, the dissertation is based on an interdisciplinary
approach, a comparative-historical method, an inductive method and secondary analysis of
documents, public speeches, etc. The choice of interdisciplinarity is justified, as the topic
suggests a connection between political science, sociology, economics, international relations
and studies of digital transformation. The comparative-historical approach can also be defined
as appropriate in view of the changes that have occurred in political parties, which changes can
be fully understood only through a comparison between classical party models and
contemporary forms of party organization and behaviour.

It should be noted that, in general, the dissertation work shows a good knowledge of
the problem under consideration by the author. It uses a wide conceptual apparatus, includes
basic theoretical perspectives on globalization and international politics such as realism,
liberalism, idealism, neo-Marxism, constructivism and feminism. Pashov draws a parallel
between the development of the above concepts and the dynamics in the development of
political parties. Of particular importance is his understanding that in fact globalization does
not lead to the depersonalization of parties, but to their functional and organizational

restructuring.



3. Assessment of scientific contributions and applicability of results

The contributions of the dissertation are both theoretical and applied. First, the work
systematizes a significant problem for the Bulgarian political science literature, namely how
globalization affects the essence, functions and organization of political parties. In this sense,
the study has a contributing character, because it considers political parties as a classic object
for political science in the context of contemporary transformations.

A theoretical contribution is the derivation of the main directions of these party
transformations, namely a change in the representative function, a reformulation of the
ideological function, a reduction in part of the management capabilities of national parties,
digitalization of communication, a weakening of mass membership, a strengthening of the
leadership element and a transition to more flexible organizational forms. The dissertation
correctly notes that the classical division into left and right is blurring, and in its place new
dividing lines are increasingly appearing, such as globalists versus anti-globalists (p. 63).

The practical significance of Grigor Pashov’s dissertation is expressed in the possibility
of using the results of the study in the analysis of contemporary party strategies, election
campaigns, organizational models and communication practices. Also significant is the
analysis of the digitalization of parties, the use of social networks, the lesser importance of
traditional party clubs and the role of direct contact between leaders and voters. The findings
made in the dissertation can be used both by researchers as a basis for future research, as well
as by political analysts, party experts, and all organizations engaged in civic participation.

In this sense, [ accept the dissertation contributions formulated by Grigor Pashov, which
can be summarized in three main areas:

- systematization of the impact of globalization on the nature, functions and

organization of political parties;

- deriving the main dimensions of party transformation and new political dividing

lines in the context of globalization;

- analysis of digital party communication in the context of globalization and the

specifics of the transformation of political parties in Bulgaria from the perspective

of global impacts.

4. Evaluation of the abstract and publications on the dissertation work
The presented publications on the topic of the dissertation demonstrate the author’s
enduring interest in the issues of globalization, state sovereignty, technology and political

change. The scientific texts of the publications are thematically related to the dissertation and



outline the main fields in which the author develops his research competence. Their publication
contributes to the approbation among the scientific community of some of the ideas addressed
in the dissertation.

The abstract correctly reflects the content, structure, goals, objectives, methodology,
contributions and main conclusions of the dissertation. It provides a sufficient idea of the logic
of the research and the way in which the author defends his main hypothesis. It clearly

synthesizes the three chapters, as well as Pashov’s conclusions.

4. Notes and recommendations

Along with the positive aspects, some notes and recommendations should be
mentioned. Their purpose is to direct Grigor Pashov’s attention to the peculiarities of scientific
research that he could observe in his future scientific activity. First, I believe that the author
could be more concentrated on the focus of his research and more specific in his analysis. It is
striking that at times the author expands the explanatory framework of globalization too much,
and he could have focused on a limited number of its specific dimensions, such as the
economic, political, cultural, and accordingly reached more in-depth conclusions regarding
them. Second, the author should bear in mind that the conclusions made have even greater
weight when they are supported by sufficient empirical data. The basis for this recommendation
is the analysis of Bulgarian political life, which I believe would have won if the doctoral
student’s statements had been supported by more data, such as election results, voter turnout,
results of sociological surveys, etc. Finally, it would be good for the author to be careful about
the linguistic, spelling, and stylistic features of his texts. If Pashov plans to publish his
dissertation as a book, I recommend that the final text undergo proofreading and editing.

It should be borne in mind that the above-mentioned notes do not diminish the
assessment of the significance of Grigor Pashov’s dissertation work but are suggestions for

improving his approach in future scientific research.

CONCLUSION

Grigor Pashov’s dissertation “Transformation of Political Parties in the Conditions of
Globalization” contains scientific, scientific-applied, and applied results, which represent an
original contribution to science and meets all the requirements of the Development of
Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria Act (DASRBA), the Regulations for its
Implementation, and the relevant regulations of the South-West University “Neofit Rilski”,

Blagoevgrad.



The dissertation shows that the doctoral student Pashov possesses in-depth theoretical
knowledge and professional skills in the professional field 3.3. Political Science,
demonstrating qualities and skills for independently conducting scientific research.

Due to the above, I confidently give my positive assessment of the conducted research,
presented by the above-reviewed dissertation, abstract, achieved results, and contributions, and
I propose to the honorable scientific jury to award the educational and scientific degree
“Doctor” to Grigor Asenov Pashov in the area of higher education 3.
