However,
the non-economic dimensions of globalization should not be overlooked. It partly forms a new global culture,
and therefore, we can speak of the creation of a cosmopolitan society.

The Business Dictionary defines globalization as follows: globalization is a worldwide movement toward
economic, financial, trade, and communication integration. Globalization implies the opening of local and
nationalistic perspectives to a broader view of an interconnected and interdependent world with the free transfer
of capital, goods, and services across national borders. However, this does not include the completely
unhindered movement of labor and, as some economists suggest, may harm smaller or fragile economies if
applied indiscriminately (globalizationdefinition, 2019).

1.2. Political Globalization

1.2.1. Basic Concepts of Politics in the Era of Globalization

To analyze globalization and its influence on the development of political life—and specifically the
transformation of political parties—it is necessary to present, albeit briefly, several basic ideological concepts of
global politics. These are: realism, liberalism, idealism, neo-Marxism, constructivism, and feminism. Each
concept has a different focus for understanding international relations and interpreting world events.

No less important are the movements related to the environmental problems posed to humanity by globalization.
In the modern world, problems arising in all areas of life must be solved through joint efforts because they are
common problems affecting all of humanity, such as environmental protection and global warming. Humanity
must change its mindset and actions to preserve the environment. It is necessary to conduct in-depth research
into ecological globalization (global climate change).

1.2.3. Global Challenges to Democracy

In the contemporary era, democracy faces serious global challenges. Rise and fall are processes that accompany
any complex political organization—empire, state, political party, or political regime. The political system of
liberal representative democracy is established almost globally; however, as evident from numerous sociological
surveys and election results even in the most developed Western countries, fewer citizens trust politicians and
participate in elections, which delegitimizes the system. A number of factors in the global era are decomposing
it relentlessly and irreversibly. In practice, this system is already in a state of crisis, conditioned by various
factors, one of the main ones being the rise of technology (Geddes, 2019).

In summary, what has been said so far shows that a process of reducing the democratic nature of the global
political system is taking place, placing political parties in a new and complex socio-political environment for
their existence and functioning.

1.3. Political Parties

Political parties perform many important functions for the functioning of the system rightfully called
democracy. Under the conditions created by the process of globalization, which all contemporary political
parties face, they must transform to remain on the political stage and be politically competitive.

1.3.1. Emergence of Political Parties — History and Concepts

During antiquity, the Middle Ages, and the Renaissance, political struggles for power took place, but they
occurred primarily between different social estates and circles; the partisan basis had not yet emerged. During
these periods, political circles and assemblies were formed, but not parties in the modern sense of the word. It is
generally accepted that the creation of classical political parties began with specific changes in power structures,
society, and ideas during the late 18th and 19th centuries. With the revolutions and progressive ideas of the
Modern Era, the contours of civil society were formed, the system of political institutions (parliaments and
presidential institutions) began to function, and the conditions for creating classical-type parties were
established. Political parties differ from political factions because they are organized and possess their own
ideologies, programs, and structures, which distinguish them from ordinary political struggles and groupings
(Manolov, 2015). With their emergence, classical political parties transformed into organizations and became
institutions of the democratic system. They are entrusted by societies with the mission to express and defend
various political ideologies and interests through democratic means. Parties play a central role in administrative
decision-making within the democratic system. A necessary condition for a system to be democratic is the
existence of party pluralism. In democratic societies, "parties are the primary intermediary between civil society
and the state, accumulating and transmitting the diverse interests of various social groups to political power
through free and democratic elections. It is precisely this important link between elections and parties that turns
them into an essential theoretical problem with a distinct place in the democratic political process" (Manolov,
2015).



1.3.2. Essence of Political Parties

The concept of the political party defines it as a complex social body. A. Todorov examines the party both in a
narrow sense—as an organization with permanent membership and assigned roles—and in a broader sense,
which includes the party’s electorate. He points out that political parties are subject to a trend of differentiation
both within their membership base and within the party elite. Gradually, the party elite acquires more power and
independence, leading to the formation of party oligarchies that control the organization.

The connection between modern political parties and the society in which they function plays a vital role. This
is established through the "implantation" or "rooting" of the party and involves contact with specific social
groups. The connection can be based on both rational and emotional factors, including an active presence in the
community, familiarity with party leaders, acceptance of party values, and knowledge of the party program.
Todorov believes that no parties are accepted by the entire society as exponents of its collective views. Each
party has clearly defined fields of political influence in society and is viewed positively or negatively by
different social groups. The party's connection with society is based on the sympathies and predispositions of
the respective audience to accept and react to party messages (Todorov, 2012).

