On the doctoral dissertation entitled:
“Transformation of Political Parties in the Era of Globalization”

By: Grigor Pashov

The topic of the dissertation is relevant and of considerable theoretical and social significance, as it examines
the transformations of political parties under the influence of globalization, digitalization, and the changing

nature of democratic processes.

The content is structured as a dissertation devoted to the transformation of political parties in the context of
globalization. The structure is logical and concise, incorporating both theoretical and empirical dimensions.
However, these are not sufficiently balanced, as two of the chapters are predominantly theoretical, while only

one is devoted to Bulgarian political parties in the conditions of globalization.

The first chapter is dedicated to the concepts of globalization and political parties. It provides a theoretical
characterization of globalization. The author notes its most dynamic development at the end of the twentieth
and the beginning of the twenty-first century. It is based on new economic and transnational relations.
Political processes, in many respects, transcend national borders, while supranational organizations emerge
that partially diminish the sovereignty of nation-states. Globalization poses a series of challenges to

democracy and, consequently, to political parties, which constitute one of its fundamental components.

The second chapter constitutes the strongest analytical part of the dissertation, particularly the sections
concerning digitalization, the organizational transformation of political parties, and the crisis of political
representation. It contains both theoretical research elements and descriptive components addressing
generalizations necessary to the topic. Priority is given to defining the concept of transformation. The author
identifies the role of the International Monetary Fund, the World Bank, as well as the treaty-based unions of
the member states of the European Union and NATO. In this era of digital revolution, globalization changes
the manner in which political parties function — evolving from mass organizations into elitist and network-

based structures.

The third chapter provides the necessary national contextualization. It represents an attempt to demonstrate
the influence of global processes on Bulgarian political parties. Emphasis is placed on those Bulgarian
parties represented in the European Parliament. This chapter requires further development should the author
wish to make a more substantial political-scientific contribution regarding the policies of Bulgarian political

parties.



The dissertation possesses several positive aspects — the topic is relatively new within Bulgarian political
science. The author has systematized the new challenges and provided a foundation for the further
development of these issues. The author’s effort to employ an interdisciplinary approach, drawing upon

historical, economic, and social facts and processes, is commendable.

The principal contribution of the dissertation — namely, raising the question of political parties in the age of
globalization — also constitutes one of the principal shortcomings of the work due to the exceptionally broad

field of research, which at times leads to the oversimplification of certain problems.

Taking into account the positive aspects of the dissertation, its contributions, and the publications of the
doctoral candidate, I propose that the Academic Jury confer upon Grigor Pashov the educational and

scientific degree of "Doctor of Political Science".
