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Information on the Procedure and the Scientific Jury

By Order No. 1054/21.04.2026 of the Rector of the South-West University
“Neofit Rilski” — Blagoevgrad, a Scientific Jury was appointed for the defense
procedure of the dissertation submitted by Grigor Asenov Pashov for obtaining the
educational and scientific degree “Doctor” in the doctoral programme “‘Political
Science”, Professional Field 3.3. Political Science.

1. Relevance and Significance of the Research

The presented dissertation is devoted to a topic of considerable scientific and
socio-political relevance. The study of the transformation of political parties under
the conditions of globalization occupies an important place in contemporary political
science, especially in the context of dynamic changes in the international
environment, digitalization, the crisis of traditional party models, and the growing

influence of supranational political and economic structures.



The author correctly emphasizes the processes of erosion of the classical
functions of political parties, the changes in political representation, ideological
transformation, and the organizational adaptation of political parties under
conditions of global political and economic interdependence. Particularly important
is the fact that the dissertation examines not only global tendencies but also their
manifestations within the Bulgarian political system.

The topic is significant both from a theoretical and practical point of view,
since political parties continue to be a fundamental mechanism of political
representation and governance despite the crises of trust and the transformations they
currently undergo.

2. General Characteristics of the Dissertation

The dissertation is logically and consistently structured. It consists of an
introduction, three chapters, a conclusion, and a bibliography.

In the first chapter, the author examines the theoretical aspects of globalization
and political globalization, as well as the major concepts of international politics —
realism, liberalism, neo-Marxism, constructivism, and others. The relationships
between globalization and the transformation of political parties are analyzed.

The second chapter is devoted to the actual processes of transformation of
political parties — changes in their functions, organizational structure, the role of
digitalization, and the transition from mass parties to more flexible party models.
Particular attention is paid to the processes of ideological convergence and the
strengthening of populist tendencies.

The third chapter examines the Bulgarian political system and the specific
characteristics of the transformation of political parties in Bulgaria, including their

participation in European political structures.



The structure of the dissertation corresponds adequately to the objectives and

tasks set by the author and allows for a coherent development of the research thesis.

3. Methodology and Research Approach

The methodological approach is interdisciplinary and combines comparative-
historical, inductive, and analytical methods.

A positive impression is created by the author’s effort to examine political
processes in their interrelation with economic, social, technological, and cultural
factors. This is particularly important when studying globalization as a complex
process.

A diverse range of scientific sources has been used, including Bulgarian and
foreign authors, documents, public analyses, and conceptual studies. The author
demonstrates good knowledge of the principal political science theories and
contemporary debates on the subject.

Nevertheless, it should be noted that in certain parts the analysis remains
predominantly descriptive and could be further strengthened through broader use of
comparative empirical data, statistical indicators, or concrete case studies related to
the development of political parties in different countries.

4. Scientific Contributions

The following more significant scientific contributions can be identified in the
dissertation:

- A systematic analysis has been made of the impact of globalization on
political parties and their transformation in the contemporary political environment;

- The transformation of the major functions of political parties —
representative, ideological, and governing — has been examined;

- The role of digitalization and social media in the organizational and

communicative transformation of political parties has been analyzed;



- The tendencies toward weakening of classical ideological divisions and

the strengthening of populist models have been traced;

- The relationship between globalization processes and the crisis of national

political sovereignty has been presented;

- The specific features of the Bulgarian party system under conditions of

globalization and European integration have been examined.

The dissertation demonstrates an effort toward conceptual interpretation of the
transformation processes affecting political parties and contains scientifically

significant observations and conclusions.
5. Critical Remarks and Recommendations

Alongside its positive qualities, several critical remarks may also be made

regarding the dissertation:

1. In some places, the text contains repetitions and overly descriptive

passages that could be editorially shortened and conceptually refined.
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2. Certain terms used by the author — such as “globalists,” “anti-globalists,”
“elites,” etc. — could be more clearly defined in scientific terms in order to avoid a

journalistic tone.

3. It would be useful to include a broader range of contemporary empirical
studies, quantitative data, and comparative indices related to party systems, public
trust in political parties, and electoral behavior.

4. In certain sections, the author’s normative and evaluative position is
visible, which somewhat weakens the analytical distance characteristic of academic
writing.

5. The bibliography could be expanded with more contemporary English-
language studies on digital democracy, platform parties, and the crisis of political

representation.



These remarks do not diminish the overall value of the dissertation and should

rather be regarded as recommendations for the future development of the research.
6. Conclusion

The presented dissertation entitled “Transformation of Political Parties
under the Conditions of Globalization” constitutes an independent scientific study
devoted to a current and significant political science issue. The author demonstrates
good knowledge of the subject matter, analytical ability, and skill in systematizing
scientific material.

The dissertation contains scientific and applied scientific contributions and
meets the requirements of the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff in the
Republic of Bulgaria and the respective implementing regulations.

Based on the above, I give a positive evaluation of the dissertation and propose
that the esteemed Scientific Jury award Grigor Asenov Pashov the educational and

scientific degree “Doctor” in Professional Field 3.3. Political Science.
