of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Georgi Konstantinov Garov

This review was prepared on the basis of Order No. 1096 of 24.04.2026 of the Rector of the
Southwestern University "Neofit Rilski", as well as on documents submitted under a
competition announced in the State Gazette, issue 23/27.02.2026 and on the university's website
for the needs of the Department of Choreography at the Faculty of Arts. The documents
submitted for the competition comply with the requirements of the Act on the Promotion of
Academic Staff of the Republic of Bulgaria, the Act on the Promotion of Academic Staff of the
Republic of Bulgaria and the internal rules for the development of the academic staff for the
academic position of "professor" at the Southwestern University "Neofit Rilski". The
competition procedure has been correctly followed.

General presentation of the received materials

The materials submitted for participation in the competition outline a comprehensively
developed academic and artistic-creative profile, in which sustainable development, thematic
consistency and a high degree of integration between scientific research and stage practice are
clearly highlighted. The scientific and creative activity is carried out in the field of Bulgarian
dance culture, with an emphasis on the interaction between traditional forms and their
contemporary stage interpretation.

Candidate details

The candidate in the competition, Assoc. Prof. Dr. Georgi Konstantinov Garov, was born on
04.12.1972 in the city of Blagoevgrad. He is an established teacher, researcher and creator in
the field of Bulgarian folk choreography with many years of professional and academic
experience. In terms of education, the candidate has consistent and in-depth training in the field
of dance art. He graduated from the State Choreographic School with a degree in "Bulgarian
Folk Dances", and subsequently acquired an educational and qualification degree "Master" in
choreography (composition and direction of dance) at the Academy of Performing Arts -
Plovdiv. In 2024, he defended the educational and scientific degree "Doctor" in choreography
at the VFU "Chernorizets Hrabar", with research aimed at the creation of performing arts based
on traditional rituals. The professional path of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Georgi Garov is characterized



by sustainable development and accumulation of significant research, teaching and creative
experience. In 1996-1997 he worked as a researcher of folklore culture at the National Center
for Intangible Cultural Heritage at the Institute of Folklore at the Bulgarian Academy of
Sciences, Sofia. He also performed the same activity at the Pirin Ensemble, Blagoevgrad during
the period 2007-2012. Since 2004 he has been successively an assistant, senior assistant, chief
assistant and associate professor at the Southwestern University "Neofit Rilski", where he is
currently the head of the Choreography Department. He teaches basic disciplines - "Dance
Composition", "Bulgarian Folk Dances", "Processing of Bulgarian Folk Dances" and
"Methodology of Teaching Bulgarian Folk Dances", combining theoretical training with active
creative practice. In parallel with his academic activity, the candidate develops intensive artistic,
creative and organizational activity. His experience as a stage performer - soloist of the Pirin
Ensemble, as well as as a choreographer and leader of amateur and professional ensembles is
also significant. Currently, he works as Deputy Director for Academic and Creative Activities
and a teacher-choreographer at 140 Sofia University "Ivan Bogorov" - Sofia.

In summary, Assoc. Prof. Dr. Georgi Konstantinov Garov is an established specialist with a
clear contribution in the field of choreography - both in scientific and theoretical, and in artistic
and creative and pedagogical aspects. His professional biography demonstrates consistency,
high competence and a significant presence in contemporary Bulgarian dance art.

General characteristics and assessment of the candidate's scientific production

The scientific production of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Georgi Konstantinov Garov is characterized by
thematic consistency, a clearly outlined research line and a sustainable presence in the field of
Bulgarian dance folklore and stage choreography. The basis of the candidate's scientific
research is the issue of the interaction between traditional dance culture and its contemporary
stage adaptation. The dissertation on the topic "Creating performing arts based on traditional
wedding rituals" raises important theoretical and practical questions related to the
transformation of ritual into a stage work, offering an author's model for compositional and
directorial interpretation. This work has both a scientific-applied and an artistic contribution,
characteristic of the specifics of the professional field. The candidate's other publications further
develop this issue by examining the structural, functional and semantic features of Bulgarian
folk dance. Particular attention is paid to the analysis of choreographic structures, variation and
processes of stage transformation, which is also confirmed by the publication "Choreographic
Structures and Folk Dance", which has received scientific visibility and subsequent citations in
specialized publications. The candidate's scientific output is distinguished by good publication
activity in specialized scientific publications in the field of arts, with some of the works being
indexed and cited, which testifies to their relevance and contribution to the development of
scientific knowledge. There are both citations in peer-reviewed scientific publications and
international conference proceedings, as well as in monographs and collective works, which is
an indicator of the recognition of his research in the scientific community. It should be
emphasized that in the candidate there is an organic connection between scientific and artistic-
creative activity. The artistic and creative production is of impressive volume and diversity and
covers a wide range of original choreographic works, concert performances and directorial
realizations. It is evident from the presented materials that the stage products created are
realized with both professional and student and amateur ensembles, which significantly
expands the social and cultural scope of the work. The large-scale concert performances
realized on prestigious stages, in which a synthesis between music, dance and stage action is



achieved and the author's directorial style is affirmed, deserve special attention. Among them,
a number of productions stand out, built on ritual and historical themes, in which authentic
folklore material is combined with modern stage solutions. A characteristic feature of the
presented activity is the organic connection between scientific research and artistic practice.
Theoretical productions do not remain at the level of abstract analysis, but find concrete
realization in stage works, which function as a form of practical approbation of research ideas.
This synthesis is particularly valuable for the professional field of "Musical and Dance Art",
where scientific knowledge and artistic creativity are mutually conditioned.

