This opinion has been prepared regarding the candidacy for professorship of Assoc.
Prof. Dr. Georgi Konstantinov Garov for participation in an announced competition by
Southwest University '"Neofit Rilski" in the professional field 8.3 '"Musical and Dance
Art (Choreography and Direction)" announced in the State Gazette, issue 23 of
27.02.2026

By order of the Rector of Southwest University "Neofit Rilski" No. 1096 of 24.04.2026,
on the basis of Art. 4 para. 2 of the Act on the Development of Academic Staff of the Republic
of Bulgaria and the decision of the Faculty of Arts Faculty Council /Protocol No. 43/22.04.2026,
I have been appointed as a member of the scientific jury in the competition for the academic
position of "Professor" in Professional Field 8.3 Music and Dance Art (Choreography and
Directing), announced in the State Gazette No. 23 0f27.02.2026. One candidate has applied for
the announced competition - Assoc. Prof. Dr. Georgi Garov. From 2004 to the present, the
candidate has been a lecturer in the main disciplines in the Department of Choreography at the
South-West University "N. Rilski", and is currently its head. The documents and materials
submitted under the procedure fully comply with all the requirements of the Act on the
Development of the Academic Staff of the Republic of Bulgaria, the Regulations for its
implementation and the Regulations with internal rules of the South-West University "N.
Rilski". The habilitation materials contain correct and comprehensive information about the
candidate's research, artistic and educational-methodological activities.

1. Educational activities

The educational and teaching activities of Georgi Garov are distinguished by many years
of experience as an established specialist in both theoretical and practical disciplines studied in
the Department of Choreography at the Southwestern University "Neofit Rilski".

Organizer, co-organizer and lecturer in numerous national and international seminars for the
study of traditional Bulgarian dance folklore.

As the author of a large number of dance works included in the repertoire of the SFA at the
Southwestern University and a director of performances, Georgi Garov gives students the
opportunity to acquire not only theoretical, but also empirical knowledge applied in practice,
by actively participating in concert activities implemented at various prestigious forums, as well
as joint university artistic and educational projects in collaboration with other universities. In
this way, extracurricular learning and the accumulation of practical experience of students are
significantly supported.

The leadership positions held in the department testify to the high degree of responsibility,
commitment and detailed knowledge of the national educational requirements, the normative



regulations and internal rules of the Southwestern University. Georgi Garov actively
participates in the creation of new and updating existing curricula, thus expanding the level of
education of students and increasing the competitiveness of the Choreography Department at
the Southwestern University, making it preferred among other higher education institutions in
Bulgaria.

He participates in various educational and artistic intra-university, national and European
projects as a leader, coordinator and expert.

2. Scientific research

The long-term scientific research activity of Georgi Garov is solid, based on the need to
expand and deepen the knowledge and needs in the contemporary development of dance art on
a folklore basis and aimed at the study, analysis and preservation of folklore samples and their
archetypes. Particularly significant are the research and original contributions summarized and
presented in Georgi Garov's dissertation on the topic "Creating performing art based on
traditional wedding rites", some of which are described in scientific literature for the first time.

Publications in specialized scientific publications, including in the largest international abstract
and bibliographic database of peer-reviewed scientific literature - Scopus, as well as the many
citations in various scientific works, are a clear indicator of the significance and relevance of
the topic considered in the candidate's texts.

The enormous significance and value of the theoretical research of Assoc. Prof. Garov creates
their real application in his authorial artistic works and productions, as well as in his
pedagogical practice for different age groups - from junior high school to higher education.

3. Artistic activity

With his original interpretation and individual authorial style in the creation of his dance
works, Georgi Garov draws new directions in the field of contemporary stage dance culture.
The large-scale concert activity, including his authorial works and directing, has a relatively
large share in the national cultural calendar of Bulgaria. This includes dance works created for
professional ensembles, student ensembles, children's ensembles, dance groups, community
center and amateur ensembles throughout the country. The artistic activity presented by the
candidate in the scientometric table is of a volume that many times exceeds the required
minimum, regulated in the ZRASRB.
