1. Overall assessment of the candidate

Beatris Vladimirova is a full-time doctoral student in the scientific specialty “Economics
and Management of Tourism” at the Department of “Tourism” of the Faculty of Economics at
the South-West University “Neofit Rilski" - Blagoevgrad. From the dissertation submitted for
evaluation and the publications related to it, it is evident that the doctoral student possesses
well-developed research skills a strong foundation in her chosen subject area. She also brings

valuable teaching experience in the fields of marketing and tourism.

I1. General characteristics of the dissertation work

The dissertation is in volume of 235 standard pages of text. The main body includes 13
tables and 34 figures, with an additional 24 pages allocated for a well-presented appendix. A
total of 132 reference sources are utilized, comprising 56 in Cyrillic and 76 in the Latin
alphabet. The literature used is sufficiently diverse and correctly focused on the researched
scientific problem, which for a young researcher is a very positive feature. Citations are accurate
and adhere strictly to established academic standards. The results of the author's own survey
were also used. The peer-reviewed dissertation has a similarity index with other references of
4%.

The development is properly structured and balanced - it includes an introduction, three

chapters, a conclusion, a list of literary sources and appendices.



The style of the presentation is precise and relevant to the researched issues, and the text
is written in understandable scientific language.

The object, subject, main scientific thesis and goal are correctly defined. To achieve the
goal, 8 research tasks have been derived, which are consistently solved in the presentation.

The research is methodologically sound. The methods used to study the problem are
appropriate for the specific study. The title of the dissertation is clearly formulated and is closely
related to the scientific thesis.

Overall, the dissertation demonstrates logical consistency, in-depth research, and an
effort to examine the problems comprehensively, considering their interrelationships and
dependencies.

The introduction thoroughly and convincingly presents the relevance of the dissertation
topic.

The first chapter of the dissertation focuses on the theoretical foundations of advertising.
In it, based on a thorough study of literary sources, opinions on the essence of advertising and
advertising communication in tourism are analyzed. The issue related to the typology and
specificity of advertising is logically clarified. Special attention is paid to the characteristic
features and development of advertising in the hotel industry.

The second chapter is devoted to theoretical and applied models and strategies for
optimizing advertising impact. A particularly important aspect of the development is the
clarification of the factors affecting the effectiveness of advertising models in the hotel industry.
A dedicated section explores the hospitality triad as a synergy between advertising components,
strategies and models for advertising hotels. The presentation logically examines advertising
models in the hotel industry in detail.

The third chapter presents the empirical study carried out by the doctoral student. It is
dedicated to the analysis of advertising constants in the presence of advertising activities in the
hotel industry and advertising models. The methodological framework of this study has been
developed. The results of the empirical study among two groups of respondents (representatives
of the hotel business and tourists-recipients of advertising messages) and their interpretation
are presented. I definitely believe that this is the strongest part of the dissertation, which
deserves high praise. The results of the study are correctly presented and analyzed, incl. and
illustrated with appropriate figures. Based on the results obtained, a conceptual model of
advertising communication in the hotel industry has been developed.

In the conclusion of the dissertation, a summary of the results of the conducted study is

made and the main conclusions are formulated.
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I11. Evaluation of the scientific and practical results and contributions of the dissertation
work

The reviewed dissertation represents an independent scientific and practical study, that
is highly relevant and significant for management theory and practice. It delivers original
scientific results, based on author’s own analyses and generalizations. The dissertation
demonstrates undeniable scientific merits.

The doctoral student has formulated seven distinct contributions of a theoretical-
methodological and scientifically-applied nature. The contributions are fully evident within the
text, and I accept them in their entirety. The primary contributions are precisely formulated,
accurately reflect the achieved scientific and applied results, and represent the original,
independent work of the doctoral student.

1. It could be done even more clearly and categorically emphasizing one's own
opinion on some theoretical problems and strengthening the criticality of the analysis when

considering the opinions of the presented authors.



2. It would be highly beneficial to formulate concise conclusions and key takeaways

at the end of each individual chapter to summarize the insights arising from that specific section.
As a recommendation for future work, I suggest that the doctoral student expand the use

of quantitative methods, which, given the availability of various software packages, could

enrich

In conclusion, I consider the presented dissertation to be a serious research work. It
meets the requirements for awarding the educational and scientific degree “Doctor”.
