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L Brief biographical data of the candidate

Evangelos Stavros Paroussis was admitted in 1998 to the Department of
Law, Faculty of Law, majoring in Economics and Political Science at the Aristotle
University of Thessaloniki. He graduated in 2003. In 2013, he completed a
Master's degree in Business Administration with a major in Information Systems
at the University of DIPAE in Serres.

Paroussis 1s an active member of the Bar Association of Serres, 1s an IP
class administrator and responsible operator of the Independent Legal Service of
the Municipality of Serres. From 2017 to the present, he is a customs officer in
Serres. He specializes in issues of smuggling and tax evasion.

II.  Characteristics of the candidate's scientific and applied scientific
production

The dissertation on the topic "Effects of the Customs Union on Economic
Growth" includes an introduction, three chapters (literature review, methodology,
results, discussion), conclusion, one appendix and a literature review. The text is
132 pages long, which includes 11 tables, 13 figures. The cited literature covers
107 titles.

In addition, the author presents three publications - Neoclassical Theory of
Customs Unions: A Theoretical Approach; New Trade Theory and Economic
Integration: A Comprehensive Analysis; and Economic Growth and Customs
Unions: An Empirical Study. All three publications reflect parts of the dissertation
work.

The introduction of the dissertation work begins with an analysis of existing
theoretical approaches to government spending and government regulation.

In this context, the objectives of the study are as follows - to analyze
whether there is a correlation between government spending and economic
growth; to examine whether there is a long-term and short-term equilibrium
relationship between the variables under study, as well as to test the existence of

causal relationships between the variables under study.



The study uses data from thirty-two countries at different stages of
development, with different economic policies and physical sizes, as well as with
different economic histories and experiences in expanding the public sector.

The aim is to develop a theoretical model of interregional trade that can
help study the regional development of a small, open economy that develops
bilateral trade relations and mobility of production factors in the context of
regional economic cooperation, taking into account economic relations with third
countries.

In particular, the idea of the study is to analyze and compare the relationship
between trade liberalization (through customs unions) and the level of economic
growth. A number of studies have been conducted analyzing the types and ways
in which liberal trade positively affects economic development. The study focuses
on the EU area.

The methodology of the study is based on panel data using fixed and
random effects variants and the Hausman test (1978)), using data for the EU-27
or EU-15, for the period after 1980/81/85.

The main variables included in the study are: GDP per capita, capital stock,
labor force, human capital and a vector reflecting trade liberalization. Although
technology is an important factor in economic growth, it is not explicitly included
in the model, since the impact of the latter, in the author's opinion, is transmitted
primarily through human capital and capital stocks.

In the first chapter, the author reviews the scientific literature related to
international economic relations and customs unions.

The author notes that there are different forms and degrees of economic

integration.



A free trade area, in which the member countries of the union eliminate
tariffs on trade between themselves, but each country retains its individual tariff
policy towards non-member countries. A customs union, which provides, in
addition to the elimination of tariffs between member countries, the establishment
of a common tariff towards the rest of the world. The common market, which,
beyond the discriminatory measures of the customs union, ensures the free
movement of production factors between member countries. The economic union,
which ensures the coordination of the monetary and tax systems of the member
countries, in order to achieve fiscal and monetary harmonization.

The author specifically focuses attention on the two opposing effects of
international economic integration, namely trade creation and trade diversion.

The dissertation devotes an important place to the dynamic effects of
international economic integration, mainly related to the expansion of the market
space, changes in the competitive structure and economies of scale.

The author specifically focuses his attention on the impact of economic
integration on the terms of trade. It is noted that the terms of trade change as a
whole in the interests of the integrating group. The factors that determine the
success of economic integration are also analyzed.

The empirical strategy followed in the peer-reviewed study draws its
theoretical basis from endogenous growth theory and the most influential
contemporary theories of foreign trade to examine the impact of trade and

Greece’s accession to the EU on the country’s economic growth.



To capture the possible effects of the trade sector on economic growth and
income, data on net foreign direct investment (FDI) inflows to Greece as a
percentage of gross domestic product, extracted from the World Bank’s World
Development Indicators database, are used. In addition, the real effective
exchange rate (REEXR) based on the CPI, extracted from the Federal Reserve
Economic Data Database of the Federal Reserve Bank of St. Louis, USA, is used.
A dummy variable is used to account for the impact of Greece’s accession to the
EU.

The econometric model used by the author confirms the existence of
cointegration and therefore the existence of long-run causal effects of the main
variables in the process of economic growth. It is concluded that the selected
variables share a strong relationship with each other and share the same path in
time. The conclusion about the relatively stronger impact of labor on economic
growth, compared to capital, is interesting.

The author concludes that Greece's membership in the European Union
illustrates well both the advantages and disadvantages of participating in a
customs union. This union aims to eliminate the customs duties that exist between
its members, while establishing customs tariffs at the borders, binding them
economically. Therefore, it coordinates the countries closely among themselves,
but also imposes some restrictions both politically and economically on each of
them individually.

III.  Main contributions to the candidate's scientific, applied scientific

and teaching activities

The author formulates the following academic contributions.

Methodological contribution - combining various econometric techniques
in order to achieve high precision in capturing the long-term asymmetric effects
of economic integration.

Theoretical contribution - integrating classical and contemporary theories

of economic integration.



Empirical contribution - revealing a long-term relationship between
membership in the customs union and economic growth and deepening
structural imbalances and limiting economic sovereignty.

Institutional contribution - the author emphasizes that the results of
joining the customs union depend on and on the administrative capacity and
institutional adaptability of the respective country.

Political and economic contribution - the need to direct structural funds to
education, innovation and human capital is emphasized in order to increase the
competitiveness of peripheral economies.

Practical and applied contribution - the analytical framework and the
developed indicators can be applied to assess the effects of EU membership on
national economies and to develop strategic documents for sustainable growth.

Of the contributions formulated in this way, the empirical contribution,
the practical-applied contribution, and partly the political-economic contribution

and the methodological contribution are of a truly innovative nature.

IV. Critical remarks and recommendations.

Despite the large-scale and in-depth nature of the peer-reviewed
dissertation, the latter is not without some weaknesses.

First of all, the main issue related to accession to the customs union has not
been sufficiently investigated, namely, which prevails in the case of Greece - the
creation or diversion of trade.

In addition, the author simultaneously claims that Greece's accession to the
EU dynamizes the Greek economy, while emphasizing that the dummy variable,
which in his opinion takes into account the impact of integration processes, has a

negative impact on economic growth.



It can be recommended that the author, in his future research, further
develop the econometric apparatus used in order to more accurately account for
the impact of international trade and international economic relations in general

on economic growth.

V. Conclusion

Regardless of the critical remarks made, I believe that the reviewed
dissertation meets all the requirements of Bulgarian legislation and the internal
rules of the South-West University and I strongly recommend that the esteemed
scientific jury award Evangelos Stavros Parousis the degree of Doctor of

Philosophy.
