I. GENERAL INFORMATION ABOUT THE DOCTORAL CANDIDATE AND THE
PROCEDURE

The dissertation submitted for review has been prepared by Ivo Georgiev Peshunov for the award of the
educational and scientific degree “Doctor” (PhD) in the scientific specialty “Theory and History of
Culture”.

The dissertation is devoted to a topical and significant scientific problem — the sustainable and
unsustainable development of Bulgarian cities after 1989, examined through the prism of demographic
processes, deindustrialization, regional imbalances, and cultural resources for development. The topic
is situated within contemporary scholarly debates in the fields of cultural studies, urban studies, social
theory, and sustainable development policies. It possesses both theoretical and clearly expressed social
significance in the context of the deepening regional disparities and demographic crisis in Bulgaria.

II. CHARACTERISTICS OF THE DISSERTATION

The dissertation is structured in a logical and coherent manner. The study comprises an introduction,
three chapters, a conclusion, appendices, and a bibliography.

The author employs an interdisciplinary approach combining cultural, sociological, historical, and urban
analysis. Methodologically, the dissertation applies historical analysis, a comparative perspective
(Pernik in comparison with other cities), document analysis, and a case study approach as a
comprehensive research programme, including the analysis and interpretation of administrative data and
statistics, as well as original surveys and interviews conducted by the author. Throughout the
dissertation, the author demonstrates a clear intention to connect global processes of sustainable
development with their specific local manifestations in the Bulgarian context.

The introduction is logically structured and successfully fulfils its function of introducing the reader
to the research problem. The author convincingly argues for the relevance and scientific significance of
the topic related to the phenomenon of the so-called “disappearing cities” in the context of the
demographic, economic, and social transformations in Bulgaria after 1989.



In the Introduction (pp. 4-5), the author defines the object of the study as the emergence and evolution
of sustainable development as a concept, policy, and practice. The subject of the study encompasses the
socio-economic and cultural-political causes of unsustainable urban development in Bulgaria after 1989,
examined through the case of the city of Pernik as a typical example of a deindustrialized Bulgarian city.

The Introduction also provides a definition of disappearing cities: “By the term ‘disappearing cities’ I
designate those urban centres characterized by the unfolding of adverse demographic, social, and
economic processes that transform the cities themselves into inconvenient, unattractive, and repelling
places for living and self-realization.” The author outlines the methodological framework of the study
and justifies the choice of scientific approaches and methods, combining theoretical analysis, historical
review, statistical data analysis, and case study research. The main limitations of the study, as well as
its territorial and temporal scope, are also presented. The Introduction successfully outlines the logic
and structure of the dissertation and provides a clear understanding of its scientific orientation, research
potential, and expected contribution to studies in the field of regional and urban development.

Chapter One

The first chapter of the dissertation is devoted to the theoretical foundations of the concept of sustainable
development. It demonstrates very good knowledge of the principal concepts, theoretical approaches,
and scientific debates related to sustainable development.

The author traces the historical evolution of the idea of sustainability, linking it to the processes of
modernity, the formation of the “risk society,” and the need for a new model of development integrating
economic, social, and environmental dimensions. The historical prerequisites for the emergence of the
concept are convincingly presented, as is the role of the Brundtland Report in establishing sustainable
development as a leading framework for global development policies.

The author also emphasizes the dynamic nature of sustainable development as a concept whose content
and dimensions change under the influence of new societal challenges. Special attention is devoted to
the relationship between sustainable development, economic growth, and social inequalities, as well as
to the classical tripartite model integrating nature, economy, and society.

Particularly valuable is the analysis of culture as a factor of sustainable development, viewed not only
as cultural heritage but also as a system of values influencing social processes and development models.
In this way, the author expands the traditional interpretation of sustainability beyond its economic and
environmental dimensions and constructs a broader theoretical framework for examining processes of
(un)sustainable urban development.

In this context, special attention deserves the understanding of the city as the space in which the
interrelations between economic, social, and environmental processes become most visible, thus
providing a solid theoretical basis for the subsequent analysis of disappearing cities in Bulgaria after
1989.

Chapter Two

The second chapter examines sustainable urban development in its various dimensions — social,
economic, cultural, and spatial. The author analyses the main stages in the evolution of the city and
urbanization, placing particular emphasis on the distinction between industrial urbanization and
urbanization as a broader process of social evolution.

The chapter traces the historical development of urban systems and the emergence of the modern urban
question, highlighting the consequences of industrialization and the rapid expansion of cities. Particular
attention is paid to the problems associated with uncontrolled urban growth, environmental pressures,
social inequalities, and the increasing consumption of resources.



The author demonstrates very good familiarity with the classical and contemporary theories of urban
development. The works of Henri Lefebvre, Louis Wirth, Manuel Castells, and other influential scholars
are discussed and successfully integrated into the overall analytical framework of the dissertation. The
city is presented not only as a spatial structure but also as a social environment in which economic,
cultural, political, and demographic processes intersect.

Special attention is devoted to contemporary concepts of sustainable urban development, including the
compact city, the green city, the smart city, and the accessible city. The author convincingly argues that
these concepts should not be regarded as competing models but rather as complementary dimensions of
integrated urban development.

