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1. Candidate details

Elizavet Kamataki is a Ph.D. student in an independent form of study in the Department of
Sociology in South-West University “N.Rilski”

The presented CV states that Elisavet Kamataki has a master's degree in "Education of Children
with Special Educational Needs" from the University of Nicosia. She has undergone a series of
trainings, including adult education, intercultural education training, etc. Since 2018, she has
worked 23 hours a week in her research field in Thessaloniki, dealing with the education of
children with special educational needs in Greek public secondary schools. The main goal she
pursues is to impose the inclusion of children with special educational skills in the main core
of classes.

All this gives reason to conclude that Elisavet Kamataki has accumulated not only educational,
but also practical experience in the field of dissertation issues, which reflects the achievement
of high results.

2. General characteristics of the dissertation

The dissertation is dedicated to an extremely relevant and significant topic related to inclusive

education and, in particular, inclusive education in Greek traditional schools.



In the Introduction, the study of the challenges of the Greek education system in this process
and the analysis of the effectiveness of the policies and practices operating in the country aimed
at their rationalization is revealed not only from a practical point of view, but also permeated
by the clearly expressed scientific concern of the doctoral student. Emphasizing that in Greece
this topic is particularly relevant and key for educational sciences, the dissertation illuminates
the complexity of inclusive education in the Greek context, but also directs the conclusions
towards the real achievement of the desired educational equality and social justice in an
educational system for all learners. An important moment in the conceptualization of the
problem of inclusion is the extensive literature review and analysis of existing research on the
topic. Effective inclusion is understood not only as improved academic results, but also as a
consequence - a good socio-psychological climate in student groups.

The doctoral candidate offers examples of how cultural, political and economic factors
influence and could influence the transformation of inclusion ideals into practice.

A second point in the conceptualization of the issue is the positioning of the access of children
with special educational needs to mainstream educational environments as a response to the
calls of the European Agency for Special Needs and Inclusive Education (2018) for enhanced
policy implementation.

In this sense, this study is not only academically significant, but also practically relevant for
politicians, educators and stakeholders investing in the future of Greek education.

A third point complements the conceptualization by theorizing the lived experiences of
educators, administrators and students within inclusive classrooms, identifying inclusive
factors. Conceptualization in this sense is a relatively comprehensive intention for the
development of policies and educational practices.

It is no coincidence that the aim of the dissertation is to provide a comprehensive analytical
panorama of the inclusion of children with special educational needs (SEN) in mainstream
schools in Greece, by analyzing the relevant theoretical concepts and examining the practical
forms of their implementation.

The tasks for achieving the objective are relevant to the achievement of the objective, namely:
1. To review the theoretical and conceptual frameworks underlying inclusive education and
special education.

2. To trace the historical evolution and legislative development of special education and
inclusion in Greece.

3. To examine teachers' attitudes, their self-efficacy and perceived challenges in implementing

inclusion.



4. To examine the institutional, administrative and systemic supports available to teachers.

5. To compare quantitative and qualitative results in order to formulate evidence-based
recommendations for educational policy and practice.

The paper also tests relevant hypotheses: 1. Teachers with higher levels of self-assessment of
competence and self-efficacy will show more positive attitudes towards the inclusion of
students with special educational needs; 2: There are statistically significant correlations
between the five key thematic dimensions — attitudes, competence/self-assessment, school and
administrative support, practical challenges and systemic/learning support; 3: There are
statistically significant differences in teachers’ attitudes, perceived competence and reported
challenges based on demographic characteristics (e.g. gender, teaching level, experience and
previous training in special education); 4: Communication and collaboration between school
staff and families of students with SEN are insufficiently structured and often reactive; 5:
Teachers who have robust support structures, including collaboration with special educators
and individualized education plans (IEPs), find inclusive education more feasible and effective.
The methodology is mixed. A quantitative and qualitative study was prepared by the doctoral
candidate, and the relevant data were collected and processed by her.

The quantitative study was implemented with a prepared and distributed online questionnaire
among 300 teachers from primary and secondary schools, and the questions were organized
into five thematic sections, according to the purpose and hypotheses. The questionnaires were
distributed via Google Forms and on educational social networks.

A significant moment was a preliminary pilot study conducted with 20 teachers to further refine
the understandability of the questions. 271 teachers currently working in Greek public schools,
both from primary and secondary schools and representing different academic disciplines and
levels of teaching experience, responded to the questionnaire. The socio-demographic block in
the study was tailored to demographic characteristics such as gender, age, academic
qualifications and experience with students with special educational needs.

In order to answer the research questions, the Questionnaire includes a total of 32 closed-ended
questions, all of which are measured on a five-point Likert scale ranging from 1 (Strongly
disagree) to 5 (Strongly agree). Personally, I do not accept and do not use this scale because it
starts with disagreements, but I do not object to its use by other researchers (....)

10 semi-structured interviews with parents were also prepared and implemented, selected
through a purposive sample, aiming to include parents with available life experience of parents

related to inclusion, cooperation and systemic support as well as by relevant region and type of



school. The interviews were conducted both online and face-to-face. The data were analyzed
thematically and recurring patterns and meanings were identified.

Of course, for objective reasons, typical of almost all dissertation works, the research is
unrepresentative.

The 220-page dissertation is organized into two main parts — theoretical and empirical — with 3
chapters. Chapter 1 is a successful theoretical and methodological part, including a literary
review and analytical interpretation of ideas and concepts, contributing to the presentation of
the basic concepts of special and inclusive education. The historical evolution of educational
practices in the Greek context, the national legislative framework, including the theorization of
disabilities, which are the basis of the research intention, are revealed.

Chapter 2 is dedicated to a description of the methodology of the empirical research of the
overall instrumentation, the sample, and a description of the process of data collection, their
processing, as well as measuring the reliability and validity of the data obtained from the
research.

Chapter 3, dedicated to the empirical results and the statistical analyses carried out, is based on
descriptive statistics, correlation analysis and demographic comparisons.

The section "Conclusion" explicates the main results and provides answers to the research
questions posed. Relevant recommendations for future policies and practices of inclusive
education are also formulated.
