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General description of the submitted materials

Along with the dissertation (in English), a European-style CV and an abstract
in Bulgarian and English are also submitted.

In the CV, it can be seen that Elisavet Kamataki has a Master's degree in
"Education of Children with Special Educational Needs" from the University of
Nicosia. She has completed several seminars, including adult education, intercultural
education, etc., which has allowed her to build a broader and multifaceted vision of
education and the current processes in it. She has been working as a secondary school
teacher for nineteen years, and for the last eight years she has been working with
children with SEN, which has undoubtedly given her the opportunity to become
thoroughly familiar with the problems "from the inside".

Kamataki has presented a dissertation in a volume of 242 pages (in English),
including a List of Figures (52), a List of Tables (59), the main text consisting of a
theoretical part (one chapter) and a research part (two chapters), Conclusion, Sources

used — 205 titles and two Appendices — Appendix 1 Questionnaire for teachers in



English and Greek and Appendix 2 Questionnaire for parents of children with SEN
enrolled in general education schools (in English).

The bibliography is extremely rich. It contains 205 sources — scientific
publications, documents, publications and materials of international organizations —
UN, UNESCO, WHO, etc.

The abstract meets the regulatory requirements and established standards both
in terms of structure and content. The author has managed to summarize and present
the main points of the dissertation well, emphasizing the main conclusions and
research results.

The contributions are correctly formulated.

Three publications on the topic of the dissertation are indicated.

Content analysis of the dissertation work
and the candidate's achievements

In the Introduction, the author highlights the complex and multifaceted
nature of the problem of education of children with SEN, situated at the intersection
of educational theory, politics and practice, and exactly as such makes it the focus of
her interdisciplinary research.

The author sees the relevance and importance of the research undertaken,
which aims to present the complexity of inclusive education in the Greek context, in
two directions — academic (theoretical) and practical. In theoretical terms, inclusive
education is interpreted as the product of a transformative approach, arising from the
principles of equality, participation and respect for diversity, characteristic of the
modern state. In this approach, the school is redefined as a space for all and the
boundaries between general and special education are blurred. In practical terms, the
author sees inclusive education as the most serious challenge facing educational
reform in Greece.

In the Introduction, the author defines the core research problem of her
dissertation - the persistent gap between the legislative framework that promotes
inclusion of children with SEN and its uneven realization in Greek schools. The
choice of an interdisciplinary nature of the study - basing it on sociology and in
particular on the sociology of education, theory of inclusive education,

conceptualization of disabilities and theory of education and educational policies, is



justified by the complex nature of the problem. Further in the introduction the aim of
the study, the tasks, the hypotheses, the methods that will be used are presented.

The main objective is to provide a comprehensive analysis of the inclusion of
children with special educational needs (SEN) in mainstream schools in Greece, by
analyzing the relevant theoretical concepts and examining the practical forms of their
implementation. Through this multifaceted approach, the study will offer evidence-
based conclusions that will contribute to the development of policies and educational
practices.

The objective is precisely and comprehensively decomposed into separate
tasks, through the solution of which it will be realized.

1. To review the theoretical and conceptual frameworks underpinning
inclusive education and special education.

2. To trace the historical evolution and legislative development of special
education and inclusion in Greece.

3. To examine teachers’ attitudes, self-efficacy, and perceived challenges in
implementing inclusion.

4. To explore the institutional, administrative, and systemic supports available
to teachers.

5. To compare quantitative and qualitative findings to formulate evidence-
based recommendations for educational policy and practice.

Furthermore, the methods used to collect empirical information — quantitative
and qualitative — are presented: a survey among teachers in Greek primary and
secondary schools and semi-structured interviews with parents of children with SEN.

The limitations of the study are defined — the possibility of influencing the
responses to social desirability, subjectivity, conditioned by individual awareness,
impossibility of achieving representativeness.

A particularly high positive assessment should be given to the choice of an
interdisciplinary approach to carrying out the study and the combined use of
quantitative and qualitative methods for collecting information. It is exactly the
interdisciplinary approach that can provide an adequate multifaceted and in-depth
picture of the problem. The combination of quantitative and qualitative methods
allows for in-depth insight and to outline, albeit indicative, quantitative parameters.

It should also be said that the tasks formulated in this way cover a wide range

of inherently different aspects of the problem and their implementation will provide a



multifaceted picture that will enrich the theory and contribute to the implementation
of appropriate practices.

The first theoretical part of the dissertation consists of one chapter, entitled
"Literature Review', which provides the theoretical foundation of the study. Its
individual parts have a different nature depending on the specific subject of analysis.

