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1. General data about the PhD candidate

Elisavet Apostolos Kamataki was enrolled by Order No. 164/29.01.2024 of the Rector
of South-West University “Neofit Rilski” as a PhD student in an individual form of study in
English at the Department of Sociology, Faculty of Philosophy, South-West University “Neofit
Rilski” in the field of Higher education 3. Social Sciences, Economics and Law, Professional
field 3.1. Sociology, Anthropology and Cultural Sciences, in the scientific specialty
“Sociology”. She has successfully completed all activities included in the Individual PhD Work
Plan of the doctoral candidate and has been given the opportunity to defend her dissertation

(Rector’s Order for PhD completion No. 863/24.03.2026).

2. Relevance of the dissertation topic

The dissertation topic is highly relevant and possesses significant social and scientific
value. The issue of the effective inclusion of children and students with special educational
needs (SEN) in the educational process is gaining increasing importance. It is related to modern
trends in the development of educational policies oriented towards inclusive education, equal
access to quality education and guaranteeing the rights of every child. The need to overcome
educational inequalities and the aspiration to build a school environment based on the principles

of inclusion and non-discrimination determine the essential significance of the studied problem.



The PhD dissertation focus on the Republic of Greece provides the possibility to identify
and analyze in depth effective educational practices and models, as well as to study successful
policies in the field of inclusive education. In this context, the topic responds to the modern
needs of improving the mechanisms for support, inclusion and educational integration of both

pupils and students with SEN in the general educational environment.

3. Knowledge of the problem

Elisavet Apostolos Kamataki has the necessary academic background on the dissertation
topic and significant practical experience in working with learners with SEN. She obtained her
higher education in the Republic of Greece. She completed a master's program in “Education
of Children with Special Educational Needs” at the University of Nicosia. The doctoral
candidate has many years of pedagogical experience in the education and support of children
with SEN in Greek public secondary schools. The accumulated professional experience
provides her with in-depth knowledge of the specifics of inclusive education and the practical
aspects of working with students with SEN in a general education environment. This
educational and practical experience creates a good basis for analysis, interpretation and
evaluation of the researched problems and processes.

The literature used consists of 205 sources that are relevant to the subject of the study
and provide the necessary theoretical and methodological basis for the development of the

dissertation.

4. Methodology of the study

The applied research methods are adequately selected and aligned with the main
objective of the scientific research. Elisavet Kamataki uses a mixed methodological approach,
combining quantitative and qualitative data collection techniques in order to achieve a more
comprehensive understanding of inclusive education in the Republic of Greece. The
dissertation presents results from: 1) a non-representative quantitative survey among 271
primary and secondary school teachers working in public schools from different regions of the
Republic of Greece. It was implemented through the online platform Google Forms and aims
to establish the attitudes of Greek teachers towards inclusive education and the inclusion of
children with SEN in mainstream schools. A pilot study was conducted in 2023 among 20
teachers; and 2) ten semi-structured interviews with parents, conducted in March and May
2024. They are aimed at exploring the personal experiences of parents regarding inclusion,

cooperation and systemic support. The data obtained were analyzed through thematic coding,



which allows for the identification of recurring patterns and significant themes. The combined
use of both methods allows for a more complete and in-depth analysis of the specific challenges
and support mechanisms in the learning and social integration of children with SEN within

inclusive education.

5. Characteristics of the doctoral thesis and scientific contributions

The dissertation comprises 242 pages and consists of an introduction, three chapters, a
conclusion, a bibliography and two appendices. The introduction contains the main elements
characteristic of a dissertation study. The first chapter, “Theoretical Concepts”, presents the
conceptual foundations of special and inclusive education. The second chapter, entitled
“Empirical Methodology”, describes in detail the research methods used and the organization
of their application. The third chapter, “Results”, contains an analysis of the data from the
empirical research conducted independently by the doctoral student. The conclusion includes
the main conclusions from the dissertation study, and the appendices present the tools used for
the non-representative quantitative study and in-depth interviews.

The achieved results have significant theoretical and practical significance, enriching
scientific knowledge in the field of inclusive education and at the same time offering useful
guidelines for improving educational policies and practices related to the education and support
of students with SEN. I generally accept the doctoral student's self-assessment of the scientific

and applied scientific contributions of the dissertation.

6. Publications and personal contribution of the PhD candidate

Three independent publications on the dissertation topic are presented. Two of them
were published in 2024 in an international journal (KNOWLEDGE — International Journal),
and one is in print (in a collection of scientific articles from a doctoral conference). The doctoral
student's scientific publications reflect her deep interest in the issues related to the inclusion and
educational integration of students with SEN in mainstream secondary schools. No plagiarism

was found in the publications.

7. The dissertation abstract
The dissertation abstract correctly reflects the structure, content and main results of the
dissertation. The first and second chapters are presented in detail, while the third chapter

(“Results™) is provided in a more generalized and brief manner. The dissertation abstract



includes a self-assessment of the scientific and applied scientific contributions of the

dissertation research. A list of publications related to the dissertation topic is also presented.

8. Critical comments and recommendations

In order to support the future professional and scientific development of the PhD
candidate, the following recommendations can be formulated:

1. To continue and expand her scientific work on the issues of the dissertation work. As
the doctoral student herself emphasizes, it is necessary to implement longitudinal and
comparative studies that would contribute to a deeper understanding of the processes and
practices of inclusive education in the Greek educational system;

2. To direct her future scientific research activity towards the development and testing
of specific models for the support and inclusion of children with SEN in general education

schools of the Republic of Greece.

9. Conclusion

The dissertation entitled “Inclusion of children with special educational needs in
mainstream schools in the Republic of Greece” contains scientific and applied research
results that represent an original contribution to science and meets the requirements of the Act
on Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (ADASRB), the Regulations
for the Implementation of ADASRB and the Internal Rules for the Development of Academic
Staff at the South-West University “Neofit Rilski”. I give a positive assessment of the doctoral
thesis and propose to the scientific jury to award its author Elisavet Apostolos Kamataki the
Educational and Scientific degree “Doctor” in the field of Higher education 3. Social sciences,
Economics and Law, Professional field 3.1. Sociology, Anthropology and Cultural Sciences, in

the scientific specialty “Sociology”.
