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1. Presentation of the doctoral student and the dissertation

Elisavet Kamataki was born in Thessaloniki. She graduated from the Aristotle
University of Thessaloniki in 2006. In 2018, she received a postgraduate diploma in "Special
Education and Training" from the University of Nicosia. In 2019, she graduated from the
program "Adult Teacher Training: Integrated Educational and Practical Program with
Microlearning”". In 2019-2020, she graduated from the program "Intercultural Education:
Theoretical and Experimental Approaches" of the National Cappadocia University of Athens.
Elisavet Kamataki is a doctoral student in the Department of Sociology since 2023 in an
independent form of study and takes part in the 8th doctoral scientific session in 2024.

The relevance of the presented dissertation is related to the fact that inclusive education
embodies a transformative approach that encourages the redefinition of school as a space for
all learners. The topic of the dissertation is innovative in nature, has a connection with the
principles of equality, participation and respect for diversity, rethinking the meaning of the
modern welfare state.

This dissertation examines the theoretical and practical dimensions of inclusive
education in Greek mainstream schools, assessing the effectiveness of existing policies and
practices, while identifying challenges and opportunities for improvement.

The dissertation has a total volume of 242 pages, which include 59 tables and 52
figures. The cited literature includes 205 titles.

The main research problem addressed in the dissertation concerns the ongoing
discrepancy between the legislative framework that promotes inclusion and its uneven
implementation in Greek schools. The dissertation is situated in the interdisciplinary field of
sociology of education, intersecting with inclusive education, disability studies and

educational policy analysis. By focusing on Greece, the dissertation contributes to the



comparative body of knowledge on inclusion in Southern Europe, showing the dynamics of
educational reform in a centralized and tradition-oriented system.

The aim of the dissertation is to provide a comprehensive analysis of the inclusion of
children with special educational needs (SEN) in mainstream schools in Greece, by analyzing
the relevant theoretical concepts and examining the practical forms of their implementation.
Through this multifaceted approach, the study aims to offer evidence-based conclusions that
will contribute to the development of policies and educational practices. In line with the aim,
a series of tasks have been formulated that present the specifics and sequence of the research
work carried out.

The following hypotheses have been formulated:

HI1: Teachers with higher levels of self-reported competence and self-efficacy will
exhibit more positive attitudes toward the inclusion of students with special educational
needs.

H2: Statistically significant correlations exist among the five key thematic
dimensions—attitudes, competence/self-efficacy, school and administrative support, practical
challenges, and systemic/curricular support.

H3: Statistically significant differences occur in teachers’ attitudes, perceived
competence, and reported challenges based on demographic characteristics (e.g., gender,
teaching level, experience, and prior training in special education).

H4: Teachers perceive that communication and collaboration between school staff and
families of students with SEN are insufficiently structured and often reactive.

H5: Teachers who experience stable support structures, including collaboration with
special educators and individualized education plans (IEPs), view inclusive education as more
feasible and effective.

The doctoral student has a personal bias towards the topic, dictated by her experience as
a teacher and her direct participation in educational activities, contacts and interactions in the
learning environment.

The mixed methodological approach combines quantitative and qualitative data to
achieve a comprehensive understanding of inclusive education in Greece. The quantitative
phase consists of an online questionnaire distributed to teachers in Greek primary and
secondary schools; 271 teachers were surveyed. The study includes five thematic sections:
teachers’ attitudes, competence and self-efficacy, institutional support, practical challenges
and systemic/learning conditions. The survey was implemented through digital platforms and

educational social networks. The reliability of the instrument is confirmed by Cronbach's



alpha coefficients exceeding 0.80 for all scales. A pilot study involving 20 teachers was
conducted in early 2023 to test the clarity, consistency and reliability of the questionnaire.
Based on the pilot results, some items of the questionnaire were refined for better
understandability.

The qualitative phase included ten semi-structured interviews with parents, selected
through purposive sampling to ensure diversity in terms of experience, region, and school
type. The interviews, conducted both online and in-person between March and May 2024,
explored parents’ lived experiences of inclusion, collaboration, and systemic support. The
data were analyzed through thematic coding to identify recurring patterns and meanings.
Ethical principles were strictly observed throughout the research process. Respondents'
participation was voluntary, anonymity was guaranteed, and all data were used exclusively for
academic purposes. Given the voluntary sample, the study is not representative.

The dissertation is organized into two main parts — theoretical and empirical, covering
several chapters. The structure of the dissertation is organized into three main chapters,
followed by Conclusion and Appendices.

Chapter 1 presents a literature review, introducing the main concepts of special and
inclusive education, the historical evolution of educational practices, the national legislative
framework and the main theoretical models of disabilities, which are the basis of the
dissertation research.

Chapter 2 outlines the research methodology, including the design, hypotheses,
instruments, sample characteristics, and data collection procedures, while also addressing
issues of validity, ethics, and the pilot phase of the study.

Chapter 3 presents the empirical results, combining quantitative analyses — such as
descriptive statistics, correlations and demographic comparisons — with the thematic analysis
of the qualitative interviews.

The conclusion synthesizes the key findings, answers the research questions and
formulates recommendations for strengthening inclusive education policy and practice in
Greece. The appendices include the full questionnaire, the interview guide, which support the

transparency and replicability of the study. The limitations of the analysis are also indicated.

I1. Dissertation evaluation
Overall, I accept that the topic and the reasoning in the dissertation are up-to-date and
innovative, there is a strong authorial presence and assessments made, various theories, views,

models and ideas are presented in a well-reasoned manner, which emphasizes the focus of the



overall presentation. I must especially emphasize the empirical methods used - quantitative
research with a questionnaire and qualitative research with semi-structured interviews. I also
want to note the efforts made by the doctoral student in tracking the empirical results
obtained, the processing and searching for the analytical discourse in drawing conclusions. I
support the need for more active state participation, including at the policy level, on the topic
of inclusive education, which is of great importance for the full functioning of education, as
stated by Elisavet Kamataki.
