1. Brief information about the candidate

Elisavet Apostolos Kamataki is a doctoral student in an individual form of study in the
doctoral program "Sociology" at the Department of "Sociology" of the Faculty of Philosophy
at the South-West University "Neofit Rilski", Blagoevgrad.

2.  General characteristics of the presented dissertation

The total volume of the dissertation is 242 pages. Its content consists of an introduction, three
chapters, conclusion, references and two appendices. The list of references includes 205

sources. In the dissertation are also presented 59 tables and 52 figures.

The doctoral thesis is well structured and has a clear logic. The actuality and significance of
the dissertation research, as well as its limitations, are convincingly presented with well-
founded arguments. The main research problem addressed in the dissertation, relating to the
ongoing discrepancy between the legislative framework that promotes the inclusion of
children with special educational needs (SEN) in Greek mainstream schools and its uneven
practical implementation, is substantiated. The goal of the dissertation, its tasks and
hypotheses are well formulated and justified. The set goal has been realized, while at the same

time new data about the object and subject of the dissertation have been obtained and

reasoned conclusions have been made. The theoretical framework and the methodological
tools are adapted to the specifics of the research topic and are distinguished by an original
author's style. The doctoral student's views are arguably defended. The presentation follows

the good standards of scientific discourse. The language used is readable and understandable.
3.  Evaluation of the results and achievements obtained

I will highlight only the most important achievements of the author, which give convincing

reasons for a high assessment of her work:

First, the dissertation research has an original character, with the author demonstrating an
extensive knowledge on the topic of the dissertation. A critical review of the theoretical and
conceptual frameworks through which inclusive and special education are thematized has
been made. The historical evolution and legislative developments of special and inclusive

education in Greece has been traced.

Second, an original author's methodology and research tools have been developed, which are
relevant to the subject of the dissertation and the goal set. Qualitative and quantitative
methods have been used to collect information, which are in direct logical connection with the

performed analysis and can be used as a model for future scientific studies on the subject.

Third, based on the author's own empirical research, attitudes of the teachers, the self-
assessments of their effectiveness, perceived challenges in implementing inclusive education,
and the support of a school culture in Greece that values diversity and promotes equality have

been analysed.

Fourth, significant correlations were registered between the five key thematic dimensions of
inclusive education, identified by the doctoral candidate (attitudes toward inclusion, teachers’
competence/self-assessment of their efficacy, school and administrative support, practical
classroom challenges, and systemic/ curricular support), as well as in teachers' attitudes,
perceived competence, and reported challenges based on certain socio-demographic

characteristics.

Fifth, reasoned recommendations, based on evidence derived from empirically obtained
quantitative and qualitative data, are proposed for the development and improvement of

educational policies and practices of inclusive and special education in Greek schools.



4.  Evaluation of the scientific and scientific-applied contributions

I generally accept the formulations of the author’s contributions indicated on page 57 of the
dissertation abstract, which adequately present research achievements of Elisavet Kamataki.
Several scientific and scientific-applied contributions can be identified in the doctoral thesis,

that I would summarize in several areas, which correspond to the author's self-assessment:

First, the dissertation enriches the available knowledge and methodological approaches for
researching the theoretical and practical dimensions of inclusive education in Greek
mainstream schools, for assessing the effectiveness of existing policies and practices, as well

as for identifying challenges and opportunities for improvement.

Second, contribution of the dissertation is the development of a coherent theoretical
framework that integrates historical, legal, conceptual and sociological perspectives on special
education and outlines models for inclusive education of children with special educational

needs (SEN) in the Greek educational system.

Thirdly, author's significant contribution is the registration of new facts and the identification
of significant problems by conducting an original author's empirical research on the
dissertation topic. This is the first comprehensive and systematic study in Greece with mixed
methods (quantitative data from 271 teachers and qualitative data from 10 interviews with

parents) examining the inclusion of children with SEN in mainstream schools.

Fourth, based on empirical data, the perceptions, competencies and challenges facing teachers
are innovatively analysed, identifying significant correlations, demographic differences and
structural barriers that shape the daily reality of inclusion in Greek schools. The key role of
teachers, school leadership and parental attitudes in the inclusion of children with SEN in

mainstream schools has been revealed.

Fifth, a scientific-applied contribution of the dissertation study is the substantiation of
practical and policy-relevant recommendations, emphasizing the essential role of teachers
training, robust support structures, interdisciplinary collaboration and improved

administrative mechanisms for strengthening the effective inclusive education.

Second, could some more general national and international societal trends and problems
(economic, political, ideological, cultural, migration) be identified that support or hinder

inclusive education in Greek schools?



I recommend the doctoral student to increase the international visibility of her research
activity by publishing more actively in scientific publications, referenced and indexed in

world-renowned databases of scientific information.