1.3.3. Classifications of Political Parties

When it comes to the classification of parties, one of the most important criteria is their position in the political
spectrum. This means that parties differ according to their ideological, political, and politico-economic
positions. For example, parties can be classified as left, right, centrist, conservative, liberal, social-democratic,
and others, depending on their political views and values. These political differences reflect the preferences and
interests of various groups and communities in society.

The next most frequently used classifier for political parties is ideology. Left-wing political parties promote
socialist or liberal ideologies, meaning they are aimed at the broad masses of society because, in many
countries, citizens from lower social strata predominate and require political parties to express their interests.
Socialist parties advocate for a more equitable (in their view) distribution of wealth in the national economy,
achieved by increasing taxes on the wealthy strata of society and directing funds toward the poorer ones; this
requires active state intervention in the economy. Liberal parties (considered "right-wing" in Bulgaria)
specifically focus on protecting the rights and freedoms of the individual in society—they emphasize the
individuality of every person, their needs and requirements, and the lack of necessity for market control and
social redistribution.

On the right of the political spectrum are political parties that profess conservative and nationalist political
ideologies. Conservative parties strive to protect the interests, and consequently the votes, of many
representatives of the middle class, civil servants, business representatives at various levels, landowners, and
other more financially secure members of society. Conservative parties are proponents of a stricter hierarchy in
society and the family; they advocate for fewer social transfers to individuals and social strata that they believe
do not contribute sufficiently to the development and prosperity of society.

2.1. Defining the Concept of Transformation

Transformation as a process refers to the changes and development that occur in various contexts—personal,
organizational, social, or economic. The main aspects include:

Transformation can occur as a planned process, meaning there is an understanding of what is being strived for
after the transformation, or as a spontaneous process, where the transformation happens without being planned
or pursued. In the era of globalization, political parties have undergone transformations for objective reasons
rather than due to a planned pursuit.

However, even if the transformations of political parties on a global scale were not planned, party elites have
carefully guided these processes to preserve the significance and influence of their organizations. Achieving this

has required, and continues to require, a multitude of actions:

Strategies and planning (when it is possible to guide the processes): Developing a plan that describes how to
achieve the desired changes.

Implementation of changes: Carrying out the envisioned strategies and adapting the process to new



conditions.
Evaluation and adaptation: Monitoring progress and being ready for corrections if necessary.

Throughout different historical eras, transformational processes—driven by the renewal of the consciousness of
broad social strata—have often served humanity in its advancement toward progress (Norris, M., 2011).

2.2. Parties and Transformation in the Era of Globalization

The transformation of political parties manifests as a shift from being national institutions to becoming
increasingly globalist. Almost every modern party contains within its structures both nationally oriented and
globalist factions.

2.3. Transformations of the Core Functions of Political Parties

Under the influence of globalization, political parties have fundamentally changed and no longer perform their
historical functions in the classical manner. They are adapting to the political and economic systems reshaped
by global processes. Some of the functions of political parties are being redefined.

2.3.1. Political Representation

In democratic societies, political parties are tasked with the mission of acting as intermediaries between citizens
and the state. Political representation lies at the heart of liberal democracies. Whether democracy is understood
as "rule by the people" or as effective public control over political destiny, representation is the means of
realizing the democratic idea of giving people a voice within sovereign states. Thus, from a normative
perspective, there should be a causal link between the interests of citizens and the political decisions of their
representatives. Elections are the primary event establishing this causal link between the desires of the people
and the acts of governing representatives. However, how and whom citizens elect varies significantly across
different democracies.

Given the severe challenges facing democratic representation, parties have proven to be adaptive organizations
that attempt to align their strategies with the consequences arising from the pressure of these exogenous shocks.
The political situation in countries most affected by economic crises appears far from stable; however, at the
same time, the capacity of national political systems to absorb the stress caused by the crisis should not be
underestimated. During times of crisis, parties are heavily tested, yet they possess the stability and means to
withstand the impact, and expectations regarding their capacity for adaptation appear justified.

In the era of new political and social realities, political parties are transforming their organizational and
ideological functions, where collective structures are being replaced by leaders. The role of collective bodies is
diminishing in favor of individual decision-making. Parties are increasingly transforming into digital
organizations utilizing social networks.