Characteristics and assessment of the candidate's educational and pedagogical activity

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Georgi Garov is a university lecturer. He currently holds the academic position
of "Associate Professor" at the Department of Choreography at the Southwestern University
"Neofit Rilski" in Blagoevgrad. In this capacity, he combines and performs scientific, teaching
and artistic and creative activities. To date, he has been preparing and conducting lectures,
exercises and exams for students in the disciplines "Dance Composition", "Bulgarian Folk
Dances", "Processing of Bulgarian Folk Dances", "Methodology of Teaching Bulgarian
National Television". The pedagogical activity complements and enriches the candidate's
overall academic profile. It is distinguished by sustainability and consistency, covering basic
disciplines in the field of choreography and combining theoretical training with active practical
work. A significant indicator of the quality of teaching work is the preparation of young
specialists and participation in the training of doctoral students, as well as active involvement
in scientific and practical seminars and educational initiatives. In this context, participation in
national educational projects aimed at modernizing professional training can also be noted,
which testifies to commitment to the development of the educational system. The presented
materials on the educational and pedagogical activity and workload of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Georgi
Garov correspond to the competition, related to the professional field and scientific specialty.

Scientific and scientific and applied contributions of the candidate

Based on the in-depth analysis, the following main scientific and scientific and applied
contributions with a clearly expressed original character can be formulated:

» A comprehensive theoretical model for the analysis of Bulgarian folk dance as a structurally
organized and semantically loaded system has been developed. Within the framework of this
model, a complex approach is proposed for the first time, which unites choreographic,
ethnocultural and compositional aspects in a single analytical system.

* A concept for the stage transformation of traditional ritual is substantiated and applied in a
systematized form, in which the cultural identity of the original source is preserved, while at
the same time an artistically completed stage work is built. This result has both theoretical
significance and direct application in artistic practice.

* The derivation of mechanisms for the adaptation of traditional dance material to contemporary
stage conditions is of a scientifically applied and original nature. Through them, principles for
balancing authenticity and stage interpretation are formulated, which can serve as a means

* The synthesis achieved between scientific research and artistic and creative realization is
significant. The presented activity demonstrates a consistent transformation of theoretical



productions into real stage products, functioning as a form of practical verification of scientific
ideas.

* An author's pedagogical model in choreography training has been developed, based on the
integration of theory and practice. It creates conditions for the training of highly qualified
specialists and contributes to the sustainable development of the professional field.

* The active artistic and creative activity, implemented in a significant number of stage works
and directorial projects, is distinguished by its expanded applied significance. Through it, the
author's artistic style is affirmed and new forms of interpretation of the Bulgarian dance
tradition are developed in a contemporary cultural context.

In summary, the formulated contributions have a clearly expressed original character and
outline a significant development in both the theoretical understanding and the practical
application of the Bulgarian dance tradition and affirm the candidate as a researcher and creator
with a contribution at the national level.

Compliance with minimum national requirements

Quantitatively, the submitted materials cover and exceed the minimum national requirements
in area 8 "Arts" for holding the academic position of "professor". As can be seen from the
submitted reference, the candidate meets the indicators for scientific production, artistic and
creative activity, citation and pedagogical activity.

Personal impressions

With the above, I categorically express my excellent personal impressions of the scientific
works, artistic and creative and teaching activities, the subject of this review. The professional
performance under consideration impresses with its maturity, originality and contribution, as in
a number of performances it exceeds national dimensions and significantly contributes to the
development of the scientific field and artistic practice.

Conclusion

Based on the submitted documentation, the analysis and assessment of the candidate's scientific,
artistic and creative and pedagogical activities, I believe that Assoc. Prof. Dr. Georgi
Konstantinov Garov is an established scientist, teacher and artist with undeniable merits in the
field of Bulgarian choreography. His scientific and scientific and applied contributions,
combined with rich artistic and creative practice, fully meet the requirements for holding the
academic position of "professor". I give my positive assessment and propose that the esteemed
Scientific Committee propose to the Scientific Council of the South-West University "Neofit
Rilski" Assoc. Prof. Dr. Georgi Konstantinov Garov to hold the academic position of
"professor" in the professional field 8.3 "Musical and Dance Art" in the scientific specialty
"Choreography".