The chapter also examines the role of culture, cultural heritage, and tourism in urban regeneration
processes. Particularly valuable is the critical perspective adopted by the author, who demonstrates that
culture and tourism cannot be considered universal solutions to urban problems and may themselves
generate new forms of inequality and unsustainable development.

An important contribution of the chapter is the review of the main approaches to measuring urban
sustainability and the discussion of various indicator systems used in contemporary urban studies. In
this context, the author presents the ABC-indicator model as a possible analytical framework for
assessing urban sustainability.

Overall, the second chapter provides a rich theoretical and conceptual basis for the empirical analysis
presented in the following part of the dissertation.

Chapter Three

The third chapter is devoted to the Bulgarian context of urban development after 1989. Particular
attention is paid to the processes of deindustrialization, demographic decline, and regional inequalities.
The central focus is placed on the case of the city of Pernik as a representative example of a city
undergoing profound structural transformation.

The chapter begins with a discussion of the broader Bulgarian context and includes an analysis of the
city of Burgas as an example of a comparatively successful model of urban development. The author
subsequently turns to the main case study and examines the historical development of Pernik from a
mining settlement into one of Bulgaria’s major industrial centres.

A particularly valuable aspect of the study is the detailed historical reconstruction of the city’s
development based on a wide range of historical, statistical, documentary, and archival sources. The
author successfully demonstrates the crucial role of mining and industrial production in shaping the
economic, social, cultural, and spatial development of Pernik. The analysis shows how the mining
industry contributed not only to economic growth but also to the establishment of hospitals, cultural
institutions, educational facilities, and social infrastructure.

The dissertation convincingly traces the transformation of Pernik from an industrial centre into a city
affected by the profound consequences of deindustrialization after 1989. The author demonstrates that
sustainable urban development cannot be reduced solely to economic indicators. Despite improvements
in certain socio-economic indicators during recent years, Pernik continues to face significant structural
challenges related to demographic decline, population ageing, low investment activity, and limited
economic diversification.

Particularly noteworthy is the comparison between the Municipal Spatial Development Plan of Pernik
and the data provided by the Institute for Market Economics. The analysis demonstrates that the two
sources complement each other in outlining the city’s demographic, social, economic, and infrastructural
profile. At the same time, the author correctly observes that both documents focus primarily on
diagnosing the current situation rather than articulating a long-term development vision. According to



the dissertation, this limitation is partially overcome through the adoption of the Integrated Development
Plan of Pernik Municipality (2021-2027), which provides a more strategic perspective focused on
identifying weaknesses, opportunities, and priorities for future development.

The chapter also presents the results of the author’s empirical research, including interviews and survey
data. Although limited in scale, these materials provide valuable additional insights into local
perceptions of urban development, quality of life, and the prospects for the future of the city.

In the concluding section of the chapter, the author reaches the important conclusion that Pernik cannot
be viewed simply as a disappearing city devoid of future prospects. Despite continuing demographic
losses and economic constraints, the city demonstrates signs of adaptation and transformation through
efforts aimed at economic restructuring, environmental improvement, and the strengthening of cultural
resources.

Special attention deserves the author's critical reassessment of the widespread public image of Pernik as
one of the most polluted cities in Bulgaria. The dissertation convincingly points to positive
developments related to environmental policies, energy transition, and improvements in urban
environmental management.

An interesting and valuable aspect of the analysis is the emphasis placed on culture as a resource for
sustainable development and for the preservation of local identity in the context of adverse demographic
trends. In this respect, the city of Pernik is presented as an example of the complex interaction between
urban decline, adaptation, and the search for new development trajectories.

Overall, the third chapter constitutes one of the strongest and most valuable achievements of the
dissertation. It successfully combines historical reconstruction, empirical analysis, and policy evaluation
within a coherent analytical framework and provides a convincing interpretation of the processes
shaping contemporary urban development in Bulgaria.

1. ASSESSMENT OF THE SCIENTIFIC RESULTS AND CONTRIBUTIONS OF THE
DISSERTATION

The dissertation addresses a significant and topical research problem related to the sustainable and
unsustainable development of Bulgarian cities in the context of the profound socio-economic
transformations that have taken place after 1989.

The study demonstrates a high level of theoretical awareness and familiarity with the contemporary
scientific literature in the fields of sustainable development, urban studies, sociology, and cultural
studies. The author successfully combines theoretical analysis with empirical research and consistently
applies an interdisciplinary approach throughout the dissertation.

The main scientific and applied contributions of the dissertation may be summarized as follows:

1. A comprehensive theoretical reconstruction of the concept of sustainable development has been
undertaken, tracing its historical evolution from early theoretical formulations to its
institutionalization within international policies and European Union programmes,
demonstrating excellent knowledge of the theoretical foundations and contemporary debates in
this field.

2. The dissertation offers a systematic analysis of the principal concepts and approaches related to
sustainable urban development, including the compact city, the green city, the smart city, and
the accessible city, while highlighting their interconnections and their role within contemporary
urban policies.