In the first part, "The Concept of Special Education"”, after reviewing the
change in the treatment of people with disabilities in historical terms, the connection
with beliefs and values and with the development of society as a whole is drawn.

The second part, "The Development of Special Education in Greece',
provides an overview and assessment of the development of education for children
with SEN in Greece and finds that, compared to other European countries, state care
and social support for the education of these children is somewhat lagging behind.
The main objective and subjective factors for this uneven and relatively slow
development are also identified. The social context is outlined - the political situation
in the years, dictatorial regimes, civil war, educational policy, insufficient cooperation
between institutions dealing with people with disabilities, prejudices in society, lack
of specific training of teachers.

The author distinguishes the stages of this development and traces what has
been done during each of them. She dwells in detail on the regulatory acts that paved
the way for children with SEN to enter mainstream schools. She examines in detail
the period after 1990, when the Greek regulatory framework was harmonized with
European legislation and practices. Another key year is 2012, when Greece ratified
the UN Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities, which provided a
tangible impetus for taking serious steps to optimize the education of children with
SEN.

The third part, “Legislation Governing Special Education and Trainingin
Our Country” places special emphasis on the 1981 Law, highlighting its key role and
positive consequences in terms of education, social integration and professional
activity of people with disabilities. At the same time, criticisms of the law are also
presented, namely the division of students and the marginalization of those with
disabilities.

Another significant point is a new law from 1985, which assigns certain
functions to the state and leads to a number of practical changes - e.g. Braille

textbooks, teaching foreign languages, etc. The author sees serious new steps in the



laws adopted in 2000 and 2008, and along with their positive contribution, she also
identifies their weaknesses (parallel functioning of special education, excessive
centralization, etc.), which have a holding back effect on children with SEN receiving
adequate education.

The institutional structures, their functions and responsibilities are also
presented and analyzed.

Part 4 “Conceptual approach to disabilities” is dedicated to the various
models of disabilities (Medical, Social, Rights Model, as its continuation) that are the
foundation of policies. Taking into account the topic of the dissertation, an analysis of
the models from the perspective of the education of children with SEN is presented.
The author accepts the conclusion that the creation and functioning of special schools
based on the medical model has not helped students with disabilities, but on the
contrary — has reinforced the inability of the education system and schools to provide
equal educational opportunities to all children, including children with disabilities.

Thus, the education of students with disabilities in special schools has
created conditions for social exclusion and has not ensured equal access to social
benefits for all students.

In contrast, The Rights Model places the right to education at the center of
attention, and it is in this direction that the implications of this model are particularly
significant. The author concludes that this model supports an educational approach
that sees diversity as a resource rather than a problem.

Part 5, “Clarification of the Terms: Integration — Inclusion — Co-
education” examines terminological issues in detail. It outlines the distinction
between integration, as an one-sided process, and inclusion, as a two-sided process,
and clarifies the essence of inclusive education, which presupposes the need for
radical changes on the part of the school.

The sixth part, entitled ""From Integration to Inclusion. Good Practices',
presents the three types (rather levels) of integration - first - in special classes in
schools, second - in separate classes, but in which children have the opportunity to
communicate and interact during breaks, events, excursions, and third - functional
integration - all students have the same program.

The principles on the basis of which since the 1990s inclusion has become

not only a concept but also a trend in educational practices are set out.



The good examples of Finland with three-level support — general, ,intensified
and special, including multi-professional cooperation and individualized planning,
and of Italy — with a support teacher working alongside the classroom teachers and
with institutionalized shared responsibility are examined in great detail. The main
elements of these good practices that contribute to the achievement of positive results
are outlined, with special attention being paid to the specialized training of teachers.

As a natural continuation, Part 7 “Conditions for educational inclusion of
students with disabilities in mainstream schools” appears. Based on a review of
numerous publications, it lists a wide range of diverse conditions — the perception of
differences, teacher training and qualification, the experience of the school as a whole,
normative changes, changes in attitude and atmosphere, cooperation with the
community and family.

In Part 8 "Benefits and Difficulties of Inclusive Education’ the benefits for
teachers, for students (with and without SEN), for communities in various aspects are
examined in detail. Special emphasis is placed on particularly significant benefits for
children in terms of integration into society - for those with SEN in terms of
interpersonal communication, in an emotional sense, in behavior. For other children -
acceptance of diversity as a normal environment.

Difficulties of various nature also have been identified - psychological,
systemic and logistical (need for sufficient material, time and information resources.