2.3.2. Ideological Function

Political ideology is a set of ideas, beliefs, values, and opinions exhibiting a recurring pattern, which
competes—both intentionally and unintentionally—with rival political ideologies to provide action plans for
creating public policy in an attempt to justify, explain, contest, or change the social and political arrangements
and processes of a political community (M. Freeden, 2001). Political ideology is a system of principles that
serve as the foundation for political action.

2.3.3. Managerial (Governing) Function

No less important and inextricably linked to the previously discussed functions is the parties' participation in
state governance. Through their political ideologies, parties disseminate the ideas of the people whose interests
they protect. They present these ideas as being as universal as possible to attract a larger electorate. Through
their participation in state power, they can implement their ideologies in actual political practice. The degree of
implementation results from a vast complex of factors. Participation in power should not be an end in itself, as it
is the most vital tool for protecting and expressing specific public interests.

In the era of globalization, the governing function of political parties is also undergoing a very significant
transformation. The emergence of increasingly united global political "families" capable of collective action is a
reality, made possible by the expansion of global trade, political, and military alliances, and institutions with
worldwide reach. One of the most important existing spaces for transnational party formation is the European
Parliament.



In the era of globalization, the following trends are observed regarding the governing function of national
political parties:

Reduction of key governing functions compared to the classical period of parties prior to globalization.

Increased legal binding: National political parties are, to a much greater extent, bound in their legislative
activities by the treaty obligations of their respective countries and by increasingly influential global and
international state and non-state actors. For EU countries, this includes the influence of European legislation and
actual political practice.

Parties must develop new political leaders capable of navigating changes in political life and party functions,
specifically:

The ability to use new technologies in party activities;
The ability to account for the activity of the electorate and the party grassroots within these technologies;

Accounting for and adapting to changed relationships between local and central party structures, as well as
the reluctance toward membership and voting;

Communicating with external factors whose influence is increasing.

In conclusion: The governing function of political parties in the global era remains, but it is reduced to varying
degrees compared to the pre-globalization era. This is because political parties must comply not only with
national constitutions in their governing powers but also with a range of international organizations, alliances,
agreements, and treaties.

2.4. Organizational Transformation of Political Parties

Political parties in the global era are also undergoing significant organizational transformations. Modern
political parties function quite differently than they did a few decades ago, largely due to the proliferation of
digital technologies.

2.4.1. Digitization

One of the new conditions imposed by globalization is the ubiquitous spread of digital technologies in all
spheres of life. Political parties strive to take maximum advantage of this process and outpace their competitors
in the field of information technology to secure political gains.

Hristo Prodanov analyzes this modern trend in his book Digital Politics:

In the global era, important trends are occurring in the development of political ideologies and the influence of
mass media upon them. Newspapers, radio, television, and the internet play a vital role in the formation,
dissemination, and alteration of ideologies. In the 18th and 19th centuries, newspapers were a primary factor in
the emergence of secular ideologies such as liberalism, conservatism, socialism, and communism. With the
advent of radio and television in the 20th century, new tools for propagating ideologies emerged, capable of
reaching mass audiences and shaping public opinion. Simultaneously, these media contributed to the blurring
and transformation of traditional ideologies, allowing for greater pluralization and the emergence of new
players.

With the rise of the internet and social media, the process of transformation and fragmentation of ideologies has
intensified. These processes are also influenced by globalization, which opens doors to broader access to
information and interaction between different cultures. Consequently, politicians are forced to adapt to these
new challenges and opportunities in communicating with citizens (Prodanov, H., 2010).

Regarding how the internet transforms political parties, the following conclusions can be drawn:

Parties utilize digital communication to engage directly with voters; large parties in major countries can now
communicate with a global audience.

Parties no longer require massive structures or memberships to maintain cumbersome vertical chains of
command. Today, leaders communicate with the party core and voters directly; chains of command in modern
parties are horizontal.



Parties use these technologies to present their views via social networks for direct connection.
2.4.2. From Mass Parties to a Renaissance of Elite Parties

Mass parties emerged as a counterweight to the elite political system of the 18th and 19th centuries in Western
Europe. This happened gradually following the abolition of property and educational requirements for voting.
2.4.3. From Vertical to Horizontal Command Structures

Due to declining membership, political parties are forced to close numerous party clubs and local organizations.
This necessitates a shift from vertical to horizontal command systems, made possible by digital technologies
that allow party leaders to send messages directly to voters. Horizontal structures also offer a positive
opportunity for parties to improve their level of internal party democracy.