3. An attempt has been made to systematize and critically discuss indicators of sustainable urban
development and their applicability in the analysis of contemporary urban processes.



4. The possibilities and limitations of culture and cultural heritage as factors of sustainable urban
development have been analysed. In this respect, the dissertation contributes to broadening the
traditional understanding of sustainability beyond its economic and environmental dimensions.

5. Factors contributing to the emergence and development of the phenomenon of the so-called
“disappearing cities” in Bulgaria have been identified, including demographic decline,
deindustrialization, regional disparities, and institutional constraints.

6. A thorough historical and sociological reconstruction of the development of the city of Pernik
has been carried out. Through the use of diverse historical, statistical, and documentary sources,
the author traces the transformation of Pernik from an industrial settlement into one of
Bulgaria’s leading industrial centres and subsequently into a city facing the challenges of
deindustrialization, demographic decline, and economic restructuring. In this way, the
dissertation provides a comprehensive and convincing account of the processes shaping the
city’s contemporary profile.

7. An interesting and original interpretation of the phenomenon of “disappearing cities” is
proposed. The dissertation examines disappearing cities not merely as a consequence of adverse
demographic trends, but as a complex social process resulting from the interaction of economic,
demographic, cultural, spatial, and institutional factors. In this way, the author broadens the
analytical perspective on urban decline and highlights its structural determinants.

Applied Contributions

1. A review and critical discussion of indicators for sustainable urban development has
been conducted, and an attempt has been made to apply them in the analysis of a specific
urban case.

2. The potential of culture and cultural heritage as factors of sustainable development has
been analysed, with particular attention paid to their role in the development of specific
cities (Burgas and Pernik).

3. Recommendations have been formulated concerning the development of urban areas
affected by processes of deindustrialization and demographic decline, including the
promotion of a more balanced regional policy, overcoming the ‘“centre—periphery”
model, strengthening polycentric development, and related measures.

4. The main factors leading to the demographic and economic shrinkage of cities have
been identified.

IV. CRITICAL REMARKS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

The overall assessment of the dissertation is highly positive. Nevertheless, several remarks and
recommendations may be formulated.

First, the concept of the “disappearing city,” which occupies a central place in the dissertation, could
benefit from further theoretical clarification and a more explicit distinction from related concepts found
in the international literature, such as shrinking cities, declining cities, and left-behind cities. Such a
distinction would contribute to greater conceptual precision and facilitate the positioning of the study
within the broader international scholarly debate.

Second, the methodological framework could be argued more precisely. Chapter Two presents the ABC-
indicator model as a promising tool for analysing urban sustainability. However, it would be useful to
distinguish more clearly between the elements derived from the original conceptual framework and the



author’s own interpretations and adaptations. Furthermore, although indicators corresponding to the
various components of the model can be identified in Chapter Three, the model is not applied as a clearly
operationalized analytical framework. Consequently, the ABC model remains primarily a conceptual
basis for structuring the analysis rather than a systematic instrument for assessing the sustainability of
the case under investigation — the city of Pernik.

Third, the empirical part remains relatively limited, although it is thoroughly documented in Appendix
2. The number of interviews and survey responses is comparatively small and does not allow for broader
generalizations regarding the processes under investigation. The analysis of Burgas is interesting and
contains valuable observations concerning successful practices of sustainable urban development.
However, the role of this example within the overall research logic of the dissertation and its connection
to the subsequent analysis of the city of Pernik could have been argued more explicitly.

The remarks outlined above do not diminish the scientific value of the dissertation. Rather, they should
be regarded as recommendations for the further development of the research and for the future
publication of the results.

V. PUBLICATIONS AND COMPLIANCE WITH THE REQUIREMENTS FOR THE AWARD
OF THE DEGREE

Together with the dissertation, the doctoral candidate has submitted the required publications related to
the topic of the dissertation, as well as an abstract prepared in accordance with the established
requirements.

The submitted scientific publications adequately reflect the principal ideas, arguments, and results of
the dissertation research.

The dissertation, the abstract, and the accompanying publications comply with the requirements of the
Academic Staff Development Act of the Republic of Bulgaria, the Regulations for its implementation,
and the relevant internal regulations governing doctoral studies.

VI. FINAL EVALUATION

The dissertation entitled “Disappearing Cities: (Un)Sustainable Urban Development in Bulgaria
after 1989 is an independent, completed, and original scientific study devoted to a significant and
contemporary social problem.

The research demonstrates very good theoretical preparation, broad familiarity with the relevant
scientific literature, the ability to work with diverse empirical sources, and competence in conducting
interdisciplinary analysis. The dissertation contains scientific and applied contributions and meets the
requirements for awarding the educational and scientific degree Doctor (PhD) in Professional Field 3.1.
Sociology, Anthropology and Cultural Studies, Doctoral Programme “Theory and History of
Culture.”

On the basis of the above, I give a positive evaluation of the dissertation and propose that the esteemed
Scientific Jury award Ivo Georgiev Peshunov the educational and scientific degree Doctor (PhD) in
Professional Field 3.1.