Special attention is paid to the need for additional training for teachers,
whose self-assessment of the level of their professional preparation in the scope of
inclusive pedagogy and the confidence are essential for success in their work.

At the same time, the theses that adapting to the abilities of children with
SEN negatively affects the learning of other students are not ignored, and it raises a
key challenge - to teach in a way that ensures that the inclusive classroom is
intellectually stimulating for all students

Part 9 “Parental Attitudes towards Inclusive Education: Support, Concerns
and Consequences” presents and argues that inclusion should not be seen as a static
accommodation solution, but rather as a continuous process of dialogue, collaboration
and improvement in which parents are key partners. Based on a review of a number of
studies, the factors that determine parents’ attitudes towards inclusive education are

summarized and critical areas that require systematic attention are outlined.



Building on previous work, in Part 10, “Strategies for Creating Successful
Inclusion” the author outlines the necessary conditions for the successful
implementation of inclusive education. Taking into account the complexity and
multidimensionality of the process, a conclusion is drawn about the need to integrate a
number of interrelated strategies. The key emphasis is on systematic teacher training
to increase their competence.

Part 11 "The Concept of Training in Special Education” outlines, using
research already conducted and the opinions of learners, what kind of training
teachers need. The urgent need for it is justified by the insufficient training of
pedagogical staff in this narrowly specialized field and the increasing number of such
children in general schools as a result of the new policy.

The second, Research part, consists of two chapters. The first of them —
Chapter 2, is entitled “Empirical Methodology”.

It presents the design of the two empirical surveys conducted by the author in
a very professional and precise manner. In separate parts, the purpose, research
questions and hypotheses, methods for collecting information are consistently
presented, the sample is described, the reliability and validity of the study is argued,
the questionnaires for the survey and interview are given, and the field research is
described.

After formulating the objective — to investigate teachers’ perceptions,
experiences, and challenges regarding the inclusion of students with special
educational needs (SEN) in mainstream educational settings in Greece, five key
thematic areas were outlined, which were developed in the relevant blocks of
questions: teacher attitudes, perceived competence and self-efficacy, school and
administrative support, practical challenges encountered in classrooms, and systemic
and curricular conditions

The focus of the study is to identify factors that facilitate or hinder the
implementation of inclusive practices. Furthermore, the correlations between the five
thematic areas outlined are examined and whether there are significant differences
related to different demographic characteristics, as well as to the presence of previous
education and the number of children with SEN in the class.

Further, 7 research questions relevant to the outlined thematic areas are

formulated very clearly, as well as the hypotheses that will be verified.



The methods for collecting information are very successfully developed and
they are described in detail and the choice for their combined use is justified. The
quantitative component includes surveys with structured questionnaires with 271
teachers teaching a wide range of subjects in public schools and working in various
regions and at different educational levels. Participation in the survey is voluntary, as
the questionnaire was distributed in professional networks, social media, mailing lists,
etc. It should be noted the attention paid to ethical aspects in conducting the study.
Qualitative methods were used to conduct ten semi-structured interviews with parents
of children with SEN. Interviewees were purposefully selected to ensure diversity in
terms of gender, years of experience, and region. Interview scripts followed key
themes while allowing for content enrichment. Interviews were conducted in person
or remotely.

Part 4 of Chapter 2 describes in detail the formation of the sample and here
there is some repetition of what has already been said. The profile of the teachers who
participated in the survey is presented. It is interesting how it relates to the profile of
the entire group of teachers, but such information is apparently hardly available at all.
The author herself says that the sample is not representative, but it includes
representatives of a variety of groups, distinguished by characteristics such as gender,
age, educational level, professional experience, presence/absence of specialized
training, composition of the students being taught, geographical location, etc.

Very valuable and rarely found in doctoral works is the 5th part, which
considers reliability and validity. Cronbach's Alpha was used competently. The
questionnaire was tested. Overall, a very precisely developed research design is
evident. The questionnaire is presented, which follows the thematic centers and
allows for the collection of information covering them quite comprehensively.

The interview scenario is built on five axes and contain 12 open-ended
questions and provide full opportunity for the collection of information, allowing for
an in-depth analysis of the topic.

Chapter 3 of the dissertation, entitled "Results”, presents and analyzes the
collected empirical information.

The description of the processing of quantitative information shows a
professional use of modern statistical methods. T-tests, one-way ANOVA tests, LSD
post hoc comparison, Pearson coefficient were used. The application of these

methods allowed the identification of patterns in perception, the establishment of



statistically significant group differences and the study of the relationships between
the main constructs related to inclusive education.