2.4.4. Parties: Decline or Adaptation?

Whether parties are declining or adapting is a matter of debate. Todor Tanev notes that Arthur Schlesinger
called the decline of parties a "myth." Proponents of the adaptation theory argue that parties are stronger than
ever due to increased competition. Conversely, scholars like Jack Straw believe parties are seriously degrading
due to changes in funding. However, it is undeniably true that political parties perform functions that can hardly
be duplicated; they are "monopolists" in the political process. According to Georgi Karasimeonov, parties play a
fundamental role in:

Forming and articulating the interests of significant social groups;
The process of political communication;

Political recruitment of leaders;

Strategic decision-making related to state governance;
Motivating and mobilizing political participation;

Achieving political integration of social groups;

Legitimizing and stabilizing the political system.

CHAPTER THREE. Transformation of Political Parties in Bulgaria
3.1. The Political System and Parties in Democratic Bulgaria

Bulgaria has never been isolated from the processes of economic and military globalization following World
War II. Despite being behind the "Iron Curtain," the country maintained diplomatic, economic, and cultural ties
with almost the entire world. Membership in the Comecon (CMEA) did not restrict the country from trading
with Western nations. The changes after 1989 placed the country in a new environment. The political regime
shifted from totalitarian to democratic, and the foreign policy orientation pivoted from East to West. This
allowed Bulgaria to be attracted to and integrated into global structures, as well as economic and political
alliances.

In the era of globalization, the primary priority of political parties is to express and defend the political will of
citizens at the national level. To achieve this, they must navigate a complex global environment among
numerous political and economic actors and factors (international organizations, party families, NGOs, global
corporations, and states striving for world hegemony). In reality, political parties in Bulgaria strive to manage
this balancing act between national interests and the requirements imposed by the global foreign policy
environment.

Political parties in recent Bulgarian history emerged in parallel with the return to liberal democracy.
Consequently, our parties are political institutions with only a few decades of experience and tradition, lacking
the centuries-old experience of their counterparts in the West. The first party system was characterized by
intense competition between the Union of Democratic Forces (SDS) and the Bulgarian Socialist Party (BSP). In
this initial stage of representative democracy, a "fragmentation" of parties was observed due to societal
enthusiasm for the new political system and the opportunity for personal participation in the country's politics.
Parties were established using the names of classic parties from the past, such as the BSDRP, BZNS — Nikola



Petkov, the Democratic Party, BZNS — Vrabcha, the Liberal Democratic Party, and others. Additionally, parties
emerged from resistance movements against the totalitarian regime. Many of these liberal parties joined an
alliance to form the SDS, becoming a significant factor in the country's politics. On the other hand, the BSP
advocated for the preservation and development of socialism, but through democratic means and according to
the rules of the new system.

The core political activity of the new democratic parties was aimed at conducting legislative and economic
reforms to build and develop a "new Bulgaria" in the Western image. The transition involved moving toward
private ownership of the means of production, a free market, economic initiative, and the protection of
competition and free choice. However, many of the messages from these new parties were directed toward the
past and the struggle against the totalitarian regime.

The transition concluded during the second party system when Bulgaria became a member of NATO and the
European Union. By this time, the country was fully transformed politically and economically, becoming part of
the globally widespread system of liberal democracy and the so-called "international community" formed
around Western rules and values. A trend for political parties during this period was their increasing tendency to
align not with preliminary party programs, but with the immediate demands of voters in a given situation. This
is a process of rapid situational response triggered by the conditions of globalization, a characteristic also seen
in parties in other countries. A certain "crisis of representation” also began to emerge. Processes involving forms
of democratic practice through direct public participation exist. A trend for Bulgarian parties is their
transformation into strongly leader-oriented organizations; even if their initial design was different, the party
ends up expressing the views of its leaders. This is observable in the major parties significant to the country's
politics after 2001—NDSV, Ataka, BSP, and DPS.