A particular part (eight) of this third chapter is dedicated to interviews with
parents of children with SEN. It summarizes the information, revealing a rich and
diverse picture, including such essential aspects as parental motivation for choosing a
school, school readiness and support structures, communication and cooperation,
relationships with classmates and inclusion in the classroom, barriers that prevent it
from being effective, parental considerations and recommendations.

The Conclusion explicitly states the main conclusions and they are directly
related to the research questions, the outlined thematic centers and the hypotheses —
something that makes an extremely good impression.

Another element that unconditionally shows the author's high competence is
the clear formulation and justification of directions for future research, for specific
lines of inquiry.

In fulfillment of the tasks set for the dissertation, a series of recommendations
have been formulated to strengthen inclusive education in Greece, including
improving teacher training and professional development, institutional and
administrative strengthening: promoting joint practices: regular interdisciplinary
meetings between general education teachers, special educators and school
psychologists should be institutionalized; establishing structured channels of
communication between schools and parents, the presence of a more coherent and
long-term national strategy for inclusion.

Contributions of the dissertation work

In summary, the achievements and contributions of the doctoral candidate
can be summarized as:

Theoretical:

It is the first comprehensive, wide-ranging study of the inclusion of children
with SEN in mainstream schools was in Greece. An interdisciplinary approach was
applied, thanks to which, by using the conceptual and conceptual apparatus of several
sciences, the processes were covered in a multifaceted manner, in their various
aspects and interrelationships, and an adequate, multifaceted and in-depth picture of

the problems accompanying inclusive education in Greek schools was presented.



A definite contribution to the theory is the developed theoretical framework,
which unites historical, legal, conceptual and sociological perspectives on special
education and inclusive education in the Greek education system.

The work presents (although not specifically visualized) a complex
theoretical model of inclusive education, which is not only a contribution to the theory,
but also a reliable basis for empirical research. The precisely developed full design of
the author's empirical research allows for its repetition and for comparison of the
results both in time and in space.

Applied:

The research provides an adequate picture of reality, which is extremely
important from the point of view of decision-making and implementation of various
practices. The combination of quantitative and qualitative methods has allowed both
to outline quantitative parameters and to delve into depth, to see the processes and
problems from the positions of different actors in the educational process. Thus, a
multi-faceted picture of the process, the role and opportunities of different actors,
barriers and problems is presented.

As a result of the study, a number of recommendations of an applied nature
have been formulated, which should contribute to optimizing the inclusion of children
with SEN in the mainstream education system. In this sense, the presentation of good
practices in Finland and Italy is also very useful.

The key role of teachers and school administrators is substantiated, which is
important for determining the direction in which the main efforts and resources should
be directed in order to achieve the greatest progress in the inclusion process.

Reflection of the candidate's scientific publications in the literature

The author has three publications on the topic of the dissertation work. The
international nature of the issues makes her articles accessible to a wide audience.
Given this, it can be said that they have their visibility.

Critical notes and recommendations

I am extremely satisfied with the presented dissertation. I have no critical
remarks. I have a question. In the opinion of the author, to what extent are teachers'
responses influenced by social desirability and the desire not to contradict the
officially established line?

With a view to publishing the dissertation, which I consider very necessary for

future research, I have several recommendations.



In the part "Conditions for educational inclusion of students with disabilities
in mainstream schools",to group and systematize the conditions.

I suggest that the developed descriptive model at the end of the first chapter,
be presented visually, e.g. in the form of a graphics. This would contribute to better
and clearer perception.

To assess which questions it is useful to specify - e.g. in question B7 - by type
of benefits - social, cognitive, etc.

As for future research, the author herself has outlined the guidelines very
precisely — “expanding the study to a wider range of educational and social contexts
— small settlements, vulnerable communities in peripheral regions, as well as schools
with different profiles (vocational high schools, specialized schools, evening and
distance learning forms)” and longitudinal studies. I sincerely wish her that
opportunities for their implementation will soon appear. As a continuation of national
studies, international comparative studies should also be undertaken. Moreover, a few
years ago a dissertation (Polya Hristova) was defended on a similar topic, relevant to

the Bulgarian reality.

CONCLUSION
The submitted materials fully meet the requirements of the Academic Staff
Development Law. The dissertation work is of a very high scientific level and
contains both theoretical and applied contributions. This gives me reason to vote with
full conviction for awarding Elisavet Kamataki the educational and scientific degree
"Doctor" in sociology, in the professional field 3.1 Sociology, Anthropology and

Cultural Sciences.