3.2. Bulgarian Parties in the Globalized Political System

A characteristic of the Bulgarian political system in the global era following the democratic changes is that
political parties have proven to be very short-lived organizations, managing to remain united and under the same
name only for the duration of one or a few elections. This demonstrates that these parties were temporarily
assembled by the fleeting interests of a few individuals with financial means or broader social circles, but
without a belief in values that would sustain them in these political organizations for the long term. To date,
there are only three continentally represented political parties in Bulgaria that have withstood the test of time:
the BSP, the DPS, and the GERB party (founded in 2006), which has managed to maintain its strong
organization even during periods of non-participation in government. A noticeable trend in the third party
system is the continued decline in results for the BSP and other socialist parties. The BSP appears to be in a
constant state of internal conflict and leadership battles. This once-powerful leftist force has failed to propose
modern social policies or re-engage the public's interest.

The negative trend of corruption scandals and the public perception of widespread high-level corruption
persists. GERB continues to hold a leading position in elections, which have become more frequent due to the
acute political crisis. It seems that the party's political competitors have failed to find the right strategy to change
this trend.

In addition to the most enduring political parties, there are relatively new parties that have successfully entered
parliament over the last few elections. Some have achieved impressive results despite—or perhaps because of—
the trend of decreasing voter turnout in the country.

As of early 2026, a new political coalition, "Progressive Bulgaria," is running in the upcoming elections. The
formation does not define itself as left or right, seeking broader civic trust instead.
3.3. Bulgarian Political Parties in the European Parliament

The activity of Bulgarian political parties in the European Parliament is a vital part of the country's political life.
Bulgaria has representatives in the European Parliament who work on various issues related to European Union
policy. Bulgarian parties send representatives who participate in various committees and parliamentary sessions.
They engage with the critical issues of the day, such as economic policy, justice, migration, and climate change.
Bulgarian MEPs often work in coalitions with colleagues from other member states to defend Bulgaria's
interests and influence EU legislation to a certain extent. Bulgarian parties in the European Parliament also
reflect national politics, often attempting to push for solutions that meet the interests of Bulgarian citizens
(www.europarl.europa.eu).

Modern Bulgarian political parties do not differ from other democratic parties in terms of function or
organizational structure. Bulgarian parties are institutions of the democratic system, meeting the requirements of



their time.

Globalization is a process that standardizes economic standards, political understandings (as we find political
like-mindedness not only within our own country but globally), and, at certain levels, culture (sharing a
common consumer culture). Nonetheless, humanity remains divided by race, religion, values, customs, and
traditions.

The global era is characterized by an ever-growing and expanding socio-economic cleavage.

In order to keep pace with these changed conditions, political parties are undergoing a real transformation in the
global era, making a powerful entry into the digital age. They leverage scientific advancements to conduct more
effective propaganda and to organize more easily and efficiently. To remain competitive in the global era, a
party can no longer rely solely on mass membership and rigid vertical chains of command. Contemporary
parties are increasingly flexible in their organization and exhibit broader elements of internal democracy. These
positive changes have been made possible by the expansion of the globalization process in recent decades.

However, it must be noted that globalization also poses serious challenges to some of the classical functions of
political parties, as well as to the politicians themselves. This dissertation demonstrates that due to the new
political, economic, cultural, and military conditions imposed by globalization, the representative, managerial,
and legislative functions of many political parties worldwide are undergoing an evolution. Since Bulgaria is
involved in and is a part of the globalization process, the conditions in our country do not differ significantly
from those in other nations. Accordingly, domestic political parties do not differ greatly from foreign ones.
Nonetheless, it cannot be denied that certain negative trends and processes are more pronounced here.

The analysis in this dissertation proves the hypothesis that political parties in the global era are transforming
functionally and organizationally, thereby establishing it as a thesis. This dissertation addresses and
substantiates an underdeveloped issue, thus filling a "gap" in the political science literature.

Contributions of the Dissertation

This dissertation represents the first study of its kind in Bulgarian political science to systematize research
focused on the role of globalization in transforming the essence, core functions, and organization of political
parties.

The key dimensions of party dynamics influenced by globalization have been conceptualized and identified.
These include the emergence of new dividing lines such as Cosmopolitanism vs. Particularism, globalization

"winners" vs. "losers," etc.

The digital methods through which political parties reach voters have been systematized. The most modern
tactics and tools utilized by political parties in the era of digital communications are highlighted.

The dynamics and nature of the transformation of political parties in Bulgaria are outlined, alongside the
impact of globalization processes on this transformation and their place and role within the EU party system and
on a global scale.
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
